PLAGUE OF MOBQUITOEB ALONG SOUND.

The points of law made on these two excep-
tions by W. Cabell Bruce, attorney for Mr.

TROUBLE CAUSED IN BALTIMORE BY A
CONTRACT PAYABLE IN THE

WHITE METAL.

Baltimore, Aug. 25 (Special).
—

A novel phase
of the silver question entered into the trial
here of exceptions filed by D. K. Este Fisher
to the sale of ground rents purchased by him.
8. Tagart Steele advertised for sale, ns trustee,
a number of ground rents and certain fee
simple property. Among the ground rents waa
one of $100 and one of $109 10. These rents
were advertised as rents of so many dollars.
Mr. Fisher bid at the sale $2,G2r», or between
3% and 31* per cent for the $100 rent, and
$2,800, or about 3% per cent for the $109 16
rent. In the belief that they were payable in
legal tender dollars, without limitation as to tha
kind of money in which they were payable.

When Mr. Fisher had the title examined, in-
stead of finding that the rents were payable !n
dollars, as is usual in leases for ninety-nine
years, renewable forever, he found they were
payable in "lawful silver money of the United
States, each dollar weighing" 17 pennyweights
and C grains at least." This formed the basis
of the first and second grounds of exception to
the tale.

The above statement will terminate the records
of American commerce with the Hawaiian Islands
unless those engaged In that commerce reconsider
their determination to refuse under the existing
law to give to the Bureau of Statistics the neces-
sary information regarding their shipments to and
from the islands.

RECENT ACT CONSTRUED AS MAKING

HAWAIIAN COMMERCE COASTWISE.
Washington, Aug. 26 (Special).— The people of

the United States are likely to be deprived of some
much desired Information regarding the commerce
of the United States •with the Hawaiian Islands.
The recent act of Congress which extended to
these Islands practically all of the laws of the
United States Is construed as rendering the com-
merce between the United States and the islands
"coastwise" in its character. The laws with ref-

erence to the gathering of statistics of commerce
require Importers and exporters to file with the

collectors of customs at the ports at which their
goods enter or at which they leave the country 8
specific statement of the quantity and value of
each article Imported or exported. The law does
not require, however, this detailed Information
with reference to goods passing from one port of
the United States to another port of the United
States. Taking advantage of this condition, mer-
chants of San Francisco who are engaged in the
trade with the Hawaiian Islands are refusing to
furnish to the Collector at that point regarding
goods sent to or from the Hawaiian Islands thegeneral class of information which they have for
years been furnishing, but from which they claimthey are now exempt under the new conditions.

The effect of this will be to deprive the Bureau
of Statistics and the people of the United States,
at present at least, of all information regarding
The commerce with the Hawaiian Islands. No
feature of American Import and export trade has
attracted so much attention during the last year
as that with the Hawaiian Islands. It was oneBpot where the effect of annexation upon com-
merce with the territory annexed could be studiedsince, in the other territories brought into closerelations with the United States, conditions were
rot InAmerican favor by reason of the war which
had existed previous to or Immediately following
the new relationship. While the growth of com-

C% Lth.,Porto Rlco> Cuba and th» PhilippineIslands had been great, it has been difficult todetermine what proportion of the growth was dueto war conditions or what proportion to the newre.aUons thus established. In the case of the hZv-tilan Islands, , ever. no war conditions ex-lfited either previous or subsequent to annexation,and the growth of the commerce with the Unitedetates may bo attributed chiefly. ifnot wholly tothe close relations brought about by annexationand the general business revival which followedthat event.
The growth of the commerce with the Hawaiianislands In the last few years, especially in theyears 18&9 and 1900, has Dean phenomenal. Thisgrowth is especially interesting in view of the newrelationship which has been established with the

Islands and the marked increase which accom-
l)£.nled the flnal determination of that event. Inlf&O the exports of the United States to the Ha-
waiian Islands were $4,711,417. and in 1897 were $4 -
?90,075 showing no growth from 1890 to 1897. In
1890 the Imports into the United States from the
Hawaiian Islands were J12.312.098, and In 1837 wereJ13.«87.799, showing but a slight growth.

The treaty of annexation was signed at Wash-ington June 16. 1897, so that all the commerce of
the Mural year 1898 felt the effect of that step In
the process of annexation. In that year the ex-
ports of the United States to the Hawaiian Islands
\u25a0were $5,907,155, an Increase of 27 per cent over 1897,
when they amounted to 14,490,075. The treaty
was ratified July 7. 1898. and sovereignty over the
Islands formally transferred to the United States
on August 12, 1898, thus bringing practically all of
the fiscal year 1899 within the period following the

mplete annexation. The exports to the Ha-
waiian Islands in the fiscal year 1899 amounted to
$9,306,470. an Increase of over 60 per cent on the
Import side; the year 1898 showed an Increase of
$3,600,000 over 1897, and the year 1900 showed another
Increase of $3.&00,000 over 1898 and 1899.

ItIs believed by the police of the West Thir-
tleth-st. station that some time In the night Brink-
er arose and took a seat nonr the shaft to get
more nlr. They believe that Brinker fell into a doza.
lost Ills balance and fell out of the window-

One of the hotel porters found Brlnker's body
clad in night attire, at 4:30 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing. Pollf-eman Evans, of the West Thlr'tleth-ststation, was informed, ami the body was removed
to the Station bouse. Later the. Coroner gave per-
mission for the removal of the body to an under-taking establishment.

Yesterday afternoon Mrs. Brinker called at the
undertaker's. She said her husband's death must
have been the result of nn accident Mis. Brinker
said she was an actress. Hhe gave directions for
the \u25a0htpme.nt of her hunband'a body to Newark thlamorning.

BICYCLiB OFFICER BTOP3 THE HORSE. THENT

FALLS UNCONSCIOUS FROM INJURIES.

A horse attached to a cab standing at Forty-
fourth-st. and Broadway became frightened yes-
terday afternoon and ran away. Its course was
through Forty-fourth-st. to Eighth-aye., and then
south, and that no pedestrlnns were Injured by
getting In its path waa largely due to tho fact that
tho storm was then at Its height.

As tho runaway dashed through Forty-fourth-st.
it took a sharp turn, stumbled and almost fell. A
citizen ran out and tried to stop It, but there was
no halter or bridle to clutch, and he gave up the
attempt in despair. Policeman James O'Connor, of
the West Forty-seventh-st. station, had been stand-
ing at Forty-flfth-st. He ran to catch the horse,
but it was too fleet for him. Across Forty-seicond-
sL the animal dashed, barely missing a car cross-
Ing the avpnue and scattering a crowd that stood
waiting for transfers. At Thlrty-elghth-st. stood
Policeman Richard B. OY'onnell. of the West Thlr-
ty-seventh-st- station, and Bicycle Policeman Rlch-
aril O'Connor.

Tho policeman on foot planted blmseli on one side
of thf> road and the bicycle policeman on the ottier.
Th<v borae promptly knocked oVonnoll down, bruin-
ins his righr li-kt. O'Connor managed to do better.
He threw his arms about tho horse's neck, at the
same time throwing himself from his wheel.

Once on the horse, the bicycle policeman stuck
his knees with all bis might into tho animal's
throat. The choking sensation was not to the
animal's liking, for it came, to ispeed; halt, and
citizens ran out and held It. O'Connor, who had
l'e>'ti knocked violently against one of the shafts,
became unconscious. Vr. Hodgson, of Roosevelt
Hospital, found that O'Connor's right Mile and lag
had been baiily bruised, that one of his ribs on the
right sl<le was broken and that he had sprained
bis rlntit ankle. He was taken to his home. Po-
liceman O'Connell was able to go back on duty.

The horse and hansom were found to belong to
John J. Qulnn. of No. 302 West Forty-fourth-st.
The driver explained that he was feeding the ani-
mal when it ran away.
