He
boasted that he was "de leader of ie gang," and
aald that even if he did not get back "fromit
Island for six months" he proposed to do ha
share In annihilating the negro population of
New-York. "Alnt grot no love for niggers, tad
no white man what's white has.** was his way
of describing his sentiments.

A couple of hours later the po!!r» arrested mo-
ther member of McPyke's gang. He proved to
be Henry Schubel, twenty years old. of No. S2
West Fifty-sixth-at. He, too. boasted of what
he had done. McPyke and Schubel were as-
sured by their friends that they would be bailed
out quickly, and moreover that It was too close
to election for any Magistrate to "send them
up." John H. Pierson. the negro Janitor of th«
tenement house, made complaints against botS
men. He Immediately went Into hiding, assured
by a ecore of whites that vengeance would be
wreaked on him Ifhe remained there. Itla
thought he will move.

At 1:30 o'clock In the afternoon Joseph Doyle,
eighteen years old. of No. 207 West Slxty-
second-st.. filled his hat with stones and took
his stand at Flfty-ninth-st. and Eleventh-aye.
"to do a few coons'* as they passed. He had
"done" two by Inflicting scalp wounds, when
Policeman Thomas Brady arrested him and
dragged him to the West Sixty-eighth-st. sta-
tion. He was charged with disorderly c induct.

An hour later he appeared at
Roosevelt Hospital, where a surgeon put t»
half an hour dressing his wounds. Then he
went home.

PLATT HAS XO SECOND CHOICE.

BRYAN A "CONTINUOUS POLITICIAN."
WHAT AN OLD SCHOOL NEBRASKA DEMO-

CRAT THINKS OF PLATFORM
AND CANDIDATE.

Omaha, Neb.. Aup. X (Speclnl).—Many of the old
school Democrats of Nebraska, those who were
leaders of the pnrty for thirty yoars until the ad-
vent of Bryan, have been publicly declaring them-
selves on tho Issues of tho campaign. Among
them is F-uclJd Martin, who was for several terms

chairman of the Democratic State Committee and
Postmaster of Omaha under Cleveland. He is
stronger In his opposition to Mr. Bryan's can-
dldery this year than he was In 1896. Four years
ago Mr. Martin denied his support to Bryan be-
cause he could not assent to the financial legisla-
tion promised by the Chicago platform. This year
he flmls the same objection to the Kansas City
platform, and, in addition, observes other reasons
for making the defeat of the Democratic candidate
desirable. He says:

KNIGHTS OF PYTHIAS AT DETROIT.

NARROW ESCAPE OF A POLICE SERGEANT
AT ROCKAWAY.

Police Sergeant John E. Shea, of Captain Kren-
scher's force, had a narrow escape at Rockaway

Beach yesterday. Just as he was boarding the
5:20 p. m. train for Seaside Station, where he was
due to relieve Sergeant Wheelwright at 6 o'clock,

the train started with a jerk. The sergeant was
twisted about with his feet near the track, but
he clung manfully to the handrail while the train
aped quickly on, to the horror of hundreds of
screaming women and children.

For fully three hundred feet Sergeant Shea wns

was stopped Just as Sergeant Shea, thoroughly
exhausted, let go r.is bold nnd fell with his face in
the cinders of the road.

He was carried back to the DelcasMsn Club by

It was found that Sergeant Shea was badiy
bruised from hcid to foot and that his right.knee
was greatly swollen. No hones were broken, how-
over, and after he was bandaged he insisted upon
reporting for duty.
Iater in the evening Sergeant Shea s wounds be-

came to painful he was relloved from duty and sent

home.

DRAGGED 800 FEET BY TRAIN.

Veterans and visitors to the encampment came
in by the thousands to-day, every incoming pas-
senrer train being packed. Railroad officials esti-

mated that fully aeventy-flve thousand persons ar-
rived during the day. of which number eighteen

thousand were members of the Grand Army of the
Republic.

Reception committees were at all
the railroad station* to direct the veterans to their
hotels and lodging houses.

BTTCCEBBPLrL ANTE-TRIAL. TRIP ON THE WAT

FROM NEW-TORK.

Boston. Aug. M.—The battleship Alabama ar-
rived In President Roads at 2 o'clock this after-
noon, after an uneventful trip from New-York.
She is now anchored in the Roads in the midlie
of the fleet of warships which are assembled
there for her trial. In the run over after leaving
New-York the battleship made great time under
forced draught, averaging between sixteen and
seventeen knots for six and a half consecutive
hours. This Is much better time than has be«a
made by battleships thus far on runs previo is

to trial.
The Alabama passed out by Sandy Hook at 11

o'clock yesterday and ran until she was forced
to slow down by fog for four hours, and emerged

from It at about 9:90 o'clock this morning, all of
which time she had only steerage way on. She
rounded the South Shoal Lightship between 6 and ?
o'clock this morning, and was off Nantucket when
the fog lifted. From there to Boston Light she
was again put under forced draught and made ex-
cellent time, the run from Highland Light to Bos-
ton Light being made In two hours. These speed
trials were made with ordinary coal.

The Alabama will remain at anchor all day to-
morrow, in order to give the crew a rest, and will
go on her trial trip over the Cape Ann course onTuesday morning. A large number of invited
guests will be on board, including Mayor Diehl of
Buffalo and Mayor Hart of Boston. The entire
Trial Board, with the president. Rear-Admiral
Rodgers, was on board the battleship on her run
over.
