
CHIEF CROKER BELIEVES THEY WILL
GREATLY FACILITATE TRANSMISSION

OF ORDERS AT FIRES.

When fighting fires tn tall bulldingrs hereafter the
firemen will use large megaphones in transmitting
orders from the street to the uoper floors. The
megaphone is the latest innovation In the Fir©
Department, and Its Introduction is the result of
rrany suggestions submitted by officers and firemen
to Chief Croker.

Since the advent of the modern tall building the
firemen have experienced the greatest Inconven-
ience In communicating between the floor on
which the fire was located and the street where
the engines were st work. Where the fire was on
a floor more than 125 feet above the street the
firemen found It almost Impossible to-,make them-
selves heard on the street. Many preQ.lpu^ second"
have thus been lost in making the engineers at the
steamers understand Just what the orders were, and
In more than one instance firemen have had to run
down ten flights of stairs to corrrrnurrtfrat^ with
those In tho street. This great handicap ;»*»i*par-
ticularly noticeable at a recent fire in the eleventh
floor of the building Nos. 436 and 49S Broadway.

Officers shouted orders to subordinates In the
street, but the voice was lost In the distance.
Chief Croker, who was In charge of the fire, at
once began an investigation to remedy the evil, and
he was assisted by the suggestions of officers and
firemen. As between a rubber tub* a little tele-
phone outfit and the megaphone Chief Croker chose
the last named appliance, on the score of simplicity.

A test of the megaphone was held yesterday
morning in the drill yard at Fire Headquarters by
Chief Instructor McAdams. The building is more
than 125 feet high. Chief

'
McAdams spoke to the

men on the roof tn a moderate tone, yet every
word was heard. The megaphone was equally
successful In transmitting the orders from the roof
to the drill yard.

"The Department has ordered fifteen modern
phones, and they will be used In every bat-

talion where there are tall buildings," said Chl»f
Croker last evening. "The Department has been
greatly handicapped by being unable to communi-
cate quickly with the street where the fire was In
any of the upper stories of tail buildings. Any-
thing which will save a second's time at a fire we
want. Ibelieve the megaphones will.be a material
help to us, and If they are not, why we'll get up a
telephone outfit or some other device for trans-
mitting orders."

FIREMEX TO T'SE MEGAPHOXES.

Boxers, because he knew that the same Governor
•wou.d degrade him for such action.On December 27 the same paper published a se-cret edict directing all the Viceroys to energetically
Prepare for war against the foreigners, who "like
tifere were devouring the land."

On December 31 the Rev. Mr. Brooks was mur-
aered In Shan-Tung by Boxers.Early In the present year (1900) Shan-Tung ob-
tained some relief In the removal of Yn Hslen, the
Manchu Governor, and the substitution of Tuan
Shlh Kal, but the disease was now deep seated.

Yu Hsien. Instead of betng degraded, was now
promoted to a higher and more lucrative nost.namely, the Governorship of Shnnsi.

In an Imperial decree of April 17, 1900. the Iho•n van, or volunteer train band?, are again re-
ferred to, and at the time they are politely re-quested to avoid enlisting bad characters.

On June 2 the Rt-vs. Rn"binson and Norman were
murdered by those hounds of State, the Boxers.

From June 6 to 3 there were pillaging and loot-
Ing of foreign mission property and native Chris-
tians tn the Chinese city of Peking.

On June 10 Admiral Seymour started wtth allied
troops for Peking.

PRINCE TTAN APPOINTED PRESIDENT OF
TSVNG L.I-TAMEV.

On June 11 the Japanese Chancellor was murdered
by the same crew In Peking.

On June 13 came an Imperial edict regarding the
Japanese Chancellor, and mentioning at the same
time the loyalty of the Iho Ch'uan, but stating
\u25a0om» bad characters who are rebels have got In
with them.

On June 15 another edict stated that the Govern-
ment troops sided with the Iho Ch'uan. and that
command of the army had been given to Prince
Tuan, Kang Vi and Jung L-u. That is, the control
of ihe army was given over t" these men. two of
whom It was known were leaders of the Iho
Ch'uan.

On June 17 the Taku forts were taken to protect
Seymour's communications.

On June 18 Admiral Seymour was forced to re-
treat, when within a day of Peking. So news of
that would be received by the Manchu Govern-
ment that day or the next.

On June 20 the Viceroys were instructed by Impe-
rial ajid secret edicts to do all in their power to
resist foreign aggression and to exterminate the
foreigners. The Iho Ch'uan. or Boxers, were, re-
ferred to herein as "Ch'uan Mm." or Loyal Fists.

On June 21 the Viceroys and Governors south of
the Yellow River were ordered to assemble the

modern fleet and attack and drive out foreign fleets.
It was also announced that 'Prince Tuan and Kang
VI were appointed Supreme Chiefs of the Iho
Ch'uan.

On June 24 the foreign Ministers were ordered
to leave Peking within twenty-four hours, the lega-
tions then to be sealed up and the flagstaffs out
down. Sir Roberr Hart on this date sent his
short and despairing message. Tien-Tsln was re-
lieved on the same date.

On June 25 a lecree was Issued exulting In the
defeat of the foreigners.

On June 25 Admiral Seymour was relieved six

miles from Tlen-Tsln after he had fought for f°uJ-teen days, and nut of eighteen hundred men he
had 62 killed and 212 wounded, employing more
than two-thirds of his force as bearers.

In the above statements of the fact that the
Manehu Government instigated, originated and
protected the Iho Ch'uan with the absolute lnten-
lon of expellinr the foreigner, and with that ob-

kuel" (foreign devils), calling in the aid of the
Buddhist monks all over the country, but especially
in the north, let those Interested study the live*
of the known leaders, such as the Empress Dow-
ager. Prince Tuan and Kang Vi, and alao carefully
read all the placards that have so far appeared,
bearing in mind that again and again the Govern-
ment patronage of the Iho Ch'uan has been re-
ferred to and protested against by Chang Chlh
Tung and Liv Kur Yi. the Yangtse Viceroys.

THE SEASON ENDS WITH AUGUST—CHANGES

AMONG THE DRIVERS.

Bangor, Me.. Aug. 35 (Special).— last drive
of logs, that from the West Branch, Is In, the
river driven? have all been paid, and now the
streets of Bangor are full of those hardy, daring

fellows who navigate the lumber crop from the

far away headwaters through the rushing, tum-
bling torrents to the Penobscot boom, whence the
logs are distributed to the mills. The principal

drives on this river are from the East and West
branches, the Mattawamkeag, Plscataquis. Passa-
dumkeag and Pleasant rivers.

Driving logs is a laborious and often dangerous
occupation. When the winter's work of cutting

the fogs Is over, and the ice bound streams and
brooks are full of the great spruce, pine and hem-
lock tree trunks the axe swingers come out and
the lumbermen engage the driving crews. To be a
driver one must be active, fearless, and not afraid
of cold water and hard -work. The driver? are
generally young men. largely of Irish descent, from
Bangor and Oldtown; Tarratine, Indiana, Canadian
French and Prince Edward Islanders. The best
drivers in the world, it is generally admitted, are
those from Bangor. In the spring, as soon as the
ice In the streams begins to break up. the crews,

with their bosses, go to the headwaters, part of
the way by rail, then by team, in batteaux or on
foot.

Arriving at their destination, the men start the
logs in the quick water and follow them down-
stream. If there were no falls, no ledges or other
obstructions the work would be \u25a0 easy, but if a
single log of the rushing mass sticks on the edge

of a dam or is caught against a rock thousands
of others are thereby stopped, and what is known
as a jam ensues. The jam must be broken at all

hazards, and some one must, as a rule, go out
upon the logs at the risk of his life and. with an
implement known as a cantdog, set the mass again
in motion. If the driver makes a misstep, or the
obstructing log yields suddenly and unexpectedly,
the driver frequently goes down in the rush of
waters under the whirling mass, and is seen alive
no more. Ifhis body is recovered It is not until
many weeks afterward, mangled beyond recogni-
tion.

When the driver starts from Bangor he is
equipped with the best pair of boots that money
can buy. With the soles thickly studded with steel
calks, sharp as brads, to enable him to stand on
the slippery and often icy logs. When he comes
back the boots are generally full of little slits at

the toes, which he has cut to allow the water to
escape, and thus prevent his feet from scalding.
From the day the logs are started to the day they

reach the boom the driver is seldom or never dry.
but he seldom or never catches cold. His work
begins In the latter part of April and lasts until
the middle of August, ifhe is on the West Branch,
the longest drive Wages in former times were
high, compared to what i.« now paid, good men
often receiving as much as to a day. Now the best
men get about 12 50 or C 75 a day, and others as
low as $1 75 Woodsmen eat beans three times a
day: drivers, four times, for the drivers' day Is
longer than the axe swingers'.

In old times it was the fashion for all or nearly
all of the drivers to have a great spree when they
returned to Bangor and got their pay, anywhere

from C-50 to 130" all in a lump; but now it is dif-
ferent. Twenty years ago the arrival of the West
Branch drive was the signal for a general and
noisy celebration in Bangor and all along the river,

but this week there is scarcely a ripple of excite-
ment. There le some drinking, but most of the
men find a better use for their money, being fonder
of good clothes and other comforts than were the'
old timers. Formerly every driver wore a flaming
r»-'i shirt; now they wear any kind that suits them,

and red is not popular. Up to a few years ago
the driver came to town wearing his calked boots,
and pvery saloon and hotel floor where they trod
and all the floors and cushioned stms of be nil-
tt-ad cars were punched full of little holes. Then
the Legislature passed a law prohibiting drivers
from wearing their armored footgear into the con-
fines of civilization, and they have to change boots
up river or come into Bangor in their stocking
feet.

MAIKETS LOG DRIVE OVER.

PAXIC CAUSED IN GREENE- AYE.-MAN-

THROWN TWENTY FEET.
Persons living In Greene-ave. near Bushwlck-

ave., Brooklyn, are In a state of panic because of
a big leak Inone of the principal gas mains of the
Brooklyn Union Gas Company. The leak first be-
came apparent Saturday night.

For several months the Borough Contracting
Company has been building a new sewer InGreene-
ave. About one hundred and fifty feet from Bußh-
wlck-ave. one of the gas mains sprung a leak.
The gas escaped in large quantities, and in a short
time had so filled the houses in that neighborhood
that many of the residents were forced to spend
the night on their porches. Alittle before 11 o'clock
last night Henry Cowan, a watchman for the sewer
contractors, started to find a fresh leak. While
he was crossing the main trench the flame of his
lantern ignited the escaping pas. At once there
was an explosion and Cowan was thrown twenty
feet and into the yard of a neighboring house.

Immediately after the explosion there was a rush
Of the burning gas into the air, the flames at one
time being forty feet high. The shock of the ex-
plosion and the sight of the flames drove the
frightened residents into another panic. Two fire
engines and a reserve squad of police from the
Ralph-aye. station hastened to the scene. Later
the gas company sent men to repair the leak.
During all this time the houses were In darkness.
The police are on guard in the street. They pro-
hibited cigar smoking and the use of lights in the
district.

BIG GAS EXPLOSIOX IXBROOKLYX

LENGES INVESTIGATION.
The Rev. Dr. W. H. Brooks, pastor of St.

Mark's Methodist Church, In Fifty-eighth-at.,
near Elghth-ave.. which is said to have a larger
congregation than any other church for colored
people in this city, preached on the recent race
riots last night. Dr.Brooks said in part:

Ihave made a personal investigation. Ihave abook of facts. We are ready to go before the
committee, before the court* and ifnecessary to
Jail. Ibeg you to hear what Iam Baying. Notone finger must be raised in retaliation. No retalia-
tion must be countenanced. We must be calm andlaw abiding, and we will win. In the South thepii?ns !ar ê!> condones the crimes of the mob,
while here the press condemns with no uncertain

Bound such actions as have recently taken place.Regardless of politics the press of the city ha*
otcod lor law against lawlessness, and humanity asopposed to inhumanity, and justice as opposed toInjustice, and right as opposed to might. God
bless the press. Again it has shown that the pen
is mightier than the sword.

Let it be understood in the very beginning thatwe have no sympathy with lawlessness. Colored
people who break the laws must not expect sym-
pathy from us. Bad men. white or black, must
be made to feel that they must respect the law
or take the consequences.

The recent riot had its origin In bad whiskey,
bad women and corrupt police officers. The police
are guilty of incapacity, brutality and rascality.
After thorough investigation, dealing: directly
\u25a0with the parties who have suffered, Istate the
following facts and invite Investigation by the
authorities:—

Innocent men were cruelly assaulted.
Second— The clubbing in nearly every case was

done by the officers.
Third—We have not found a single "tough char-

acter" among the number maltreated, but decent,
honest, hard working people.

Fourth— Respectable, helpless women who ap-
pealed to the officers of the law for protection were
denied, cursed and threatened for their petition.

Fifth
—

Men in honorable business had their doors
kicked in by the officers, and were mercilessly
clubbed upon their own premises.

Sixth—Men and women were cruelly beaten by
the officers while getting in and out of the patrol
wagons and while on their way to the stations.

Seventh Men were beaten in the station, and
othere who applied there for protection were de-
uie«l, cursed and threatened.

Sigh th—Officers recklessly shot in the windows
at women and children who were guilty of look-
la^ on.

Mr.th Men who found protection In saloons were
driven out by the officers in the face of the mob.

Tenth— Guilty white men were protected, and in-
nocent blacks outraged by officers.

"Eleventh—Men and women were taken from bed
In nude condition to the station.

Twelfth— turned thieves and stole. A
medical student in his third year course had saved
his summer earnings, amounting to nearly COO.
His door was forced, his closet broken open, and
every dollar taken. His wife had her week's sal-
ary hid elsewhere. They (the police) took all the
notes and left the silver, which amounted to a
couple of dollars. Ihave other cases of robberies.

Guilty officers must be removed. Not trans-
ferred, but absolutely removed, or there will be
war

—
orderly war, but war. Some of these officers

are personally known. If the investigating com-
mittee want the facts it can have them. 1 object
to the police officers Investigating themselves. It
would be like what Ihave seen in the Park-
monkeys picking neas from themselves. Unless
the guilty police are removed the mob will make
another outbreak, and the colored people willlose
confidence In the officers for fair play When we
lose confidence we will make preparations to pro-
tect ourselves.

THE GOVERNMENTS VOLTE-FACE.
Now, however, the remonstrances of the SouthernViceroys and Governors began to bring home to

the bloodstained, guilty Manchu Government the
seriousness of the course they had headlong
plunged into. They learned that the forces of the
whole civilized world, representing a population
twice greater than that of China, and armed with
the most modern armament, military skill, and
aiso with Just cause, were preparing for battle In
their sudden fears they heard approaching from all
corner:? of the earth the measured tramp of mighty
legions, shortly to close in and carry out righteous
judgment on a Government whose whole career has
been iniquity. Like cowardly curs, they now slunkoff, to emerge from their kennels with a whining
appeal for gentle treatment.

The Manchu Government, appearing before the
foreign Powers as an injured innocent, adds insultto violent injury. For audacious outrage on all
risrht feelings. it can only be likened to the devilcoming forth in robes of the An^el of Light. The
Imperial indict of June 28. conveying Instructions to
all Chinese legations abroad, is a diabolically
clever document. It illustrates once more the utterhopelessness of ever succeeding by the ordinary
methods of diplomacy in obtaining from the Man-
chu Government the fulfilment of treaty obliga-tions, the performance of international rights orthp extension of those courtesies given to each
other by all civilized nations.

For lying and logical deductions from cunningly
falsified premises, no European diplomatist, except
a Turk, could possibly match the Peking- officials,
unless the Jails of Christendom were ransacked for
the cleverest swindlers known, to keep them com-pany. Th» following date* and events can be veri-
fied by reference to Imperial edicts and decrees.

PROGRESS OF THE DISORDER

Within three months after the coup d'etat—name-
ly,in November, IS3S— an Imperial edict was issuedby the Empress Dowager (November 5. list), order-ing the formation and organization of volunteercorps flho Ch'uan) -to turn the whole nation intoan armed camp in case of need."

On March 16 the Buddhist Lama Abbot gave avery large contribution to the special fund raised
for armament by the Empress Dowager.

As early as May and June. 1599, Kang Vi on his
tour of inspection and. extortion, carried the Em-
press Dowager's orders to instruct all high officials
to form volunteer forces (i. c. Iho Ch'uan), and
"The North China Herald" of July 31 printed a
translation of the Shanghai magistrate's reply to
Kan* Vi « orders on this matter regarding the
Shanghai district. About 1.066.000 taels was col-
lected or extorted for the same purpose by Kani?
Yi. Every day. At that tim». came fresh items of
Dews regarding the purchase and import of new
and powerful armament. As early as September 4
It was reported In the Shanghai papers that tiJe
Boxers were preparing and drilling for an anti-
foreign movement.

On September > was issued an Imperial edict or-
dering all civil an'l military official* to strictly ob-
serve the ""sixteen sarrret edicts of Kang Hsl arid
also the "teachings of the Emperor Yung Chlng"
against heresy and heterodoxy, and to set apart
certain days every month to explain the game to the
masses.
In the ninth moon the Manchu Governor of

Shan-Tung manifested his friendliness to the Iho
Ch'uan, after \u25a0 battle "between a small force of
Imperial troops and Boxers, in which a hundred
of the latter were killed He degraded the chlhfu
in whose prefecture the battle took place and re-
placed him by a Manchu relative of his own.

On Di-i-emhpr 27 "T»i*> North China Herald's"
Chlnan-Fti correspondent reported that, on the
Governor.* attention bt»irig called to the doings of
the Boxen, he sent them word that they "might
loot, plunder and burn, but the» must not take
life." In the same issue the Linohlng-Chou corrts-
grw;n«len! reported that the O(8l la! .it Helachln
(Shau-Tur.g» wa« too frightened to act against the.

as the Empress Dowager loved to term them (who
hod bee;, .ailed into existence by her own royal
command, she having been so advised by Kang Vi
and Prince Tuan). murdered !n cold blood the Rev.
Mr. Brooks. Yet still in April. 1900, rnese loyal fol-
lowers were again highly commended, but warned
in kindly and affectionate terms not to admit
tranors or bad characters into their societies. So
Minded had the Manchu Government become w.th
their own corruption and indignation at the de-
mand for reforrr that the full majesty of the
usurped throne had to be given to societies that,
according to the laws of the land, were criminal
and forbidden, having been suppressed by the Em-
peror Kia Ching in 1808. All was going well for the
success of th» cause of "harmony" (which the Em-:'owager had in her confidential Instructions
ordered to be secret) when some of the rasherspirits of the movement unable ro restrain them-
selves until the appoints date in the 9th moon,
started In May, and on June 2 murdered the Keys.
Xorman and Robinson The machinery was set In
motion too soon. The loyal promoters of the move-
ment had Intended to effect in the autumn a gen-
eral expulsion of the foreigners, in Imitation of the
precedent set by the resurrected society In 1747during :h* reign of Klen Lung and under his pat-
ronage

protest ? of the foreign Ministers met with
roy&i assertions of the loyalty o? the Iho Ch'uan.
Th^ Boxers advanced to Peking to meet a royal
welcome. Hearing of the approach of this rabble,
the foreign Ministers requested permission to bring
up small guards for the various legations, and only
after repeated insistence did the authorities reluct-antly grant it By this time the wild beasts, hav-
ing tasted the pleasures of looting and murdering
native Christians, cut down the Chancellor of the
Japanese Legation.

As the legations were now menaced by soldiers
who were under the command of Boxer officers, the
foreign Ministers urgently asked their admiralsat iaku to send up a relief column. This column
started, announcing its object not to be war withChine, but the rescue of its nations from the
howling mob called into existence by the Peking
Government. On June 15 the supreme command of
the Boxers was given to Prince Tuan and officially
announced In the "Peking Gazette." Guns were
trained on the foreign legations. To cover the
return of Admiral Seymour's reltef column It wasnecessary that the Taku forts should not be used
against them, so when It was observed that. In
obelienoe to Peking's orders, native troops were
being hastily thrown into them and every prepa-
ration made for offensive acrlon. the ailied ad-
mirals gave notice that they must be evacuatedor they would be forcibly occupied at 2 o'clock on
the 17th. One hour before the expiry- of that
tim« the fcrts opened fire on the allied fleet, and
In consequence were taken. As the Chinese navy
had the good sense not to oppose what they knewwas being done by the foreign Powers in the best
interests of their country, they -were eventually
allowed to proceed to Yangtse.

THE BOMBARDMENT OF THE LEGATIONS.

In the mean time, while against overpowering
hordes Se3-mour was gallantly pressing on in hi3
bravo but Impossible task to relieve Peking, the
Manchu Government there vrat issuing edicts to
all the Viceroys to exert themselveu to the utmost
to expel the foreigners, and on June 21 they were
instructed to assemble their fleet and drive the
foreign war vessels from the Yangtse. On the
sam* date, in the Imperial decree, it was an-
nounced that the suprerr," chiefs of the Tho Ch'uar.wer» Prince Tuan and Kang Yi. On the 24th the
foreign Ministers were ordered to leave Pricing
within twenty-four hours, and at the same time a
bombardment of the legations was h^sun Even
Sir Robert Hart, a Britisher, for forty years in
the employ of the Manchu Government, had to
seek refuge in the British Legation, from which
he dispatched a despairing message If any at-
tempt was made to seek safety In the "sacred pre-
cincts," It was either to drag out those who wereable, if they chose, to check the danger or else to
obtain shelter for the foreigners In 'hose palaces
which were now protected by Boxer altars. We
now it-am from the wonderful document that hadcome forth from Peking that after this the troops
and rabble were allowed a free. hand, it having
already come to the ears of the Manchu officials
that Seymour, five days before (on the 19th) had
been obliged to turn back, overladen trith sick and
wounded, who could not be left to the savagery
of a ruffianly, uncivilized horde, such aa those now
In the employ of the Manchu Government- Having
learned that there was no immediate relief for
those pent up in the legations, these Manchu bar-
barians gave the reins to the yelling hordes and
a seriff? of massacres and pillaging followedAt these successes the mob all over the north
foregathered, and as. it must be noted, the Gov-
ernment had acain and again extended a pr
Ing hand to the Iho Ch'uan, ana reprlman\u25a0'•;-
forbidden those who fought them to do so again, it
followed that n.>t an atu-mpt was made tn protect
the legations The Ministers were Invited to at-
tend th* Tsung-li-Yamen, and, as the German Minis-
ter passed through the Guard of "Honor

he wan

shot down, but with admirable valor the faithful
German guard now sallied forth and burned the
Yamen to the ground.

War hnri been commenced by the murder of theJapanese Chancellor, and the Manchu Government
rushed Into war. confidently led by Prince Tuan
who was sure of expelling the foreigner from the
ln.nd, and longed for a "foreigner's skin to use as
his bed quilt

THE CHIN-ESE SITUATION REVIEWED BY

ONE OF THE PRINCIPAL FOREIGN

PAPERS OF THE COUNTRY.
From Tbe North China News of July 18.

The present crisis in China has been caused by a
succession of cunningly arranged plans, by which
all corrupt influences or fanatical and ignorant
elements have been availed of everywhere. Insucha manner that the various foreign Ministers, until
too late, would not credit the perfidy of the Man-cnu Government, to whWi they were accredited.As our various home governments are so widely
separated from us, their nationals and from the
actual sta^e. on which the events nave passed, we
desire to give with absolute correctness the events
in their chronological order, and to speak In some
detail on the question, for the special informationof the home government!-

In the firm pla^r. tht-re sprang up In the Prov-
inces of Chi-Liand Shan-Tung a number of loafers
and riffraff, who. directly encouraged by Imperial
edicts md official patronage, banded themselv-s.together as "Volunteer Union Trainbands." with
the optional titl* "Volunteer Unior Flats." and
by means of children hypnotized by Buddhistmonks, imposed on the fear* and superstitions of
the masses. So anxioue had the Manchu Govern-ment become to turn the nation into a large armsdeam;>. to overthrow the foreigners, that certain
devilish magic, with invocations and Incantations.
was used to turn the people's heads, yet the local
authorities, under instructions from headquarters.
were obliged to ignore the movement. So that by
the eighth moon (September IB9Jh a Governor of a
province save the Boxers the advice to "loot, burn
and plunder foreign property as much as you like.
but do not take life

"
Again and again the atten-

tion of the Peking authorities and Government was
called to the abominable outrages committed by
their specially patronized Volunteers, but not only
without redress, as even the Governor of Shan-
Tung ref>rree to. Vii Hsien. was not degraded, but
actually promoted to a higher post in another
province.
