MAKERS FIGHT.

GIRL SHIRT WAIST

NON-UNION WORKERS ATTACKED AT LUNCHEON
HOUR FOR TAKING STRIKERS' PLACES.

The lvellest luncheon hour ever experienced Bt
the shirt walst factory of M. J. Nathan, at Nos.
112 and 115 Spring-st., was probably that of yester-
day. The girls employed at the factory recently
went on strike, and the proprietor has been Beek-
ing to replace them with non-union girls. A num-
ber of these were working in the factory yesterday,
and when the noon hour came they flled out of the
hot rooms in search of fresh air and luncheon.
The girls from the neighboring factories, where
there are no strikes, quickly gathered around the
non-union girls in a threatening manner. They
called them ‘‘scabs,” and indulged in other demon-
strations that caused the non-union girls to seek
safety in flight. The pugnacious union girls made
& rush, however, and everything before them went
down. Hair was pulled, hats were destroyed and
much other damage was wrought before Superin-
tendent Lederer of the factory came running out to
learn the cause of the disturbance. He qulckly 100k
in the scene and exerted himseif to rescue his em-
ployes. This he finally succeeded in doing, and
the frightened girie went back into the factory.

Several giris were minus their hats, among them
Lizzie Stern. who had been in the thickest of the
tray, and whe had been considerably jostled and
knocked about.

“If you g0 up into that factory your beau will

leave you,” was the parting shot she got from the
attacking forces. Her fear of this misfortune was
evidently not so strong a factor with her as the
fear of bodily harm, and sne ran Into the factory.
Sadle Milch was said to have been one of the most
active of the union girls in their rush.

A committee of the Central Federated Union
called at the headquarters of the striking shirt
waist makers in the afiernoon to proffer s as-
sistance in seeking a settiement of the strike.
Later the commitiee decided to go to the police
station near by and ask the police not to interfere
with the girl pickets on duty about the Nathan
factory.

BROKE RECORD FROM NEW-ORLEANS.

Captain E. V. Gager, commander of the new
steamship Proteus and commodore of the Cromwell
Line of steamships, was entertalned at luncheon
at the Café Savarin yesterday by a party of friends
end steamship skippers to celebrate his having
proken the record between New-Orleans and New-
York.

BROADWAYALMOST CHANGED

TRACES WILL SOON BE READY FOR
ELECTRIC CARS, WHICH WILL BE-
GIN TO RUN IN THE SPRING.

The surface disturbance {n Broadway consequent
upon the proposed conversion of the Metropolitan
Street Rallway Company’s line from & cable into an
electric system will come to an end within three
weeks, according to President H. H. Vreeland. Sur-
face work in that part of Broadway north of the
City *Hall, where the great bulk of the wholesale
teaming traffic {s centred, will be finished in eight
or ten days, only two small portions remaining un-
finished. Double crews work night and day on the
section between the Astor House and the Battery,
which i{s now being torn up.

The section in upper Broadway between Twen-
ty-third and Twenty-eighth sts. will be finished
this week. There is one small section between
Eighteenth and Houston sts. which will be finished
in & day or two. The other unfinished section is
between Houston and Leonard sts. The surface
work between Firty-ninth and Forty-second sts.
was begun early in the spring, and has been fin-
ished for some time. The section from Leonard-st
south to Chambers-st. has just been repaved. New
granite trap blocks are used in repaving in every
case.

The surface work which necessftated teartng up
the street consisted chiefly in replacing the 82
pound rafls, formerly used, with new steel rails
weighing 105 pounds to the yard. The heavier rails
necessitated heavier brace bars, and the weight
of the new bars is double that of the old. The elec-
tric system requires menholes at closer intervals,
and In consequence repaving {s made more Aifficult.

The officers of the Metropolitan company say
that traffic will not be interfered with In the least
during the underground work which will follow.
This consists of putting in conductor bars and lead
sheet cables, with the necessary insulation. The
conductor bars are shaped like T rails, and must
be placed at frequent intervals. An electric plough
rune in the slot between the rails and picks up the
current from the bars on one side. This current
runs through the motor and out the other side.

In their ordinary position the conductor bars
would be in the way of the cable which now pulls
the cars along. The question which confronted
the engineers was how to put the bars in place
before the conversion in such a way that they
would not be torn out by the grips of the cable
cars. After trying several plans a successful one
was finally found. It consists of placing the con-
ductor bars at an angle which will keep them out
of the way of the cable and holding them there
by the use of a small steel plug. When the road
is ready for conversion the plugs will be gquickly
pulied out, as the cable is withdrawn, and the
bars will spring into their proper places.

Although nearly all of the work of conversion,
both above and below the surface, will be com-
pleted before the summer is over, electric cars will
not be seen in Broadway until next spring. The
actual change will be made some morning between
2 and 5 o'clock, and so thoroughiy will everything
be prepared that the offictals of the road do not
anticipate the slightest hitech.

H. D. Macdona, attorney for the Metropolitan
company, speaking for President Vreeland, sald
yesterday to a Tribune reporter:

So the public is getting impatient about the sur-
face disturbance in Breoadway! Well, they will
not have long to fret, for the end is in sight. The
work will be finished above the City Hall within
elght or ten days, and the section below will take
about as much longer. We hope to be able to works
during the night on this lower section, and the
conversion will go on rapidly if we are allowed to
do so. With the exception of one or two hotels
there are practically no sleeping rooms aiong lower
Broadway, and I can see no objection to having
the work go on during the whole twenty-four
hours. The company has made every effort to rush
this work, but the enormous traffic during some
hours of the day, necessitating as many as twelve
cars a minute, has proven a sad handicap.

It is strange that public opinion always walts
until the last minute before coming out on matters
of this kind. Now that the work is practically
done a great cry has arisen about the tormn-up
streets. It was the same way in regard to “Dead
Man's Curve,”” as the one at Fourteenth-st. and
Broadway, was called. Our engiueers worked for
years to find some way of eliminating the danger
at this turn. At last they hit upon the device
which is now being used so successfully. It was
being applied to the cars when the newspapers
took up the war against the curve with renew.d
interest. The Board of Health took action against
the company. Within a few hours the change had
been made, and ‘“Dead Man's Curve” was danger-
ous no longer. To this day some minds hold this
as an instance of the wonderful power of the
Board of Health, which brought about a change in
twenty-four hours which the company’s engiueers
had been working for years to effect.

There seems to be a misapprehension in many
quarters as to the purpose of this conversion from
cable to electric motive power. Many peoaple think
that there will be a materfal increase of speed, and
that they will be able to “whiz"” down Broadway
as they do on side street electric lines. As a matter
of fact, the speed will not be any greater under the
electric system. Sneed of cars in Broadway is al-
most entirely determined by the trafic. When a
few trucks get in between cars, as they always
it is impossible to go faster than the truc«s.
T'niformity is the end for which we are wiking.
When the conversion takes place thera will be
nothing but electric and horse cars in operatior in
this eitv. We can then use cars from any electric |
line in Broadway. and in case of a blockade will
be able to slip- around it.

It is likely that the present work in DBroadway
will resuit in a new city ordinance reguluting the
npumber of blocks of street which can be torn vp
at one time and placing a time limit on the dis-
turbance. The proposed ordinance will c.r:all the
power of the Commissioner of Hizhways in the
matter of granting permits for opening streets,
It is said that it will be brought to the 2itention
of the Municipal Assemhly, when that hody re-
sumes its sessions next month. Acting Mayor Gug-
genheimer and several Assemblymen are | oking
into the matter.

THE WEATHER REPORT.

TESTERDAY'S RECORD AND TO-DAY'S FORECAST.

‘Washington, Aug. 23.—There is no well marked storm
centre on to-night's map. A ridge of high pressure ex-
tends from the Bouth Atlantic Coast porthwestward to
Manitoba. The pressure is low over the Gulf of St
Lawrence and in the middle plateau region. The rainfall
during the last twenty-four hours has been light and scat-
tering, except in Missouri and Arkansas. The temperature
continues high in Tennessee, the South Atlantic States and
Eastern New-England. It ts 3 to 7 degrees above the sea—
sonal gverage cast of the Mississipp!. and from 15 to 19
degrees above the normal in Bastern Massachusetts and

Maine. The maximum temperatures of Monday were gen—
erally lower than those of Sunday by + to 6 degrees.
Local rains and thunderstorms with cooler weather are

Raleigh, N. C., Aug. 27.—The second annual con-
vention of the Cotton States Association of the
Commissioners of Agriculture will meet here to-
morrow at noon.

Probably first in importance is the per-
fecting of a plan, outlined at the New-Orleans con-
vention, for the estimate of the cotton crop at all
periods of the season.
