Bingen was identifled by a business envelope and
a pocketbook bearing his name.

He was a cousin of A. N. Benjamin, who occu-
pies the Wormser cottage at West End. The latter
called at the morgue, but declined to discuss what
led to the suicide

It is positively known that Bingen never reached
theBenjamin summer home, although he was invited
to spend several days at the shore ten days ago.
Last Friday Chief of Police James Layton recelved
a call by telephone from New-York asking him if
any stranger had committed suicide at this place
“he chilef received a complete description of the
man whom it was belleved had taken his life, and
#t corresponded exactly with that of Bingen. Cor-
oner Flock is undoubtedly in possession of some
fmportant facts, which he declinas to make public.

The sulcide was well dressed. He lay partly on
his stomach when discovered. Whether business
reverses led Bingen to commit suicide or some other

unknown ocause may never be known. Besides a

ketbook, which contalned no money, there was
a letter in his pocket addressed to Cesare Conti,
No. 8 Broadway, New-York. The letter contained
& blank afidavit.

Alfred Bingen was one of the best known Wall
Street curb brokers, and had his office at No. 3
Broadway, where he rented desk room of Cesare
Conti. The care with which he always dressed
and his affable and courteous manners earned for
Sim the sobriquet of “‘Count.” Alfred, or more
properly Alfredo, Bingen was the son of Max
‘Bingen, a Prussian, who moved to Genoa, Italy,
& generation or so ago. Altering his name to
Massinio Bingen, he devoted himself to finance,
&nd ultimately became president of the Genoese
bzench of the National Bank of Italy. Subsequent-
#¥ he founded the banking house of Fratelll Bingen.
He died in 1888, and four years later the firm, in
consequence of unwise speculations in Itallan Gov-
ernment bonds, failed, with labilitles of 10,000,000
grancs. Alfred Bingen shortly afterward came to
this country, bringing with him letters of intro-
duotion and recommendation to Heldelbach, Ickel-
Retmer & Co. Mr. Heldelbach obtained employ-
mment for him, and two or three years ago Mr.
Bingen started !n business for himself on the curb
market. He was a single man, and was about
thirty-eight vears old.

Cesare Conti said that Bingen was at his office
on Monday, and that, while he seemed out of
spirits, he denied that he was sick or in any trouble.
Mr Contl sald that the suicide could not have
been caused by financial troubles, as the unfortu-
nate man was making money and was satisfled
with his business.

“I think the poor fellow must have been af-
fected by the heat,” Mr. Conti sald. ““The letter
he sent to me was posted in New-York at 5 p. m.
on Monday, =0 that he must have contemplated sui-
cJde defore going to Long Branch.”

The letter was as follows:

Dear Friend: I thank you for ali that you have
done for me. You have always been most kind to
me since I have been in America. You will, I
hope. pardon me if I commit this extreme act. I
am too much agitated to write at length. Always
remember me pleasantly and believe me, yours al-
ways truly, ALFRED.

EXD OF THE  ROGERS WORKS.

PATERSON'S LOCOMOTIVE INDUSTRY TO BE
SUSPENDED ON DECEMBER 1.

Paterson, N. J., Aug. 28 (Special).—The works of
the Rogers Locomotive Company in this city are
to be closed down permanently. Fifteen hundred
men will be thrown out of work, and nearly ten
thousand persons will be affected. The closing up

of the business is not the result of financial
troubles, but simply to ligquidate the claims of the
company. Jacob B. Rogers, although he is the

largest stockholder, has not taken an active in-
terest in the company’s affairs in ten years, and his
desire to close out his interest accounts for the
wiping out of the industry that has meant 8o much
for Paterson for a long term of years.

The news of the company’'s intended action came
as a shock this afternoon. No denial was made by
those in authority, and it was sald an official
statement would be given out in 2 short time. At
present It is the only industry in the city working
on full time. and 1t will be a hard blow to the
hundreds of men earning good wages here.

Aside from the desire of Mr. Rogers to close
his interest, and the recent death of the president
of the firm, Robert 8. Hughes, other reasons are
assigned for the liquidation. Competition, it is
sald, has become so keen that it is no longer possi-
ble to operate the works at a profit. The fact that
the shops are at a distance from the railroads
makes the cost of transportation heavy. Another
reason is that the plant costs a great deal to run,
@# it was established many years ago and lacks
modern appointments.

Contracts now on hand will keep the employes
buey until December 1. No more orders will be
teken, and as fast as those now on the
books are completed the force will be reduced. If
possible the works will be sold Intact, but if a pur-
chaser is not secured within a reasonable time the
piant will be disposed of in parcels.

The Rogers Locomotive Company originated in
1800, when John Clark came here from Paisley,
Bcotland, and started an iron industry. Since that
time its continued operation has been maintained
with many changes, locomotive bullding being
taken up in 1852, when the plant was operated by
Charies Danforth & Co. The locomotives of the
Rogers company are in use on almost every rafl-
road in the country, particularly in the South, West
and Southwest.

GOULD JEWEL THIEF SENTENCED.

BLAIR GOES TO PRISON FOR FOUR YEARS

AND TWO MONTHS.

Charies M. Bialr, twenty-eight years oid, alias
Thomas Ashton, who stole $1,000 worth of Mrs. Ed-
win Gould's jewelry from a safe in her apartments
in the Gould house, at No. 720 Fifth-ave., in May
last, and who pleaded gullty to an indictment for
grand larceny in the first degree, was sentenced
yvesterday to four years and two months’ im-
prisonment by Judge McMahon in Part IIT of Gen-
eral Sessions. Bartow S. Weeks represented Mrs.
Gould.

Edwin Gould and his wife went to Europe in
May last, and on May 10 Mrs. Jean D. Miller, the
housekeeper, hired Blair as a man of all work.
Ten days later he was missing. He (eft his clothes
and did not call for his salary, which was due. It
was discovered about that time that the safe In
one of Mrs. Gould’s rooms on the third floor had
been opened and a large quantity of jewelry and
gems taken out.

On June 26 Detectives Cronin and Brady, who
had been informed of Blair's suspected complicity
in the theft of the jewelry, were at the Coney
Island Athletic Ciub, where a fight was going on.
They saw Blair, who was wearing a lot of fine
jewels. He wwus followed all night and next morn-
ing, and finally arrested In a saloon at the Bowery
and East Houston-st.

Mrs. Mlller identified the jewelry he had as part
of that belonging to Mrs. Gould, and she made an
affidavit against Blair, who was indicted, and who
pleaded gullty to the larceny of $1,00 worth of
gems. In court yesterday Mr. Weeks said that be-
tween $12,000 and $15,000 worth of jewels had been

taken, and that the sentence of Blair had been
postponed from time to time in the hope that he
would tell where the remainder of the jewelry
was, it being hoped that they could find at least
the $4,000 watch which both Mr. and Mrs. Gould
prized very highly.

Stephen O'Hare, Blair's counsel, said that the
defendant had gleudad guilty to t charge, thus
saving time and expense for the county; that he
had t»2ld all he knew about the jewelry, and that
he knew nothing about the remainder, and he
asked for clemency. Judge McMahon thought the
matter over for a minute before delivering sen-
tence, and then he sent Blair to State prison for
four years and two months. Blair took the sen-
tence calmly.

BURGLAR'S SHOTS KILL A JANITOR.

MAN WOUNDED BY ESCAPING THIEF DIES IN

HOSPITAL

The three bullets fired into the neck of Horton
Bryan, janitor of the flathouse at No. 831 Amster-
dam-ave., on the third floor of the house, early on
Mondey morning, caused his death yesterday in
the J. Hood Wright Hospital. Andrew Gogger,
Bryan's assistant, who was seen running from the
house, and who, Bryan said, shot him, is missing.
and the police can find no clew to his whereabouts.

Mrs. Frank Gundlach, who lives in the second
flat, was awakened nearly on Monday morning by
the sound of some one moving about. Bryan and
Detective Walsh, of the West One-hundredth-st.
station, went about the house to find the burglar,
and while Walsh was on a fire escape and Bryan
on the third floor. Bryan sald Gogger ran out of

the flat nf Frank A. Tierney. He sald Gogger
warned him to let him pass, but when he tried to
stop the man Gogger shot him three times in the
neck and ran out. Walsh says he did not see Gog-
ger at all.

It was found that the Gundlachs had lost about
$150 worth of silver. Gogger lived@ with his family
in One-hundred-and-eighth-st., near Second-ave.

They saild, according to the police, that he had not |

been home much of late, and that he talked of
going West. The police think he stole the Gundlach
silver to pay his way West.

ALLEGED USURER ARES RELEASE.

John L. Dunlap, who was held by Magistrate Pool |

for trial at Special Bessions on a charge of usury
in connection with a loan obtained by Charles
Winter from the Home Loan Assoclation, was
taken before Justice McAdam, In the Supreme
Court, vesterday on a writ of habeas corpus. Dun-
lap has since been indicted by the Grand Jury on a
similar charge. The Home l.oan Assoclation grant-
ed loans to persons who assigned thelr salaries.
Winter borrowed $30 on his July salary, and after
peying 90 cents interest, $3 for a search into his
circumstances and other fees, obtained $2504 iIn
cash. He renewgd his loan on August 2 for his
August salary, and was compelled to pay similar
fees.

David C. Myers, who represented Dunlap, con-
tended that his client was merely an officlal of the

corporation, which was incorporated by a special
act of the Legislature, and empowered to make
certain charges both as regarded Interest and other
fees. The corporation had given the bond of $5,000
as required by law, and if it had committed any

illegal act, the proceedings against it should be
taken by the Attorney-General. He maintained
that the case against Dunlap individually must

fall through.

Assistant District Attorney Keith opposed the
granting of the writ, and said the District Attorney
considered this one of the most malicious swindles

ever perpetrated on unfortunate people. Justice

INQUIRY ON THE AMERICAN STAGE.

PAUL M. POTTER TO REPORT TO THE CONGRESS
OF DRAMATISTS.

Paul M. Potter arrived in this city yesterday on
the Kaiser Wilhelm der Grosse. He was the Amer-
ican delegate to the Exposition Congress of Dram-
| atists, and has recently been elected by that body
| to investigate the condition of the American the-
atre and to study the American drama and all
that has to do with the profession of the stage 'n
this country, for the purpose of making a report
at the next congress, which will probably be held
some time next year.

He has a list of nearly two hundred questions
| about matters of the stage, which the congress
wishes answered. When seen on the pler Mr. Pot-
ter said:

The subject {s one which is of great interest to
me, and can hardly be explained In a few words. I
am going to report on the condition of the various
theatres. The examination will take in the con-
struction of the bullding, how the place Is looked
after, the seating arrangements, lighting, box office

.and arrangements behind the scenes.

We are away ahead of other countries In such
matters, and even in France they are behind In
many things, which go toward the comfort of
the playgoer. Aside from my report on the con-
struction and interfor arrangements of the theatre

. 1 am going to report on the American drama. We
have a drama here that is superior, and I want
to awaken playwrights and managers to the fact
that that drama must be develo We have met
with wonderful success abroad. and native art
should be encouraged.

Another subject which I shall take up is what our
actors are doing and what is being done for the
! actors. Our actors are more intelligent and have
more cleverness than even French actors.

Just how the material for the report will be
gathered I cannot say. I shall probably write to
prominent managers and visit many of our large
' theatres. Then, again, I shall meet many play-

wrights and members of the profession. and gather
| facts in this way. What I want to do is to raise
the standard all around. There is no reason why
we should not lead. Our large receipts are a
wonder in France. Here we cgn make $0.000 a
week, but out there it takes a play like “Cyrano
de Bergerac' to bring in such an amount,

Mr. Potter has several new plays in course of
construction, but 48 to his own affairs he refused
absolutely to talk. He went to the Holland House.
