TRAPPER STILL PFRSriNfj HTS HAZ-
ARDOUS WORK IN SEARCH OF

SKIXS AND RICHES.

The hostiiitles whlch, according to a dispatch
from Wlnnipes, have broken out between American
and Canadian fur traders ln the Great Northwest
Territory have brought to public attentlon. even
though perhaps only momentarily. an industry
which ls as plcturesque to-day as in the tim>-s o?
Nimrod or of Hlawatha. The tremendous inroads
whlch machlnery has made into other lines of busi¬
ness have heen to a great degree withheld from
the fur tra le.
"While ingenious devices of the crank and wheel

are usurping the tields of manual labor. as has
been seen where the mowlng machlne has dis¬
placed a hundred scythes, or one monster lcorn a

thousand flngers, the fur trader stlll retains his
original simpliclty and leads the same rough and
open air life. It is stlll his business to pen.'rate
Into the great wastes of the north ajid barter for
skir.s wlth the halfbreed trappers. Sometimes he
traps for game himself, and stakes his llfe ou a

THE PAN-AMERICAN EXPOSITION AT
BUFFALO WELL ADVANCED

ALREADY.

Buffalo. Sept. 1 (Speclal)..All of the large bulld¬
ings of the Pan-American Exposition are well under
way. The Service Buildlng. which tfl the adminis-
trative headquarters of the Exposition, was eom¬
pleted early last fall. Workmen are already put-
ting on the gleaming white staff with which all
the bulldings are to be covered. The staff is pre-
pare ! in an endlaaa variety of forms. including
elaborate statuar>. large cartouches and medal-

ch columns, consoles and brackets, soffits
and pilasters in relief. and ali klnds of archltect-
ural orr.amer.ts te detall, All the. ex-
teriors of the bulldings are to be flnished in co'.cr.
The arrangement of the bulldings is symmetrical.

neariy all of the principal strnetures belng grouped
about broad courts. About thlrty-three acres of
land are comprised in these courts. Large pools,
wlth a bewiidering namber of fountalns and Jets of

The Hudson Bay Company al*
an extensive business. It still has lt? f..rts in

Canada for the collection of skina, and ls Its own

Btdling agenr.. The company sorta ajid sella its
ekins according to catalogue ln open mark
There ha* bet-n an agitation several timea to

eatabllah a fur market in thia clty, but the force of
cus'om and the pre;.<v,.ier.tnce of the English trade
have proved too formidable, and the priee of furs
ls atill regulated by the London sales. When
brought to ihe manufacturera the j.elta usually
have been merely atretched and drled. or poaslbly
a aolution of altnn has been applled to the raw,
fleah slde.

ALLEGED AKROX RIOTERS ARRESTED.

TWELVE MEN IN CrSTODY-PRECAUTIONS

Twelve men were taken into custody in course

of the night and locked up. charged with rioting.

arising as a result of the arrests. All of those ar¬
rested are workingmen reslding ln thls clty. and
thelr names are John Lacey. Sandy Koppard.
Charles Timmerman. Low Neigh. John Mann. Olaf
Roose. John Rlng, Peter Spellman, David Spe'.;-
man. Xorman Breckinridge, Wlliiam Averill and
Arthur Sprague.
When arraigned in court to-day the prlsoners all

pleaded aot guilty except Low Neisrh. He ad-
mitted havlng assaulted the *ai:er. Washer. and
his hearing was set for next Thuraday.
In all the other cases bond was flxed at fionrt)

The following waived examlnation and were bound
over to the Grand Jury: Charles Timmerman. Nor-
man Breckinridge. John Lacey and David Spell¬
man. The others will have a hearing in the police
court on Thursday. A small crowd eathered about
the city building when the prisoners were ar¬
raigned. but there wt.s no trouble of any kind.
