Foxhall Keene at Sheepshead yesterday fin
the hearing of many persons declared loudly that
the Keene colt Tommy Atkins was beaten in the
Flathush Stakes by a dellberate plan to foul him.
And Mr Keene's assertion was evidently correct.
The colt was fouled repeatediy by Bmile, a torpld
mule owned by the Louisiana Lottery stable, and
also by Mr. Whitney's Ballvhoo Bey, ridden by
Sloan. Nevertheless, it is still true that Bloan Is
the greatest of jockeys, and that he has revolu-
tignized riding on hoth ‘«ides of the ocean. It is
also true that Spencer, who rode Tommy Atkins, is
far inferior to Sloan in ekill, judgment, integrity,
sagaclty, vigor, dash, ingenuity and every element
of mastery on horseback.

The Keene stable lost the Futurity by the child.
4sh blunder of putting Spencer on the filly Cap and
Bells, and not on the colt Tommy Atkins or the colt
Olvmplan. The Keene stable lost the Flatbush
by the childish blunder of keeping Olympian in the
stable &nd starting only Tommy Atkins. In the
Futw ity Ballyhoo Bey and Olymplan carried 112
pounds each, and Ballyhoo Bey, ridden superbly
by Slcan, the champlon jockey, ocutran Olymplan
By a length and a haif.

The thefts on the turf in this State are hecoming
too Insolent for tolerance, and the sport has sunk
to the level of the thimble rigging prizefight
matches of the Corbett-MeCoy-Sharkey gang of
law breaking ruffans

The weather was perfect for racing at Sheeps-
head, and the attendanve was of considerable
proportions. It would have been much larger but
that most Americans do not believe that racing as
now conducted In this State {a falr and clean, or
anything like falr and clean. Moat Intelligent
Americans now belleve that when honorable Amer-
fcan milllonalres, the Belmonts, Keenes, Lorillards,
Whitneys, Wilsons, Vanderblits, Marcus Dalys and
men of thelr tvpe, go on the tur?, successful con-
epiracies are formed to fleece them.

While Boss Platt handles the Republican cam-
palgn funds in this State, no person of common
sense supposes that those funds will be handled
unselfishly. While Boss Croker handles the black-
mail campalgn funds of Tammany Hall
of common sénse supposes that those funds will be
handled honestly.
