the Province of Shen-Se. where ehe had fled after
her escape from Peking to Hslnan-FTi. Tyan-
F*u is further west than Hsinan-Fu. lndlcatlng
that she ls movlng Btill further away from the
Chlnese capital. The report aays nothing of the
Emperor's movements It ls euggeeted as a

poaslbllity that he may have left her Court. and
that he may have declded to either remain
where he is or to return to Peking.
