Chicago. Sept. 2 (Speeial)....pltallty. aa

practlsed ln the Wlndy Clty. la the aort that
eihsucis, ;he town breathed a sigh of re¬

lief when the sun r.o upon a day that ta not
a part of "encaropment week".then turned over

and took another well earned nap. Absolutaly
nothing that might tend to make the veterans*
vlslt Interesting waa left undone. They were

shown the nauseous stockyards; acres of bunt-

lng w«re dlsplayed ln thelr honor; a due pro-
portlon of them were taken "to see the explo-
slon on the lake front" and relleved of aueh
valuables aa the hotela and reatauranta had
overlooked, and. laat, but not leaat. an effort
waa actually made to keep the downtown streets
clean during thelr stay ln the city.at all events.

$5,000 was expended for the purpose by the

munlclpal authorlties. What more could have
been desired? That some flfteen hundred of the

v.ltora were without a place to lay their heada
one or more nlghta was. of course, not within
the provinee of the entertalners, and no one

except the guests themselves could posslbly be
blamed for that. But. taken all ln all. the vlslt-

ors seemed to enjoy IL except perhaps the pay-
ment of their hotel bllls, which were beyond
erttaclsm ln point of magnltude, and whlch dia-
tlnctly dld not make a hit wlth a majorlty of
the veterana. Among the intereating develop-
menta of the encampmer.t la an agitation for a

Natlonal organization of associate members of
tha Grand Army of the Republic. Just why
and wherefore is not definltely explalned, but
tha movement has behlnd it a number of active
workers who promise to push the matter to a

eoncluslon During the encampment much dls-
Batlsfactlon with the treatment of the railwaya
was expressed, and a large number of the vet¬
erans have afnxed their slgnatures to a petltion
asklng the Commander-in-Chief to declare that
no more Xatlonal gatherlngs will be held unless
a uniform one-cent per mlle rate is granted by
every railway ln the country.

Now that it is all over, Chlcagoans are won-

derlng what to do wlth the already somewhat
dllapidated Army Areh. All of the other gew-
gaws ln plaster are to be cleared away Immedl¬
ately. but the arch posses3es some architectural
beauty. and its apparent aolidity haa suggeeted
tbe advisaoility ot perpetuatlng lt ln marble.
Pendtng a discussion of the propositlon. the
arch ls to remain as nearly intact as the weather
and the trafflc under it will permit. and those
reaidents of the city whose artlstic sense has
B*ot been entlrely deadened by the architectural
and other atrocltles perpetrated upon them by
local architects and builders are wonderlng
ahether tbe powers that be will fall to proflt by
New-York's experience wlth the Dewey Arch,
and allow the flimsy structure of lath and plas¬
ter to become an eyesore on one of Chlcago's
handsomest boulevards.

According to Mis6 Elma Graves, a falr leet-
nrer from the Heath Settlement, the questlon of
munlclpal art is a grave one. She argues that
Chlcago's most glaring, if not Its only, sin is tbe
neglect of the beautiful. All other evils she at-
tributea to the municlpality's neglect of the
beautiful. Local crimlnologlsts fail to agree
wlth her in toto. The town, they admit. is ln a

bad way, but they attrlbute the condltion to

other causes than the absence of municipal
adornment. Once started on the subject, they
make a startllng prophecy. Chicago, they de¬
clare. will be the scene of the next race out-
break. Hordes of Southern darkles. they say,
are flocking to Chicago, and their ignorance
of exieting lecal condltions and the antlpathy
with which they are regarded by the more ir-

responsible element among the men thrown out

of work by the building trades strlkes are likely
to cause serious trouble. They clte ln support
of their declaratlon the frequer.cy wlth which
lnclpient rints have followed the commlssion of
xnlnor offencea by colored people, and think that
extra precautiona should be taken to prevent
more serious outbreaks.

Ships and shipowners seem to have taken the
law Into thelr own hands on the subject of the
long mooted question of the desirabllity of cen¬
tre pier bridges. The lake captalns have long
proteated against the structures that span the
Chicago River. and the municipal authorlties
have perslstently turned a deaf ear to their
complalnts, but lf the events of the last week
are to be taken as a criterlon. the matter wlll
soon be settled to the satlsfaction of the marl-
nera. The lake crait may not have entered Into a

consplracy, but the facts are these: Nearly every
vessel that has passed any one of the bridges
during the last week has done Ita Bhare toward
settllng the questlon by quietly shunting off a

large chunk of the brldge. Elghteen such col-
llslons are recorded in the Brldge Englneer's of¬
fice. and writs are ln waiting for the return of
lourteen vessels charged with having more or
less serlous'y damaged the oflfendlng bridges,
whlch they wlll be made to repair if a court
can be found which will convlct their ekippers
of earelepsn^ss.
Another shir.ing light in Chicago polltlcs has

entered an opening wedge ln that larger fleld,
New-York. "Bathhouse John" is back fmm the
effete East wlth many welrd and wond.-rful
eostumes and the announcement that he has at
last accomplished a long caerished desir« and
taken a hand 'n tre politlcal game of Qotham.
Only a few weeks have elapBed since one of the
most thoroughly typlcal of the Chicago Alder-
men packed bag and baggage and removed to
New-York, announcing before he left that the
local field no longer offered opportunities com-
mensurate wlth his talents. And now the only"Bathhouse" shows symptoms of leaving his
native heath. The entry was effected, he ls re¬
ported to have said on his return, by the ap¬
pearance of his autograph upon a bail bond in
the Jefferson Market Police Court.

KILLED BY A BLOW IX A FIGHT.

FATAL ENDING OF A QUA.REL BETWEEN
DRUM1.N LABORERS.

Jamea Keegan. thirty-sU yeara old. ot No.

Elev«nth-ave.. waa killed ln the courae of a flght
yeaterday afternoon by James Morrlaon. thlrty
yeara old. of No. 606 Weat Twenty-aecond-at., who

eacaped. Both men were laborera. and were em¬

ployed about the railroad piera on the North Rlver
near the New-York Central yarda. at Thirty-aec-
ond-st. and Eleventh-ave.. where the flght occurred.
The men were formerly good frlends. but yester¬

day afternoon while ln th* railroad yarda wlth a

number of companlona they became involved ln a

quarrel. Both men were aomewhat under tha ln-
fluenee of llquor at the tlme the: police «sj/ert.and
they soon came to blowa. Nelther had^K weapon
of anv sort, each him resortlng to his tists.
ln the course of the flght Morrison etruck Keegan

a heavv blow ln the face whlch knocked the latter
backward. He etruck the ground with great force
and hla head hit one of the railroad ralla ln the
yard. renderlng hlm unconsclous. Patrolman
Robert Clarke. of the West Th!rty-seventh-st.
statlon. ran to the apot and summoned an ambu-
lance h-om Roosevelt Hospital. Dr. Hooper re-

sponded, but Keegan had died before he arrived.
Patrolman Clarke waa unable to arreat Morrison.

who diaappeared as soon as he had knocked his ad-
versary down, but took Into cuatody as wltnessea
Mlchael Kelly, of No. 467 West Thlrty-slxth-st..

CHARGED WITH HIGHWAY ROBBERY.

TWO ALLEGED NOTORIOT'S CHARACTERS IN

HARLEM ACCUSED.

Frank Cassldy. twenty-aeven yeara old, of No.
228 East One-hundred-and-thIrd-at., appeared be¬
fore Magistrate Pool. ln Harlem court. yeaterday
mornlng as complalnant agalnBt Jamea Smlth,
a brlcklayer. twenty-two years old. of No. 1,871
Thlrd-ave.. and Walter Dlckeon. twenty years old,
a drtver. of No. 210 East One-hundred-and-third-at.
He charged them wlth robbery and violence.
Caesidy and Patrick Cronan. of No. 2,031 Second-

ave., were at Cassidy's home Saturday night. At

12:30 o'clock they came out and Cassldy was imme¬
dlately assaulted by two men. who knocked hlm
down. One held hlm while the other atole his
watch. They then ran away.
Cassldy and Cronan went to the Eaat One-hun-

dred-and-fourth-st. statlon to make a complalnt
and Detectivea Hallehan and Dixon went out on
the ease. From the descriptlon given they arrest <d
Smlth and Dickson. who were identifled by Cassldy
and Cronan. Magistrate Pool held them ln $1,000
bail each for examinatlon on Tuesday.
The police say that Smith and Piekson are no-

torious characters In Harlem. A few months ago
the two men, with James Crowe. veSB eeen at One-
hundred-and-third-st. and Second-ave. and the po¬
lice attempted to arrest them. The three men ran

down One-hundred-and-third-at. to No. 20o fcast
One-hundred-and-third-at., and there went ln the
house While attemptlng to get across the alrshaft
bv means of clothesl.nes Crowe was killed. Dick¬
son was so badly injured that he was ln the hospital
for several weeks.

CHARLES BURROWS AGAIN HONORED BT GRAND

ARMY OF THE REPUBLIC.

Rutherford, Bept. 2 (Speeial)..Commander-in-
Chlef Deo Bassieur of the Natlonal Grand Army
of the Republic has announced the appolntment of
Charles Burrows, postmaster of Rutherford, as

quartermaster-general of the Grand Army of the
Republic, and Mr. Burrows has been sworn ln.
Thl6 appolntment wlll be halltd wlth interest by
Grand Army men all over New-Jersey, Mr. Bur¬
rows havlng twlce been Department Commander
ln this State. In 1897 Commander-in-Chlef Gobln
appolnted hlm quartermaster-geniral. The funds
of the organlzatlon were then low, and Mr. Bur¬
rows Jolned wlth Adjutar.t-General Stewart ln de-
olhilnr? to accept a fralary fur his s.-rvl _. He was
preseiiteci by his comrades at the end of his term
wlth fi dlamond rlng and pln, and when he left
ofllce there waa a substantial sum ln the treasury.
Mr. Burrows was seventeen years old when he

enlisted ln the 14th _asaachusetta Infantry, after-
ward the lat MassachusettB Heavy Artillery, ln
whlch he eerved two years. Then he Jolnod the
famous Hancnck Corpa, servlng one year and be-
comlng a corporal. Mr. Burrows Joined the Grand
Army from Massachusetts. but for a score of years
hns been a member of Farragut Post of Paterson.

Miles M. O'Brien, president of the Board of Educa-
tlon, went to the West One-hundredth-st. statlon
house last night and asked that the police take
some measures to protect the property of the Board
ln One-hundred-and-nlnth-st., where Grammar
School No. 16.r* Ib located. Mr. O'Brien s.ild tlmt at
No. 226 West One-hundred-and-ninth-st., between
Amsterdam-ave. and Broadway, a number of boya
congregated, and that they were a nulsance lo the
janltor of the achool, Gautlo Alexander, of No. 111
Weat One-hundred-and-flfth-st. Mr. O'Brien sald
further that the boys threw stories at passershy
and called them vlle names, and that when chased
away by Alexander they Btoned hlm and the glass
ln the schoolhouse was broken.
Sergeant Gallagher sent out Pollcemen Plerce and

Moore to round up the boys. They dld not nnd :my
one in front of the school, but on the next block,
between Amsterdam and Columbus avea., there was
a crowd of young men. The two patrolmen i.uc-
ceeded ln capturlng flve of them. They were taken
to the statlon house, where they were locked up
on the charge of uslng profane language In t.».e
public htgiway.

THEIR RETJNION HERB NEXT WEEK-

BROOKLYN MEN WHO WEAR

THE DECORATION.
A notable reunlon, the tenth annual one ln tha

htatory of the organlxatlon. wlll be held for the

flrat time In Brooklyn next week by the Medal of

Honor Leglon. Tha reunlon wlll be deaervlng of

apeclal Intereat. aa.lt brlnga together men who are

heroea of the battlefleld and who dlstlngulBhed
themaelvea ln the crash of confllct, thereby galning
the medal whlch the Government of the United

States bestowa for acta of bravery.
The reunlon wlll bc held on Tueaday. Wedneaday

and Thursday of next week. A cltlsens' committee
of two hundred. of whlch ex-Mayor Charlea A.

Sohleren la chalrman. was appolnted by Borough
President Grout about two months ago. and thla

committee has been acting wlth a local committee
of the Medal of Honor Leglon ln arranging a

hearty welcome for tha decorated veterane of the
wars. The chalrman of the local commlttae la Dr.

George W. Brush. and Theodore 8. Peck. presi¬
dent. haa Issued an order covering the detalls of
the programme of the reunlon.
A ptrbllc reeeptlon will open the reunlon on

Tueaday evenlng. It wlll be held ln the Academy
of Muslc and Mr. Schleren wlll preside. President
Grout wlll make a speeoh on behalf of the cltizens"

committee, and Governor Roosevelt la scheduled to

dellver an address of welcome on behalf of tho

Btate. General Stewart L. Woodford wlll dellver

an oratlon on "Patrtotlsm." President McKinley
haa been lnvlted to attend.
On Wedneaday morning at 10 o'clock the annual

business meeting of the leglon wlll be held ln tha
Art Association Rooms, Montague-st.. adjoinlng
the Academy of Muslc. At 2 o'clock ln the after¬
noon a trolley rlda to Concy Island. Manhattan
Beach and other points of Interest wlll be taken.
and at 7 p. m. there wlll be a banquet ln tha Union
League Club. On Thursday morning there wlll be
an excursion to West Point on tha steamer
Cepheua, whlch wtll leave the Brldge pier under
the Brooklyn Brldge at 9 o'clock.

CORRESPOND8 TO 1RON CROSS.

The Medal of Honor conferred by thla Govern¬
ment corresponda to the lron Crosa of Germany.
But the American medal dlffera from the lron
Cross In that 48,874 crosses have been conferred,
whereas the last prlnted llst Issued by the War

Department shows that only 1,460 Medals of Honor
have been Issued. The counterpart of the decora-
tlon of the Ami rican Medal of Honor ln France ls
the Cros- of tho Iaeglin of Honor of France. The
Krench decoratlon was flrst granted under Napoleon,
ln 1M4 and slnce then 52,000 have been bestowed.
The French cross may be worn by civillans; the
American decoratlon ls plnned on the breast of
soldiers and sallors only. Perhaps the best known
of all deeoratlons for bravery is the Victoria Cross
of England. It was founded on January 29, 1856. ln
the Oimean War. The Victoria Cross carries
wlth lt a penslon of $120 a year, and the bearer
has the right to sign "V. C." after hia name.

JUSTICE DICKEY'S BRAVERY.
Justlce Dickey, who waa a major of the 15th

New-York Hea\-y Artlllery, received his medal ln
1SS6 for an act of bravery on June 17. 1864. when,
though wounded by a shell, he refused to leave the
field, and led an assault on the enemy'a works at
Petersburg Va.. the following day.
General Catlin received his medal for bravery ln

an aetion before Petersburg. At that time he was
colonel oi the It/iith Regiment, New-York State
Volunteers. When the day of the engag-ement
dawned he led hts men on the enemy. He was
wounded, but wlth marvellous courage he bade
them carry him to the front, and while on his way
the exploslon of a shell a rod away ahattered his
right leg. whlch was later amputat.-d.
The conspicuous galiantry whlch resulted ln the

awardlng to Sergeant John Brosnan a Medal of
Honor took place also at Petersburg on June 17,
1864. A corporal, Mlcha«l Carroll. of Company E.
had left the earthworks to obtaln some ratlons.
He was shot down by sharpahooters concealed ln
adjaeent trees. The man Iay helplesa. Sergeant
Brosnan, wlth a magnlficent diaregard of personalaafety^Jnianed ncross the fleld to the ald of Car¬
roll. ln a fnOment he was the target of the venom-
ous buUtsts of a, score of sharpshooters. He helpedCarroll who waa a heavy man. to his feet an.l
half e-nfryirig hlm got hlm back Into the e'arth-
worka, but not before Brosnan had received uwound whlch caused the loss of hla left arm.

THE STRIEE ABOUT EXDED.

RUMOR THAT MEN ON NEW BRIDGE WILL GO

BACK TO-MORROW.

The rumor was current ln labor clrclea ln the
Eaatern District yesterday that the strike on the
New East River Brldge would end thls evenlng. and
that the men would be wllllng to go back to work
to-morrow morning. To-day beglna the third week
of the Btrike, and the strlkera have gained no
ground, but have been uslng up their savings ln
supportlrur themseives. Several of the workmen
who Etru.ac sald yesterday that they were heartllyslck of the tle-up and that they wanted to getback to work again, Another man sald that the
men would be back at work on both the New-York
and Brooklyn towers to-morrow morning.

It was two weeks ago that one hundred skilled
workmen belonging to the United Housesmlths and
Brldgemen's Union, went out on a strike. The men
had been getting $4 a day, whlch is 7f> centa a
day above the union scale. The men sald that the
dangerous lielght of the work warranted the oTtra
pay. Terry & Tench. who had the conrract fnr the
Manhattan tower, reduced the pay of their men to
$3 50. Instantly there was a protest, and later tho
strike followed. The men on the Brooklyn side
then went out from sympathy.
Nearly all the materlal necesnary for the com-

pletlon of the towers ls on hand. The flrst wire
between tho towers. spannlng the river, may be
atrung some time ln January.

ALLEGED HIGHWAYMAX ARRESTED.
A hlghway robbery occurred at Adams-at. and

Plymouth-st. early yesterday morning. Although
the booty in thls case amounted to only 1117 the
police are waklng up to the numerous assaults
and robberles whlch are belng perpetrated In the
dark shadows of Adams-at., where the gloom is
intenslfled by the elevated rallroad.

THE COt'RPE or ONE SHOT FIRED IN THK NEGRO

RIOT IN NEW-ORLEANB.

"I have heard a good many people ask what be¬

came if all the bullets that were flred while Rob¬
ert Charlea wa« under slege." sald a New-Orleana
business man. "A lot of lead mysteriously dlsap-
peared in that occaslon, but I happen to be able to
tell the story of at least one. of the mlssing pro-
Jectlles. I own a llttle cottage in Franklin-st.. near
s.ratoga," he went on, "and as lt waa unoccupied
at the time lt occurred to me while the battle was

raglng that It would be a good idea to go around
and «..* that lt was securely locked. So I hurrled
over to the place. and. after trylng the front door
and windows, went around to the rear, where there
ls a small porch, lnclosed ln lattlce work. I was
atandlng there, out of th sun, Ustenlng to the pop
of fir. arms In the distance and wondering how lt
was all going to end, when 1 heard a spllntering
crash almost at my elbow, and four or five loud
concusstona ln dlfferent parts of the Inelosure. It
sounded as lf the place was being pelted wlth stoneB
from several dlrectlons at once, and I confeBS I waa
stiirtlt-d half out of my wlts. When I regalned my
st'if-possession.or. to be candld. when I crawled
out from under the back steps.I looked around and
soon discovered exactly what had happened. A
large bullot, evldently from a Wlncheater rifle. had
etruck the lattlcework on the Saratoga-st. slde, flve
feet fmm t he floor. and, passlng stralght through,
colllded with the lron hlnge of one of the rear shut-
tera lt shivered the metal to pieces, but waa de-
flected by the shock. and, i.maalng the Inelosure,
Just grazed one of the wheela of a child's eart,whlch
was restlng, bottom slde up. on a bench. That de-
flected lt again, and lt proceeded to knock a atave
out of a washtub opposlte and flnally landed ln the
door caslng. from which I pulled lt wlth my fir.gers.
ln its erratlc course lt had made almost a complete
clrcle of the porch, and I can't understand how lt
managed to miss me. The eart wheel must have
been touched very ltghtly, for it was uninjured. al¬
though splniiing llke mad, and 1 suppose the builst
merelv glanced along the surface of the tlre. The
lump <>f lead came from the dlrectlon of the Jack-
soii cottage, and, as the beslegers on the opposlte
slde were uslng plBtols altogether, the probabllltles
are that lt was from Charlea's own rifle. I am
told that several of his Bhots ranged very hlgh, as

though he had dlscharged the weapon prematurely.
