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INSURGENT ATROCITIES.

FILIPINOS FRIENDLY TO AMERICANS
PUT TO DEATH

CONDITIONS IN THE [SLANDS—EFFORTS OF
THE CIVIL COMMISSION TO OR-
GANIZE GOVERNMENT.

Maniia, Bept. 2—The Filipinos seem incspable
of realizing the scope and purpose of the legis-
lative functions of the Commission of Pesace.
There is no possibliity of separating the legis-
lative from the sxecutive branches of the gov-
ernment, snd therefore the Commission’'s an-
Rouncement of its assumption of power yester-
day has met with childish comments at the
hands of the Spanlards and foreigners, who
Jealously sneer at the new arrangement, as they
are apt to do at every bensficial innovation on
the part of the United States authorities.
. The Commission enters upon the governmental
field under the following conditions:
MAJORITY DESIRE PEACE.

A majority of the islanders desire peace and
the resumption of business under the Ameri-
cans. but they are so cowed by a long series
of murderous atrocities and destruction of prop-
erty by their armed countrymen that they dare
not actively show their feelings, especially be-
cause experience has raught them what such an
expression of sentiment will bring upcon them
from the mercilessiy revengeful rebels. A genu-
Ine reign of terror is exercised by insurgents and
ladrones over peaceful country folk in order to
coliect the révenue and recruits their operations
require, and widespread vengeance |s wreaked
in the vicinity of garrisoned towns. For ex-
ample, the Insurgent General Cailles, In the
Provinee of Laguna, put 1o death the Presidents
and officeholders or the town of Bay, on Laguna
de Bay, officials who had been installed by the
Americane, and gave orders that a similar tate
should be meted ocut to other adherents of the
American cause. He also ordered that all Fili-
pino soldiers who sold their riflas 1o the Ameri-
cans should be killed

Any change of policy involving the withdrawa!
of the United States troops, without substitutisg
for them an adequate defensive force, is certain
10 result in fearful retaliation at the expense of
the friendlies. The approaching pairiation of
the volunteers tends to influence the situation
unfaverabiy.

REEEL AND LADRONE ACTIVITY.
In Northern Luzon the status guo is falrly
well maintained, and the peopies in that quarter
are quiet apd engsged in planting, except in the
provinces of Nueva Ecija and Bulacan, where
there has been a racent outburst of rebel and

ladrone activity. Burt in Southern Luzon condi-
tlops are far from satisfactory. Life there ia
nat safe outside the garrisoned towns. Trav-
ellers are subject to ambush by guerilias, Rarely

does a day pass withaut an sncounter between
the United Biates trocps snd the insurgents or
ladrones, resuiting in casuaitiess. There are

eightaen thousand troops in that district, Gen-
ral Bates commanding, and in three regiments
over one-third of the men are sick. The ac-
tivity of the enemy !ncreased last month. There
18 evidence that the insurgents have ccme into
possession of new rifiea, and that they wish to
annihilate some small American garrison for
the sake of the political effect in the U'nited
Stares.

Conditlons in the Visayvans continue virtually
unchanged. The lack of troopa in S8amar pre-
vents aggression. Negros. Romblon, Mashbate,
Sibuyan, Tablas and Bohol are tranquil, all de-
giring civil govarnments. Mindanao is also
traoquil, excepting the districts
and Surigao, where occasional encounters with
the Filipincs ocour
there is iimited, but it has a number of rifiss
The surrenders, sithough they have notably de-
creased since May, continue.

BOERS STILL ACTIVE.

ERUEGER AND STEYN AT BARBERTON—
GUERILLA OPERATIONS.

Pretoria, Sept. 1.—Mr. Kriiger and Mr Steyn
have gone to Barberton. It is belleved that they
are preparing for flight The general opinion is
that the war is now very near the end, but,
should the Boers construct stroongholds in the
bush, on the veldr or elsewhere and begin a
fsystem of raids the British would requirs fur-
ther large supplies of horses.

General Buller moved fourtesn miles north-
ward along the Lydenberg road, and crossed
Crocodile River to Badfontein.

A force of Boers under Commandant Theron
broke through the British lines and captured
and burmed a supply train at Klip River Sta-
tion, taking chirty-five prisoners.
