HORSE BHOW AND AUTOMOBILE RACES

HEADED THE WEEK'S L1ST.ACROSS

COUNTU1 AFTER THE HOUNDS.

THE WOMKX'S YAQHT RACE.

Newport, R. I.. Sept. S (Specla!)..Tba horse- show
and the autoenobtle races were tba special eventa
of this week ta society circkB. The former occu-

pied the first three days. with a double sesslon on

Tuesday. and of course dr?w as UBUflJ l.irs.-
numbers of cottage paopla daily to the Caslno
grcunds. where the display was made. Whetber
or.e wished to see a rlr.e exhibition of horscflesh
and haudwuilB equlpages or dcslred to look tipon
aoclety Itself on parade. no better opportunlty
could be aflorded than at fhls horse show.
On each day of the show the scenee whlch

have been fatnlliar ln former years were repeated,
the gatherir.ps belng as hrllliant and fashionable
as of old. and the exhibition of hlgh class horses
nearly lf not quite as good as in other years, ln
epite of the absence of several exhlbltors who
have been prominent at other shows here. Prac-
tically the entlre summer colony was ln attendance
each afternoon, filling the boxes and taklng a

-.uterest ln the. exhibits, while the grand-
stand and the general admission seats were al¬
ways well fliied. As usual. the gowns worn by
the women were as much a feature of the show

as were the horses in the ring, and the scene was
a brtlllant one.
In years gone by the cxhibltor? have been large-

ly from among the cottage residents, but this year
many of those who have always taken a promi¬
nent part ln the show were absent and the ex-

hibitcrs were almost exclusively dealers, glving
the affair a professional aspect which it never be¬
fore had. Kevertbeleaa it was made no less a so¬

ciety event, and soclally and flnancially waa a

great Buecese. Outslde about the Caslno entrance
and along Bellevue-ave. the sight was ac-urcely
less lnteresting than the show itself. Here the
avenue was blocked with so great a crowd. mostly
of women eager to s>ee the costumes of those en-

tering cr leavlng the Caslno, that the police had
difflculty ln keeping clear a passage to the curb
and along the sidewalk.
Thursday's automoblle races at Aquidneck Park

were an entlrely new departure, but a decldedly
attractlve and popular one. Although the great
Interest ln this class of vehicles ls, of course, due
to the fact that they are easy and pleasant con-
veyances rather than raeing machines. there was
a. large gatbering both of society peopie and all
the year round residents to witness the contests,
whlch proved both ncvel and excltlng.
The runs across country <.f the Monmouth County

Hounds, for whlch a regular aebedula of three
events each week is now lald out for the remainder
of the month. .lncludlng in each a danct and a

eupper for the farmers and thelr famllles over

whose lands the hounds have run. are a revival of
the "fox hunts" which w.-re a popular feature of
the season perhaps a dozen years ago. When first
Introduced here there was a real fox, though some-

tlmes lt was too young or too tame to make a long
run or furnlsh very excltlng sport. Then an

anlseseed bag was substituted to give the soent to
the hounds, and the fox was used only at the
flnlsh to supply the brush and mask for those in at
the death. Later still the fox was ellminated en¬

tlrely, and the hur.ters had only the aniseseed bag
to chase.
ln those early days of fox hunting there weie

always crowds at the meets, in carriages, on horse-
back and even on foot. and most of these followed
the chase j.s closely as pooslble ountry
roeds. Then there was genume sport. and plenly
of hard rldlng over fancaa and ditches, up bill and
down dale, untii tbe fox was lald low. Now that
the tralls are lald out carefully ta advance the
rlders have an easler tlme and the Bpectatora see

more of the runs, though there is, of course, less
aport and ex. itement.
