Eg-
gleston, a young lawyer, here. challenged Miss
Jewett to a jolnt discussion on Southern |ynching,
but she paid no attention to the letter. Mr

charged, and that the money be se: apart for the
orphans ol negroes that were Iynched also
named her for the head of such an ornphanase.
