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| POWEES LIKELY TO DISAGREE

| A BREAK IN THE CONCERT WOULD NOT
SURPRISE THE DIPLOMATS,

London, Sept. 23, 1 a. m.—The English press
hes not yet had an opportunity for commenting
upon the reported determination of Presldent
McKinley to order the withdrawal of American
troops from China. It has refrained from dis-
cussing American gquestions and has assumed a
neutral attitude toward the political partles in
the Presidential contest. It is mot likely to give
full expression to the dlsappointment which will
be feit in England over the withdrawal of the
American troops. One thing has been clear in
the nebulous policy of the Forelgn Office here,
that is, the determination of Lord Salisbury to
keep British troops in China untll a settlement
of eome kind Is reached. On th!s account he would
have preferred to have the American troops re-
maln indefinitely and jeoin In such expeditions as
General Gaselea has reported.

The Inference drawn from the President’s ac-
tion will be that ha disapproves the German
punitive proposals as impracticable; that he
does not lend moral support to Lord 8allsbury’s
policy, whatever it may be; that he declines to
ba drawn into any Furopean entanglement, and
that he prefers to negotiate directly with the
Chineses Peace Commissloners, independently of
the concert. President McKinley's coursse will
not be popular in England.

It is evident that Count ven Waldersee, If he
attempts to ecarry on the punitive policy to its
natural and logieal coneclusion, will have to con-
duct mare formidable military coperations than
the Lombardment of the Fel-Tang forts, detalls
of which are still coming in. He wil have {o
lead the international forces iniand until the
Empress is cvertaken and captured, for she was
responsibla for the orders for attacking the Em-
bassies and slaughtering the forelgners. There
are optimists in the English press who affect to
balleve that this will not be difficuit, since the
m::'ﬂ'n:-n"‘:s' themselves will surrender her for
punishrzent whon ‘hey &re ssovinced.ibat: the
partition of China ¢annot be averted otherwise
Thoss who have lived in China do not share this
view, They assart that the ruling Manchu rece
will stand by her to the end, and that per-
sistence in the demand for the surrender of the
Empress, Prince Tuan and other gulity accom-
plices will involve the establishment of the
Court at Bil-Nan or elsewhere. Indeed, there are
already signs In Berlin of an intentlon to modify
the punitive proposals so as to exclude the Em-
press from the black list of gullty leaders.

Lord Sallsbury is reported to have suggested
somea changes and lmlitatlons in methods whiie
agreeing in principle with the German proposal
The English press, following “The Times" and
I'r. Morrison, adheres strongly to 2 policy of ex-
emplary and personal punishment of the gullty.

But the atmosphere in dlplomatic circles is
electrie with suspleion that the European con-
cert will nmot be maintalned, and that Russla
will be the first to break away and to pccupy
Manchuria permarently, leaving Germany free
to held Shan-Tung. Candid Engiish journals
already forecast some scheme of partial partition
of this kind, and assert that the British Gov-
ernment will not interfere with the ambitlons
of those Powers for the control of Northern
China, but will merely watch both closely. 64
these forecasts are fulfilled the wisdom of the
American Government in retaining liberty of
getion &nd withdrawing all its forces except
those required for the protection ef its Minister
mey be fully vindicated.

CHAMBERLAIN ON THE STUMP.
HE ADDRESSES A GREAT OPEN ATR MEET-
ING AT BIRMINGHAM.

London, Sept. 22—Joseph Chamberlaln, open=
ing the Birmingham Canvaes this evening, de-
liversd an addresa to a great open alr meeting.
His speech weas an impasgioned arralgnment
of the opponents of the war in South Africa,
{n the course of which he safd:

{ was going to call them traltors, but T will
instend say, misguided Individuals.

AMr. Chamberlain challenged the Liberals to
point out a single provocative word or sentence
tn the dispatches exchanged during the ante-war
negotiatlons. He charged the Boers'with having
troken every pledge and every promlse made
to the British, and declared that they had long
Leen planning to kick the British out of South
Afrieca.

Pesldes Mr. Chamberlain and Lord Brassey
to-night’s contributors to the politieal synpo-
sium include the Earl of Crewe, who addressed
the Liberals at Darwen, and the Duke of Dev-
onshire, who spoke to the Unlonists at Brad-
ford. Neither epeaker, however, stepped out of
the heaten paths of thelr respectiva partles, \ba
former seeking to fix the attention of the elec-
tors upon issues other than those spring!ng out
of the war, and the latter dwelllng maloly upon
tha hopeless dlvisions of tha Opposition and fts
powerlessness, if succesaful, to accomplish aught
useful or beneficial 10 the country,
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GREAT SHOW OF NAVAL FORCE.

ADMIRAL REMEY'S FLEET ON THE ASIATIC STATION TO
BE LARGELY INCREASED.

AMERICAN POLICY IN CHINA OFFICIALLY ANNOUNCED,

A large reinforcement of Admiral Remey’s fleet on.the Asiatic Station has
been decided upon by the President and Cabinet. Orders to carry the decision

into effect were issued by the Navy Department yesterday afternoon.

The ves-

sels selected for this duty are the battleship Kentucky, the gunboats Vicksburg,
Wilmington and Annapolis, and the converted gunboat Dorothea. This action,
it is explained, is not intended as a_threat to the Powers, but simplv to guard
American interests and provide against unforeseen emergencies.

Answers to Germany, Russia and China regarding the American policy in

China were made public.

AN ANSWERTO THE POWERS

TUNITED STATES' REPLY TO GERMANY,
RUSSIA AND CHINA.

Yashington, Sept. 22—Tha Stats Department
to-night made publio the text of tha notes ad-
dressed by It to the Governments of Germany,
Russia and China in answer to Inquiries from
them as to the attitude of the United States
teward various phases of the Chinese problem.
The forecasts of these notes mada in the prass
appear to have heen accurate, for, although no-
whers in tha text is reference made to the with-
drawal of United States troops from China, the
official statement issued by the Navy Depart-
ment in advance of the publication of the natas
Sonen . cut the prediction that tha Gfvecnment
finally has declded upon such a material reduc-
tion of its military force as will amount to a
withdrawal of the Army as an effensive !nstru-
ment,

This statement from the Navy Department,
moreover, is full of significance of a purpose on
the part of the Government to ses to it that If
there is apy subsequent attempt at territorial
pggression on the part of any of the Powers
who have already declared themselves as will-
fng to abide by the expressed determination of
the United States to refraln from seizing upon
Chinese territory, the United States is to lose
no right or privilege which it now anjoya by
such action.

The notes themselves are brlef, consldering
the Importance of the topics treated. The Rus-
glan and Chinese answers, helng In the form of
diplomatic memoranda, are short to a degree
rarely eeen in diplomatie exchanze, but In both
caeses, being favorable to the inquirer, they will
probably escaps critleism on that score.

The answor to the German note la rarefully
phrased =0 a3 to soften the ungualified refusal
af the TUnited Btates Gevernment to makes the
punishment of the Chiness ringl2alasrs a cardl-
tion precedent to negotiations. Also, it 1s noted
that in the expression of & purpase to insist upon
the ultimate and proper punishmant of thess of-
fenders, the Stats Department goes far beyond
the German declaration on the subject. The
announcement that the Department intends Im-
mediately to begin through Mr. Conger confer-
ences with Princa Ching and Earl L1 1Iung
Cheng, although distinctly marking the fact
that these are only prellminary to final n+gotia-
tions, will have effect to force the other Powers
to an immediata determination of their policles
in this matter. The text of the correspondence
follows:

Imperial German Embassy,
Washington, September 18 1
Mr. Becretary:
By diroction of the Imperial Chanceilor I hava
the honar respectfully to communieats to Your
Excellensy the following:

The Government of His Majesty thsa Emperor
considers as a preliminary condition for entéring
Into diplomatio negotiatione with tha Chiness
(GGovernimnent a spurrender of suoh persons as are
determined upon as belng the firat and real
perpetrators of the crimes committed in Peking
agalnst International law. The number of per-
petrators who served 85 tools is too great; a
wholesale execution would be averse to tha
clvilized consclence. Furthsrmere, clroumstanoes
would not allow that even the group of leaders
oould be enmplstely ascertalned. But the few
among them whosa guflt i{s notorlous should be
gurrendared and punished. The representatives
of the Powers in Peking will be In a position
to make or adduce in this Investigation fully
valtd testlmony. The number of those pun-
ished 18 of less Importance than thelr character
as principal instigators and leaders. The Gov-
ernment of His Majesty the Emperor, belleves
that it can depend in this matter upon the con-
currence of all the Cabinets; for (ndifference
toward the idea of a just expiation would be
equivalent to indifference toward a repetition of
the crime.

The Government of His Majesty ths Em-
peror therefore propoees to the interested Cabl-
nets that they request their representatives Iin
Peking to designate the principal Chinesa per-
sonages whoss guilt in the Instigation or ex-
ecution of the crimes is beyond a doubt.

A similar communication {s forwarded to the
other interasted Cabineta.

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FOUR SHIPS UNDER ORDERS.

ADMINISTRATION GUARDING AGAINST
CNFORESEEN EMERGENCIES.

[RY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIRTNE,)

Washington, Sept. 22.—For the full protection
of American interests on the other slde of the
Pacifle, Admiral Remey’'s fleet on thes Asiatic
Statlon, already the largest gathering of war-
ships under the TUnited States flag, is to ha
notably strengthened Immediately. The Ken-
tucky, the finest of the new battleships, and
three other vessels are under orders, lssued to-
dey, to join Admirnl Remey with all dispatch.
Others yet to bs named will spesdlly fellow
them, until the floating foree at the Admiral's
disposition {8 pawerful enough to ¢ nd re-

the relnforcements ordered to him are not ssnt
for the purpose of impressing China with Amer-
lean naval impertance so much as to give Ad-
miral Remey a eommand more nearly eqnal if
not superlor to the fleets of soma of the mari-
time nations assembled in the Western Pacific.

A CAFINET MEMBER'S EXPLANATION.

The more equable distribution of United States

naval force than as at present constituted is a
consideration put forth by a memhber of the
Cabinet to-night in explanation of the orders.
It had been polnted out that there had always
been an undue concentration of warships on the
Atlantic coast to the studled nezlect of the
paramount !mportance the [United States had
reached on the Pacific. At present there wers
only slx armored vessels on the Pacific as against
twelve or more on the Atlantie.
classes of fighting ships the disparity was much
greater. It was now evident that the fleld of
great maval activity for the next few
would ba in ths Western Pacifie,
United States weare driven into strained rela-
tlons with any nation, as much offence and de-
fence would ba essentla! toward the getting sun
as along the Atlantic coast line. It was also
to ba remembered that seven out of every ten
ships bullt for the Navy were producsd on ths
Atlantle, and !t was therefore necessary, in
order to preserve a healthy balance,
ships out through the Meaditerranean or around
tha Horn occasionally.

Tha four ships now ordered will go by way
of Buez. As heavy szhips are not urzently nesd-
ed on the Californla coast, and as the battleship
Wisconsin is to have her final official trial next
week, the Jowa may ba spared for Asiatie ser-
vire,

This disposition is emphasized when it is added
authoritatively that the substantial reinforce-
ment of Hemey with additlanal armored vessels
was determined upon nearly a month ago,

THE BHIPS TO BE BENT.

The first ships to be dispatched in conformity
with this decialon are the Kentucky, Captaln
Colby M. Cheatar, now at Newport, and the gun-
boat Vicksburg, at the Newport Training Sta-
tion, which are ordered to proceed at once to
the Boston Navy Yard to fit out immediately
for tha Asiatic Station. The other arders direct
that the gunboat Annapolis, now at the Nerfolk
yard, and the converted gunboat Dorothea, at
the League Island yard, be fitted out forthwith
for duty on ths Aslatie Statlon.

At first superficial glance It would seem that
the gunboats Vicksburg, Annapolis and Doro-
thea would not materially increase Admiral
Remey's fleet, but it is to be remembered that
they are admirably adapted for guard duty in
the Philippines, and that the Vicksburg and the
Annapolls were especially designed for service
on Chinese and South American rivers, For
these purposes they are superior to heavier
armored vessels or high powered erulsers, sev-
eral of which are at present deoing important
patrol duty for lack of smaller vessels to take
their places. With the arrival of thres gun-
boats on the station Admiral Remey will be
able to add at least three formidable sea fight-
ers to his main fleet. It is clear, tharefors, that

Alabama, will be the peer of any European ves-
sel that can be sent to China, &s ghe is certainly
the superior of any now there. All the other

vessels in the list of Admiral Remey's command |

are well known except the Dorothea. She is a
fleet yacht of 500 tons, bullt by the Cramps in
180T for the late Thomas McKean, whose estats
60ld her to the Navy at the osutbhreak of the

Spanish war for $187.500. She was converted

into ‘a torpedo hoat destroyer and gunboat, |

armed with ten rapid-fire guns, and her hull re-

celved additlonal protection by the application |

of steel piates. She is particularly adeaptad to
police duty in the Philippines.

NAVY DEPARTMENT'S ANNOUNCEMENT.

Washington, Sept. 22 —The Navy Department
this afternoon issued the following statement:

In view of the possibility that later, when clr-
cumatances 80 warrant, the land force in China
will be materially reduced, the naval force in
Asiatic waters will be from time to time In-
areased with reference to American interests in
China and al!so In the Phillppines.

The following orders have therefore been Is-
sued to-day: The Dorothea, at League Island,
and the Annapolls, at Norfoilk, have bheen
ordered to fit out for the Asiatio Station. The
Wimington has been ordered to the Asiatlo
Station, via the Medlterranean, and will be re-
placad on the South Atlantic Station by tha
Atlanta. The Albany, at Pirasus, has been or-
dered to Manila. The Kentucky and the Vicks-
burg have been ordered to Boston to fit put for
tho Asiatio Station.
