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LITERARY NOTES,

Stately ceremonies are to attend the trans-
porting of the ashes of Dante to the new Li-
brary Palace, at Florence. Historical docu-
ments show that the remains of the poet were
taken from the Ravenna church and deposited
secretly in the outer wall of the chapel of Brac-
cioforte, where they were discovered in 1865.
Enrico Pazzl, the sculptor, had for several years
the iron urn containing the ashes of the poet,
but he consented to hand over his treasure to
the city of Florence, which was Dante’s birth-
place.

“*The Life Romantic” i{s to be the title, we are
informed, of Mr. Richard Le Gallienne’s next
novel. There is undoubtedly a public for this
writer's fiction, or publishers wouldn’t issue it,
but it is difficult to form an idea of the intellect
that can find “good provend” in this stuff. The
“Book-RBills of Narcissus” is another matter.

We learn from “The Athensum,” of London,
that the elaborate study of the Coptic nation
and their history published some Il{ttle time
ago, under the title of “The Story of the Church
of Egypt.” by Mrs. Butcher, the wife of a dean
well known in Cairo society, has received an un-
usual compiiment. It is in course of being trans-
lated intc Arabic, and the first volume has al-
ready appeared. The author of the translation
is a Mr. Alexander Effend! Theodorus, a clerk
in the Ministry of the Interior, and the ex-
penses are borne by the editor and proprietor of
the “Masr,” an Arabic newspaper-of wide circu-
lation. It is a  great undertaking for an op-
pressed community like the Copts, and marks
an advance in the Oriental attitude toward
Western lterature and research.

He has just written in re-
sponse to & congratulation upon the completion
of his “System of Synthetic Philosophy': “Many
who have spent their lives in the development
of their ideas have not had the satisfaction of
meeting with recognition; only after their
deaths have their ideas been appreciated. |
bave been more fortunate; and having lived long
enough to complete my work have also lived
long enough to see that it has not been without
its effect.”

In the new (third) instalment of the “Harley
Papers” there is a letter written by Humphrey
Wanley, the librarian of the Harleian Library,
which forms an ominous comment on the fashion
in which book collectors grabbed treasures in
the last century. Wanley, it is said, kept his
eyes open, and extended the Earl of Oxford's
collection by purchases which would now be
impossible. He held no place sacred, not even
a college library, and did not scruple to bid for
any book that would add distinction to his
patron’s collection. For example, he writes to
Lord Harley, Oxford’s son: !

“I have a great mind that you should have
the fine Bible you saw at St. Jochn's College
(Cambridge) among their MSS., and have spoken
to Mr. B. about it, who will willingly serve you
therein. It is by much the finest book of the
English nation of its kind, and but one more
that dare in the least to enter into competition
with it, and that not to be had for any money
whatever. The college know not when, nor of
whom, nor how they came by it; which will
make for you.”

The last complete life of Richardson, author
of “Clarissa Harlowe,” was the work of a woman,
Mrs. Barbauld. It was published in 1804. A
new life of the novelist, also by a woman, is
now in course cf preparation. The writer, Miss
Clara L. Thomson, has found much fresh matter
for her work. She has derived it not only from
Richardson’s unpublisited Tetters in the Forster
collection, but alse from other contemporary
sources. e

It was at Fulham that Richardson lived for
fifteen yvears, and i a7 just published history
of that London suburb:-is quoted an anecdote
told by Sir Richard Phillips, illustrative of the
difficulties encountered by even early gleaners
of “persona!’ items.” Wishing to make sure that
this was the novelist’s house, Sir Richard put
some questions to an aged widow who kept a
public house near the corner of North End Lane,
where she had llved about fifty years. “She re-
membered his person, and described him as a
round, short gentleman, who, most days, passed
her door, and she sald she used to serve his
family with beer. ‘He used to live and carry
on his business’ said I, ‘in Salisbury Square.’
‘As to that, 'said she, ‘I know nothing, for I
never was in London.' ‘Never in London!
said I; ‘and in health, and the free use of your
limbs?" ‘No,” replied the woman. ‘I had no
business there, and had enough to do at home.’
“Well, then,” I observed, ‘you know your own
neighborhood the better. Which was the house
of Mr. Richardson in the lane? ‘I den’'t know,’
ghe replied. ‘I om, as I told you, no traveller.
I never was up the lane. I only know he did
lilve somewhere up the lane.” ‘Well,’ said I, ‘do
you go to church? ‘No,” said she, ‘I never have
time. On Sundays our house is always full. I
never was at Fulham Church but once, and
that was when I was married, and many people
say that was once too often, though my hus-
band was as good & man as ever broke bread—
God rest his soul” ™

Booth Tarkington, the author of ‘‘Monsieur
Beaucaire,” of which McClure, Phillips & Co.
are now issuing a fourth edition, is connected
with the great Booth family of actors, from
which he was named.

There ought to be some new and interesting
data on the life of the English gypsies—even af-
ter all the brilliant studies of them that have
been made heretofore—in Crawford's “Autobi-
ography of a Tramp” that Longmans, Green &
Co. will publish next week. In it the author
tells in the first person experiences with this
wandering folk, not the tramps as we know
them in this country, but the veritable gypsies
of Great Britain.

At the last moment Messrs. Henry Holt & Co.
have had to change the title of Miss Marion
Bower's novel “The Puppet Show” to “John
Thisselton,” since it appears that a novel by the
former title had already been published by
Leonidas Westervelt.

The veteran Miss Braddon has not lost her
hold on her public. Although some of her re-
cent books have not been received with the
favor that she used to command, her latest one,
““The Infidel,” only just published by the Har-
pers, has already gone into a second edition.
No doubt this popularity is specially due to the
religious interest of the book, in which John
Wesley and George Whitefield appear as prom-
inent characters.

BEN JONSON IN THE ABBEY.

From The London Academy.

It is delightful to think that Ben Jonson is in
the Abbey. He had irradiated love and praise
among his fellow poets at the Mermaid, yet his
chances of joining them in the long fellowship
of the grave were not of the brightest. Poverty
and neglect darkened his latter days. Some
premonition that he might be shut out of the
noble company of the Volceless seemed to have
haunted his mind. There is an Abbey legend
that points to this. It is sald that one day, be-
tng rallied by the Dean of Westminster about
being buried in Poets’ Corner, Jonson remarked:
“I am too poor for that, and no one will lay out
funeral charges upon me. No, sir, 6 feet long
by 2 feet wide is too much for me; 2 feet by 2
will do all I want.”

“You shall have it,”” said the Dean.

as the story sounds, its essential
truth is supported by the fact that in 1849,
wher Sir Robert Watson's grave was being
made, the Clerk of the Works “saw the two
Jeg bones of Jonson, fixed bolt upright in the
sand, as toough the body had been buried in the
upright position; and the skull came rolling down
eamong the sand, from a position above the

leg bones, to the bottom of the newly made
grave, There was still hair upon it, and i was
of red color.” 4

Unfortunately, the grave {8 not in Poets’ Cor-
ner at all, as Jonson's bust (on the same wali
as the mo ts of Sp and Mliiton) may
lead the {nnocent pilgrim to believe. Mr. Trout-
beck is careful to point out that Jonson's actual
resting place—and the original slab over his
remains, with the words “O Rare Ben Jonson"”
cut upon it—must be sought in the north aisle
of the nave. The stone has been placed against
the wall for its better preservation. Gifford
says that a nobler monument was intended by
Jonsomw's friends, but *“till this was ready noth-
ing more was required than to cover his ashes
decently with the stone which had been re-
moved. While this was doing, Aubrey tells us,
€ir John Young, of Great Milton, Oxfordshire,
whom he familiarly called Jack Young, chanced
to pass through the Abbey, and, not enduring
that the remains of so great a man should lie
at all without a memorial, gave one of the
workmen eighteenpence to cut the words in
cuestion. The subscription was fully success-
ful, but the troubles which were hourly be-
coming more serious, and which not long after
broke out into open rebellion, prevented the
execution of the monument, and the money was
returned to the subscribers” %
