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sioners of education in Southern and Southwestern
States in regard to educational work. The ma-
jority of the reports showed progress. A cheerless
report was that made by G. R. Glenn, of Georgia.
He =ald the Btate’s chain gangs and jails were filled
with young negroes, the most of them ainder thirty
yvears old. Dastardly crimes in the State seem
to be on the Increase every year. These crimes-
are mostly perpetrated, he sald, by young negroes
under thirty, and who have in most cases no edu-
cation. More than one-third of the negroes in the
State insane asylums, he found, were negroes who
had been born since the Civil War,

“Good men among my own people point to these
things with ominous misgivings, and have no faith
in ameliorating the condition of the negro by
processes of education,” Glenn wrote.

Dr. Curry said that the trustees of the fund can-
not shut their eyes to the needs of the negroes nor
refuse assent to the resolution of the Capon Springs
Conference for the discussion of race problems, (o
the effect “that the National Government, in recog-
nition of its moral obligations incurred by the en-

franchisement of the negro,” should aid in the
establishment of primary and industrial education
in the Sou

The estimated
coet of the work is $600,000. The Main was prac-
tically mew, having made but three trips, when
the fire took place. The fire did not injure her
engines or boilers seriously. It will take nearly
a year to rebuild her. She will be towed there as
soon as she can be made ready for the trip.

The other steamers which were damaged by the
fire, the Saale and the Bremen, were not injured

so greatly that they cannot cross the Atlantic
under their own steam if it is desired. The owners
had planned before the fire to have the Bremen
cut into and lengthened. This will now be under-
taken in Germany. The Bremen may sail this
week. The future of the Saale is indefinite. No
decision has been reached in regard to new pilers
for the line.
