
Brooklyn asked $29,000 Increases In salaries.
"Not a dollar jf it will be allowed," said the

Mayor. "Here comes Queens, asking for $7,300 In-
creases, and even little Richmond wants KSOO added
to salaries. None of it will be allowed. This Board
stands ready to appropriate any amount necessary
for maintaining the health of the city, but It will
not sanction any increases In salaries."

Colonel Murphy said he thought the Department
could manage to get along wtth what H was allowed
for 1900.

The estimates of the Police Department were
next considered. The amount allowed for 1900 was
$11,992,503 42. and the appropriation asked for 1901
is $12,020.306 91. President York said $106,850 more
was needed for additional patrolmen.

"We gave you money to increase your force last
year," said the Mayor, "and you did not do it. Ac-
cording to the estimates of the Commissioners of
Accounts, you will have a surplus of $400.1)00 for the
present year."

"That is only guess work." said President York.
"No man can estimate the aurplua at this time."

"Your payroll is the same as it was last January,"
said the Mayor. "The surplus was estimated last
year at $350,000 and It exceeded that amount."

"That was luck." said Mr. York.
"And you will be lucky If you get the money this

year," the Mayor answered.'
Conditions might change." said Mr. York; "we

might make promotions." •
"Why don't you make them?" asked the Mayor.
"You will have to ask me that again," said Mr.

York. "Idon't, know."
"How many vacancies in captains and sergeants

have you?" the Mayor asked.
"Fourteen in captains and seventy-one in ser-

geants," said Mr. York.
"Don't you think it would be better for the disci-

pline of the Department if these vacancies were
hlle<1?" tho Mayor asked.

'They ought to be filled." assented Mr. York.
Mr. York asked for fc!:!.000 for horses and patrol

wagons and $40,000 for putting electric wires under
ground. He also asked for $146,<X)0 Cor putting in an
instalment of the police signal system which the
Mayor did not say would or would not be allowed.

The Bureau of Electicns showed an increase of
$111,020 because of the increase In compensation o'
election inspectors.

Before finishing the Police Department, the Mayor
told President York that he ought to fillall vacan-
cies. The president replied that there was no
eligible list, and that the vacancies would be filled
as soon as there "s'as one ready.

The Buildings Department asked for $594,065. an
Increase of $4»;,.>!0 over this year's appropriation.

The Mayor said that no increase in the Depart-
ment would be allowed.

CHANGE IN DEFENDANTS OWING TO DEATHS

CAUSE OF DECISION IN ACTION TO

RFXX>VBR DOWER RIGHTS.

The puit brougtit by Anna M. Havemeyer (nee

Anna M. Wrig-ht) who says ehe is the widow of
Thomas J. Havemeyer, the sugar refiner, to recover
the amount of her dower right In his estate, came
up again in the Supreme Court yesterday, when a
motion was made by her counsel to have the case
placed on the preferred calendar before Justice
MfAdum and a Jury. The motion was denied by

Justice McAdam on technical grounds, with leave
to renew. The action is brought against Her.ry O.
Havemeyer. the brother of Thomas J. Havemeyer,
and administrator of his estate; Mrs. Natalie Meyer

and other defendants. Mr?. Meyer has eince died,

and other heirs of Thomas J. Havemeyer have not

been made defendant*. For these reasons Justice
McAdam wax compelled to dony the application.

The plaintiff alleges that in the early sixties her
family and the Havemeyer family were near neigh-
bor* In West One-hundred-and-fourth-et. When
they were children Thomas J. Havemeyer, accord-
ing to the plaintiff's statement, fell in love with
her. and after he had returned from Heidelberg
Vniversity, In (Jermany. where he completed his
education. hi» love for her revived, and they en-
tered Into a common law marriage on September 4.
18M. Mr. Havemeyer, while keeping a bachelor
apartment up to the time of his death, and pass-
ing among his friends and relatives as an unmar-
ried man. at the same time, the plaintiff alleges,
kept up an establishment for her.

In opposition to the motion to hasten the trial
ef the action, counsel for the defendants filed an
affidavit made by H^nry O. Havemeyer, In which
he stated that, for many years before the death
of his brother he was aware of the relations ex-
isting between him and the piaintiff. She had
never until after his death pretended to be his
wife.

Thomas J. Havemeyer left a fine estate at
Throe's Neck, besides other property. His alleged
marrlagre to Miss Wrlgrht Is said to have taken
place after an action for a separation had been
brought against him in 1884 by a woman who was
known as Helen Rlpley. or Helen Chadwlck. She
said she was Haveraeyer's wife, and charged him
with cruelty and abandonment. This case was
never brouht to trial, and ie supposed to have
been settled out of court.

fore and gave the circumstances of beltig called
to the hotel.

Walter Westervelt, the cashier, went with the.
boy to the Luhrs store, where the check was pro-
nounced a forgery. At the West Thirtieth-st sta-
tion Detectives Sheehan, Berry and Lockwood
joined them and they went to the hotel.

The boy was gent ahead with his handkerchief
in his hand as if it held the money. He found
Kelly,and when about to open the handkerchief
the detectives came up and placed Kelly under
arrest. He denied that he had forged the check.

John Garrabrandt. the boy murderer on trial in

testified to by the mother of Garabrant, who at
the time of the murder denied that they were re-
lated to the woman murderer. The defence was

that Garrabrant is a moral degenerate and Irre-
sponsible. Mrs. Garrabrant deposed that her son
had been an Inveterate cigarette smoker for several
years.

SUPREME COT'RT JUSTICE DIXON GRANTS

NONSUITS IN TWO CASES.

Paterson. Oct. 3 (Special).— That a person riding
on the running board of a trolley car travels
practically at his own risk was neld in the Cir-
cuit Court of this county to-day by Justice Dixon.
The point was raised in the suit of Mary I.Spear,

executrix of Cornelius J. Spear, against the Pater-
son Railway Company for $10,000 damages. Mr.
Sprar was standing on the running board of a
crowded car when a wagon came along and the
pole hit Spear in the bask. He cried out that he

was injured, and the man standing, next to him
caught him and supported him for some time.

The car went about one thousand feet and stopped.

As Spear tried to alight he fell and fractured his
skull. He died the next day. Justice Dixon, In
granting a motion for a nonsuit, said:

There does not appear to be any duty that the
railway company or its conductor owed to the
passenger which was omitted. The man could
have found room inside the car by standing up.
but he took the responsibility of -emalnlng on the
running board. After he was jtruck ny the pole
Of thr- passing wagon h<» retained his senses. He
showed that +ie was Injured, but no one knew how
seriously, and It would be going too far to say

that the conductor should have known more about
the man's condition than he knew himself. Ir
Mr. Spear had desired the oar to stop, he could
hnve communicated that desire to the conductor.
As he did not do so there is no reason why the
conductor should have been expected to stop the
car to let the passenger off.

The trolley company won another case in the
Circuit Court to-day. It was brought by Edward
Barlow, a minor, for $10,000 damages. The boy

had jumpo<i on the step leading to the front plat-

form <<f a closed car. with the intention of stealing

a ride, as the defendant claimed, but which was
denied by the plaintiff. He had only been on the
ear a few minutes when he was knocked off by a
j.asslnp truck, under which he rolled and had his
leg cut off. Justice Dixon granted the motion for
a nonsuit on the ground of contributory negligence.
Beth or these cases will be taken up on error.

COURTS ASKED TO CONSTRUE THE PORTION re.
LATINGTO WIDOW'S DOWRY.

A suit for the construction of the will of Henry
Ledyard in respect to the portion which relates
to the dowry bequeathed to his wife, the late
Matilda C. Ledyard, has been begun in the Supreme
Court. Upon the motion of counsel for the plain-
tiff in the suit. Justice Blschoff yesterday placed
the case upon the preferred calendar for trial on
October 25. The action is brought by Henry B.
Ledyard and Lewis Cass Ledyard as executors of
the will of Henry Ledyard. against Charles E.
Hughes and Maud Spencer Ledyard, as executors
of the will of Martha C. Ledyard. and Maud Spen-
cer Ledyard and Elizabeth Cass Goddard

The plaintiffs ask that the will o£ Henry Ledyard
be construed to mean that his wife had no right
to expend any of the capital or principal of H^nry
Ledyard's estate, except for her support, and thatnone of the principal could be touched so long asMrs. Ledyard's personal fortune was available for
her support. The petition also a?ks that the executors of the will of Henry Ledyard be compelled
to account for moneys spent by Mrs. Ledyardwhich were not covered by this construction ofthe will. The defendants contend that Mr« Led-yard did not have to expend her own money by
the terms of the will for her own support

STIT OVER HEXRY LEDYARD'Z WILL.

At a meeting of the School Board for the bor-
oughs of Manhattan and The Bronx, held in the
Board of Education Building, last night. Super-
intendent Jasper presented a statement showing
that the attendance of pupils in all schools on
June 29 last was 212,888, and on September 29 last
233,220. The average attendance for the fortnight
ended September 21 was 231,788. The number of
pupils admitted in the fortnight ended September
21 was 54,818. The number of children on the
waiting list at the close of school on September
21. was given at 3,039. and the number of vacant
sittings at the same time was 19,103. Children were
on the waiting list on October 1 as follows: Over
eight years old, 458; between seven and eight years
old. 44", and under seven years. 1.2T8. Mr. Jasper
said many of these were in districts where new
schools are building, and that five new buildings
would soon be completed. The Increase of at-
tendance of September 21 over that of the first
day of school was ahout 22.000.

Preildent O'Brien said the schools were as over-
crowded and the classes as large as they were pre-
viously. He advised taking the children of the
kindergarten age out of the schools and placing
thorn in other buildings. Dr. George H. Muth, re-cently appointed a member of the Board to suc-

NEW-JERSEY MAN TTNEXPETTEDLY COMES

INTO PROPERTY IN NEW-YORK.

Hackensack. N. J., Oct. 3 (Special).— Colonel W.
D. Bnow to-day said that he had secured for Fred-
erick Cella. of Woodbridge, a client, property in
Third-st., New- York, worth $20,000, to which the
man did not know he was entitled. Ixtuls Berger
died eighteen months ago, leaving- all his property

to his daughter. Angelina Cella, wife of Frederick,
for life, then to her Issue; or, failing issue, to heirs
In Paris, France. Mrs. Cella died shortly after her
father, devising hei real and personal estate to her
husband.

The French heirs laid claim to the estate, with
back rents, but failed to comply with the New-
York requirement that aliens must give notice of
Intent to become citizens of this country within a
certain period after the death of testator, if they
wish to obtain possession of devised property.

Therefore It was decreed that the New-York prop-
erty should go to Mr. Cella, and he has been placed
in possession.

In 3838 the New-Jersey Legislature passed a law
allowing aliens to hold property, the act being in
the interest of Joseph Bonaparte, who settled at
Bordentown. Under this law the Paris heirs will
get a place occupied by Cella at Woodbridge worth
J5.000. Cella was at one time in the liquor business,
but now is a cigarmaker. His marriage to Miss
Berger caused a sensation in the French-Italian
colony at Woodbridge. the father of Miss Berger
giving his daughter 110,000 in cash.

.4 $20,000 SURPRISE.

George Powell, president of the workers' asso-
ciation, after the agreement had been signed by the
representatives of both sides, said that while there
had been much discussion concerning the paying
of an advance to non-union men employed in some
of the factories, a compromise had been made
which was satisfactory to both sides.

Another delegate said that the advance in wages
had been made along the right lines, as the ma-
jority of the men who will get an increase of
wages over what they received were those em-
ployed in the poorer paid branches of the tradp.

Plate Company and its employes was held yester-

day In the company's offices In the Battery Park
Building. Among those present were First Vice-
President W. T. Graham. Vlce-Prestdents W. M.
Leeds and Warner Arms, and George E. Greer
and Berthold Goldsmith, district managers of the
company. The delegation from the Tin Plate Work-
ers' International Protective Association was headed
by President George Powell. There had been sev-
eral sessions of the conference held on previous

days, and e\'erybody in attendance at them was
much gratified when late yesterday an agreement

was finally reached and the signatures Of the inter-
ested parties had been affixed to the document.

About twenty thousand men are affected by the
new aerreem^nt. ar.il the mills of the company,
which have been idle for several weeks, will be
started up again with renewed eneriry.

At the conclusion of the conference yesterday
Vice-President Warner Arms gave out the follow-
ing statement:

Conferences were held In this city at Intervals in
the last two months, and on several occasions
there were rumors that a strike would be ordered
to bring the employers to terms. All these rumors
proved to be without foundation, however, and an
agreement has been signed which is satisfactory to
both sides.

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BROOKLYN NEWS.MYSTERY IX WEST'S DEATH

BODY FOUND IN HIS EMPTY HOUSE ON
AN IMPROVISED BED.

James O. West, a wealthy real estate owner, of
No. 147 West Twenty-seventh-st.. was found dead'
yesterday in the vacant dwellinghouse owned by

himself at No. 1012 Flfth-ave. A doctor who ex-
amined the body could not determine the cause of
death. The police of the Bant One-hundred-and-

/ tKenty-sixth-Bt. station believe he committed sui-
cide. The case is somewhat similar to that of
Robert McCurdy Lord, the banker, of Hayonne,
N. J.. who committed suicide In Mount Vernon by
Inhaling illuminatinggas after he had written to
/his family. The case of Mr. West is different, in
that he had lost no money. So far as known he'
was wealthy, hit family relations were happy, and
the only care he had In the world was that he
could not get rid of the Flfth-*ve. house quick
enough, as he was desirous of going with hit fam-
ilyto California. He was seventy years old. ano it
is thought he wished to live there for the re-
mainder of his life. His health was good except
for heart (allure, which his son John thinks caused
hie death.

Patrolman Daniel McAvoy. of the East One-hun-
<Jied-and-twenty-slxth-st. station, found the body.
Three buff shades had been taken from the win-
dows and placed one across the other, and a com-
fortable, perfectly new, was placed on top of them.
A sofa cushion was at the head of this impromptu
bed. Dr. Mooney, from the Harlem Hospital, said
the man had been dead about two hours. He
could not determine the cause of death, and said
there was not the slightest indication of the man-
ner.
In the pockets were found sixteen letters ad-

dressed to him at No. 147 West Twenty-seventh-
st. and sent by John B. Ketcham. a real estate
agent, of No. 56 West One-hundred-and-twenty-
nfth-st. It was learned that Mr. Ketcham had
been trying to soli the house for the owner. Other
articles in the dead man's possession were diamond
cult buttons, a gold watch, chain and charm,
HIS4 In money, gold eyeglasses, the keys of the
bouse and a silk handkerchief.

Mr. Ketcham eald that Mr. West owned the
house and a great deal of property in the neigh-
borhood of his office In We*t Twenty-seventh-gt.

He had a wife and thr«e sons and two daughters
living with him. Two of Mr. West's brothers
were in California.

Mr. Ketcham said that Mr. West called at his
office Monday and was much put out because the
bouse had not been sold. He called again at 4:33
p. m. Tuesday and got the keys, saying he wanted
to show the place to a man. He had no package-
at thai time and nobody was with him. According
to Mr.Ketcham the dead man was a son of James
I.West, who died about ten years ago, leaving a
fortune of naif a million dollars.

John West, a bod of the dead man, called at the
East One-hundred-and-twenty-sixth-st. station and
Identified the body. He said his father had been sub-
ject for some time to heart failure and that he had
no doubt it was that which caused death. There
were no financial or other troubles, and he sup-
posed that when the feeling of weakness came over
hU father he made himself as comfortable on the
floor as possible.

At No. 147 West Twenty-seven* It was learned
that Mr. West owned two large houses, one at
the number given and one adjoining. At No. 127
he had an office. The bouses are occupied en-
tirely by negroes.

The office of Mr. West is cared for by an aged
negress. Annie Williams, who said that Mr West
lived at No. 61 West Forty-ninth-Ft. She said he
left the office about 3 o'clock Tuesday afternoon,
saying he was going uptown. About 10 o'clock
that night she received a message from his wife
asking Ifhe had been there.

Dr. Weston, of the Coroner's Office, assisted by
Dr. E. T. Weed, of No. 117 West One-hundred-
and-tweniy-first-gt.. Mr. West's physician, and Dr.
W. H. Stewart, of No. 2.014 .Fifth-aye., went to
Lyon> undertaking establishment and performed
an autopsy. They found that death had been
caused by a rupture of the heart, superinduced
"by the extreme agony of pain caused by eleven
rail stones." No explanation has been made yet
by any person as to why the body was found on
an Improvised bed.

LARGEST REDUCTIONS EVER KNOWN. AG-

GREGATING FORTT POINTS FOR

THE DAY.

Sweeping redactions In the price of granulated
sugar were made yesterday by the various refining

companies, giving rise to the belief in some quar-
ters that the •"war" between the American Sugar

Refining Company and its old time antagonists,
which was ended several months ago. had again
broken out. but this view was discredited in the
best informed circles downtown. The cuts In
price were the greatest ever made, aggregating
forty points for the day. The list price of pran-

ulated has for some time been 6.15 cents. Late on
Tuesday afternoon, it is said, the American Sugar
Refining Company instructed Its brokers to solicit
bids for refined sugar at fi cents a pound, and yes-
terday morning It announced that as Its new rate.

Arhuckle Brothers, in the past the chief competi-
tors of the sugar company, retorted with a cut
from 6.15 to 5.95 cents. Then the American Sugar
Refining Company announced another cut to 5.75
cents, and the Arbuckles promptly met it. The
National Sugar Refining Company, which Is under-
stood to be closely allied with the American Sugar
Refining Company, followed the latter's reductions,

so that now all the refining companies have a price
of 5.75 cents a pound, or. deducting the discount, a
net price of 5.48 cents.

Brokers and agents of the principal refiners say
that the decline in prices is perfectly natural in
view of the present state of the trade. The great
demand for sugar 1« now over, the market is likely
to be dull for a long time to come and refiners, even
at the reduced prices, are doing better thin they
did when the "war" between the ""trust" and the
Independents was at Its height about six months
ago.

Three months iifter tfcat she made an affl-
davlt that he had another wife and that his real
name was Wilmington A suit she brought to have
her marriage annulled Is now pending.

About two months ago she and Dr. Hill !w»m*

devoted to each other. They were often together.

Dr. Hill's mother begged her son not to con-
tinue his attentions. He promised that he would
discontinue them, ard Tuesday morning he saw
Miss Wood and told her what he was going to do
an.l his reasons for it.

When h«» left she went out and bought a bottle
of opium. In the evening she telephoned to Dr.
Hi!!: "Come and see me just as quick as you can.
Ihave something important to tell you."

At !» o'clock he came. Then she said: "Ican't
live without you. Harry," And she asked him
again If they might not marry. He said that wm
impossible. It was long before she would accept
his answer, but nnally she be.ame calm and
seemed to regain her courage. She excuaed her-
self for a moment. A little while afterward she
returned, and. kneeling before his chair, she put
her head In his tap. When she looked up into
his face he saw the signs of poisoning. He called
Mrs. Mary Faust, with whom Miss Wood lived.
and sent to summon an ambulance from the
Eastern Dißtrlct Hospital. Dr. Hill gave the
poisoned girl an emetic of mustard and warm
water.

All night at the hospital Dr. Hill directed the
work of restoring the young woman.
