FIFTY INSTITUTE MEMBERSHIPS.

TO GO TO EASTERN DISTRICT SCHOOLCHIL-
DREN THROUGH AN OLD FUND.

Through a strange chaln of circumstances the
public grammar school pupils of the Eastern Dis-
trict will soon have the privilege of competing year-
ly for the use of fifty life memberships in the
Brooklyn Institute of Arts and Sciences. These
memberships are to be obtained with an old trust
fund, amounting now to about $,000, which was
raised many years ago by the citizens of Willlams-
burg for the purpose of establishing a public U-
brary.

The money was ralsed by fairs and private sub-
scriptions, but did not amount to enough to enable
the original plan to be carried out, and the money
was deposited in a bank. Some of the present
trustees are Register James R. Howe, John 8, Mec-
Keon, George V. Tompkins, D. H. Wells, Willlam
Lamb, William Liptrott, Willlam O. Sumner and
Charles W. Hayes.

Some time ago the directors of the Brooklyn
Public Library Association, established in 3897,
learning of the fund, proposed that it be turned
over to them on condition that the city furnish
enough additional to erect a sultable library bulld-
ing and keep it open in the Eastern District. This
was seriously considered, but the antics of the
Board of Estimate and Apportionment caused the
directors, otherwise much dispcsed to the idea, to

reject it. It was feared that the money In hand
could not be turned over to the city with such safe-
guards as would insure its being used for the pur-
poses specified. .

Through Charles A. Schieren, second vice-presi-
dent of the Institute, the trustees of that insti-
tution offered to give fifty  life memberships for
the benefit of the public school children in the
Eastern District if the old library fund should be
turned over to them. It is believed that the mem-
berships will be available by January 1.

BROOKLYN FIREMEN DISMISSED.

MUCH DRUNKENNESS COMPLAINED OF AMONG
THE MEN.

John J. Hays, of Engine No. 151 of the Brooklyn
Fire Department, was yesterday dismissed from
the force by Commissioner Scannell on seven
charges of drunkenness, neglect of duty and other
infractions of the rules of the Department.

Hays was up only last week on charges of drunk-
enness.

A CHATTEL LOAN CONCERN RESTRAINED.

IT 18 CHARGED WITH TAKING 86 PER CENT ON
A EMALL MORTGAGE.

Attorney Blenfield, counsel for-Meyer Hand and
Iouls Fox, yesterday told Justice Marean that the
Collateral Loan Association, of No. 203 Broadway,
had charged Henry Schacter 86 per cent a year on
a mortgage of $50. The property—machinery—be-
longed to Bienfield's clients, and he asked ior a
temporaty injunction restraining the loan company
from foreclosing the mortgage.

According to the plaintiffs, Henry Schacter, of
No. 58 Graham-ave. signed this chattel mort-
§fe of $30 on April 17. The manager of the

efendant association handed him only $42 38, say-
ing that he had taken out what was due for in-
terest for the next six months. Schacter objected,
but when he was told he could take that or get
out he accepted the amount offered.

MISER'S MONEY TO BE DISTRIBUTED.

AFTER MUCH SIFTING THE NEAREST HEIRS
THOUGHT TO BE FOUND.

The estate of Frederick Schudt, a miser, who
died in Brooklyn in February, 1897, is about to be
distributed, after three years of searching for
heirs and after a number of lawsuits. Schudt
came to this country from Germany about fifty
years ago, a poor man. He served in the Regular
Army from 1854 to 1861, and after that he devoted
himself to professional penmanship. He lHved all
alone and in a frugal way. Everybody wno knew
him thought he was extremely poor, and he en-
couraged this idea.

After his death it was found that he had money
in savings banks to the extent of $20,000. In a
will he left §2,000 to a friend, but said nothing of
what was to be done with the other $18,000. His
executor advertised in German papers. Soon there

were thousands of people who said they were first
and second cousins, uncles, aunts and nieces of
the dead miser. Two claimants, Nagel and Dieh-
mann, brother and sister, maintained later, how-
ever, that they were full cousins to Schudt on his
mother’s side. Colonel James D. Bell was appoint-
ed the referee in the case, and a commission was
appointed to take the testimony in Germany of the
several claimants. This commission reported that
it was satisfled that Nagel and Diehmann were en-
titled to the properti Colonel Béll came to the
same conclusion, and his report to this purpose was
confirmed yesterday morning by Surrogate Abbott.

WIDOWS' ISLAND.

ALL ITS MALE POPULATION WERE KILLED AT-
TENUING A FUNERAL.

From The Chicago Chronicle.

On the coast of Norway there is a small island
that is inhabited only by widows. It is called Aar-
lud, and Is a bleak, cheerless place. Up to a few
years ago there resided upon the island a happy
community of about a hundred souls. The men
were fishermen and egg hunters. A man arrived to
participate in the spring egsg gathering. While test-
ing his ropes on a cliff, preparatory to commencing
his search, he happened to make a false step and
fell forward over the cliff. He was instantly killed,
and it was only with great difficulty that his body
was recovered.

As there had not been a death on the island since
eleven vears before, when a boy was Killed by
a bowlder from the same cliff falling on him while
he was looking for shellfish on the beach below, the
occurrence naturally cast”a gloom over the small
community estabiished there. As a mark of sym-
pathy and respect all the men determined to attend
the funeral of the digseased, which was to take place
at the cemetery at Haugesund, on the mainland.

The coffin containing the remains was placed on
board a large herring smack, which, with the
mourners, set out for the shore. During the pro-
ceedings at the burial ground a tremendous gale
arose and, blowing from the eastward, soon lashed
up a terrific sea.

When the men returned to thelr smack the storm
was at its height, and they were strongly urged to
postpone their journey home until the gale some-
what abated. Their wives, however, were all alone
on the island, and they were afraid that If they
delayed their return the women might become un-
easy. Therefore, after carefully considering the
gituation, the thirty fishermen determined to sail
for Aarlud, and having taken advantage of the op-
portunity to replenish their household supplies the
boat was rather heavily laden. It would have been
better if they had left their purchases behind, but,
unwilling to do this, they set off for their island in
their small and heavily laden craft.

Their progress through the angry sea was most
anxiously watched by the people on the mainland,
who, when the boat had gone the distance of about
a mile and a half from the coast, saw that the ves-
sel was in great distress. Efforts were at once
made to go to Its assistance, but the heavy sea
beat back every boat that was launched, and the
men perished in the angry waves.
