TEACHING THE VOTER.—A colored teacher in
North Carolina has devised a plan for nullifying
in a lawful and praiseworthy manner the stringent
end partisan anti-suffrage amendment recently
adopted in that State. He proposes to instruct
voters of his race during the next four years, hold-
ing school at certain places every Baturday. On
his terms the voter will learn how to read the Con-
stitution of the State and that of theUnited States,
besides which it is proposed to give instruction in
the four fundamental rules of arithmetic. The
teacher will charge 5 cents a lesson, or $§10 40 for the
course. The circular of the originator of this plan
states that there are fifty-two Saturdays in the
year, and that all industrious and energetic colored
men can attend Saturday school at least four-
fifths of these Saturdays, or thirty-nine days in the
year. Then he figures out the various Sunday,
recreation ané wvacation days, and sums up 732
days' study at home without a teacher in four
years. His scheme is so far interesting that it
might be well to quote h!s closing paragraph:

Saturday school will commence at the Rankin

Richards Institute, Windsor, N. C., Saturday,
October 6, 1900. The teacher is to be paid $§15 a
Haturday. The price to a scholar will be 5 cents a
head. It will require thirty scholars to pay the
teacher at 5 cents a head, The session will com-
mence at § o'clock and close at 4 It is to be
hoped that in case the teacher does not have
enough scholars at 5 cents a head to pay him $150
& Saturday, the more able scholars will make up
the needed amount. Owing to the small price that
is charged per head, women may also attend the
Baturday school. It is the hope of the superin-
tendent to have Saturday school at Lewiston,
Colerain, Kelford and Merry HIill, Bertie “ounty,

NARROW ESCAPE OF MR. HANNA.
