VALUE OF A BEQUEST TO MRS. BUTTERFIELD
FROM FORMER LOVER.
St. Paul, Minn.,, Oct. 8§.~Through the publication

of a dispatch from Milwaukee in to-day's ‘“Pioneer
Press” Mrs. H. E. Butterfield, of this city, has dis-
covered that she is $200,000 wealthier than she had
imagined. Mrs. Butterfield was formerly Miss
Belle Griffin, of Minneapolis, and in 1880, while
upon an excursion to the Pacific Coast, she met
Thomas P. Harkin, of Boston, Their acquaintance
was later carried on by means of correspondence,
and they became engaged.  Shortly after the en-
gagement Miss Griffin \'Isi(ed New-Enzland with
her mother, and the wedding was fixed for a
few months thereafter, and she returned home to
prepare for the event. Shortly after this Harkin
was attacked by severe hemorrhages of the lungs
and died. The night before his death he sent for
a lawyer and had him execute for his affianced wife
a quit claim deed to a mining property in Hon-
duras. Last winter, as the result of syndicate op-
erations, the progperty greatly increased in value,
and the attorney, who is now practigslng in De-
troit, learned of this fact, and on communicating
with the syndicate, was offered $200,600 for a quit
claim deed from Miss Griffin. All trace of that
vounz woman had. however., been lost. Mrs. But-
terfield, on reading the dispatch printed to-day, at
once took steps to establish her identity, and will
shortly receive the $200,600. Her husband is a clerk
in a railroad freight office.

THE ICE CROP IN MAINE.

Bangor, Me., Oct, 8 (Special).—The ice shipping
season of Maine is practically over, and, contrary
to expectations at the first of the season, and even
up to a few months ago, a considerable part of
the crop will be carried over to next spring. On the
Penobscot there was at the beginning of the season
a stock of 171,000 tons, and of this about 117,009 tons
has been shipped. Of the remainder., 30,000 tons is
good ice, while 24060 tons must be classed 2s
doubtful and subject to heavy waste. The trust, or
the American Ice Company, now controls 115,000 tons
of the capacity on this river, and all of this was
full when the season opened. They have shipped
about 93,000 tons, and will probably carry over the
balance.

On the Kennebec about 400,000 tons of the 890,000
tons stock has been shipped, and shipments are
neariy over for this vear. The conditions on that
river are not encouraging. 1t is thought that the
American Ice Company will have opposition in
Maine this winter, as representatives of various
concerns in New-York and Philadelphia have been
in Maine looking up sites for houses and getting
options on existing houses. 1t is also reported that
the American Ice Company will secure piers in
Boston, with the view of supplying thdt city from
the Kennebec.
