PORT CHESTER IN ARMS FOR M'KINLEY.
NEIGHBORING PLACES HELP SWELL THE |
PARADE AND MASS MEETINGS. {

The largest Republican demonstration in West-
chester County since the Blaine campaign of 1884
was held In Port Chester last night. It began with
a big display of fireworks in Liberty Square, which
wae witnessed by neariy ten thousand people gath- |
ered from Port Chester, Rye, Mamaroneck and ad-
jacent towns, and from Greenwich and Stamford,
Conn.

Club, of Mount Vernon. - James 8. Merritt, captain
of the police patrol of Port:Chester, was grand
marshal, and a hailf dozen bands and drum corps
furnished the music. The Bryan Battery, which
has taken part in many Democratic parades, was |
out for McKinley.

Congressman James 8. Sherman, of Utiea, who is
the guest of ex-Congressman William L. Ward,
afterward addressed a !large mass meeting at the
Opera House, which was packed to the dcors.

CROKERON THEANXIOUS SEAT

HAS A SUSPICION THAT THE PUBLIC IS
LAUGHING AT HIM—WANTS HIS
“ARGUMENTS"” ANSWERED.

Richard Croker is in a peculiar frame of mind.
He has a shrewd suspicion that he has said some-
thing foolish again, and that the public is laughing
at him. He cannot quite define what it is; but yes-
terday he was irritated. He declared that whenever
he argued from a Democratic point of view, all he
received was laughter or personal abuse In reply;
that no one answered his arguments, and that he
would not talk any more until the Republicans re-
plied to his assertions. Mr. Croker makes this
announcement about talking no more, every day—
sometimes twice and three times a day—but he does
not stick to it. He babbles along like a brook, and
will prattle to any one who wil! listen to him upon
any known subject.

The Tammany boss said yesterday in a grieved
way that the Republicans poke fun at him when-

| ever he speaks, Instead of taking his arguments

upon trusts and imperiallsm seriously. “Now, I
am not going to talk any more,” he added plain-
tively., *“‘until they answer my arguments. ‘Luaey
only abuse me and don't answer me. Whenever
they produce any one to answer my arguments I
will talk, and not until then.”

When this news was carried to Republican head-
quarters {t was said there that zertainly a dozen
orators would be detailed to answer Mr. Croker
and keep him going, as every speech he made
added votes to the Republican column, and it would
never do to let him stop.

Norman E. Mack, who was so soundly drubbed in
Erie County by William F. Sheehan, turned up at
State headquarters yesterday. Mr. Mack, who had
been sulking ever since his defeat, seemed to have
regained some of his accustomed spirits. He found
quite a gathering at State headquarters. Ex-Sen-
ator Murphy, James K. McGuire, Frank Campbell,
Senator McCarren, Richard Croker and James
Shevlin were all there. Ex-Governor Stone and
“Slim Jim” Richardson in their gorgeous apart-
ments in the Hoffman House heard of this pow-
wow and ambled over to the St. James Building to
take part. Just as they got in Mr. Mack was mak-
ing one of those luminous predictions for which he
is noted. With his face all lighted up with en-
thusiasm he was saying:

Everything up the State looks bright. Bryan will
certainly be elected. McKinley may have a ma-
jority of 60,000 above the Bronx, but no more, Tha
city will give Bryan 100,000, and vou see that means
we carry the State by at least 40,000. We will carry
Erie County, but T do not care to give figures on
that. At the lowest possible estimate Bryan will
carry the State by 25,000 We are getting all the
money we need and things are running smoothly.

The conference at the St. James bullding yester-
day was mainly about the speeches which Bryan
will make while in this State. A tremendous pro-
gramme has been mapped out, and Bryan will have
a hard week of it. The original itinerary has not
been changed. “It will be a hard strain on Mr.
Bryan,” admitted Mr. Mack, “‘but he will be in the
private car all the time, and the <peeches will be
brief ones. Mr. Bryan will return here on October
27 to speak at Madison Square (iarden, under the
auspices of the National Association of Democratic
Clubs, and then he wiil go over into New-Jersey.”

The members-of the State and Nstional Com-
mittee were asked about the statement made In
Chicago by Daniel J. Campau, that Democrats
would boycott any firm which tries to coerce its
employes into voting for McKinley. They all
professed ignorance of the report. Ex-Governor
Stone said that he knew of firms which were
coercing their employes, but he did not think re-
taliatory measures would be taken!

Ex-Governor Stone said last night, after an $1865
dinner, washed down by a wine of rare vintage:
““No princes of the blood, no trust magnates, no

grinding monopolists were at the National head-
quarters yesterday. There were lots of plain Dem-
ocrats, and only such called.

CHANGE IN REPUBLICAN EMBLEM.

The Republican emblem on the official ballot this
fall will be slightly different from the one used last
vear. The change will be in the ballot box under
the eagle with outstretched wings. The old ballot
box was an outline drawing. On the ballots this
fall the ballot box will be all black. The reason
for the change is that in Buffalo last fall the globe
of the ballot box was represented by a clearly de-

fined black ring, and many Buffalo voters took this
ring for the circle in which to place their “X.” All
ballets marked in this way were, of course, spoiled.
At the Republican State Convention the necessary
resolution was adopted authorizing the change in
the emblem.

VAN WINKLE FOR CONGRESS.

SEVENTH DISTRICT REPUBLICANS NOMI-
NATE HIM BY ACCLAMATION.

The Republican convention of the VIIth Con-
gress District was held at Lincoln Hall, Jersey
City, yesterday. It was a young men’s convention.
The officers chosen were young men, and the can-
didate nominated is a young man. The suggestion
of a facetious delegate was adopted, that they send
a telegram to Richard Croker, of New-York, in-
forming him that his advice had been accepted,
and that the convention had given the young men
a chance.

Chairman Edward W. Woolley of the County
Committee called the convention to order by say-
ing: *I propose to open this convention with three
cheers for McKinley and Hobart.,”” The cheers
were given with a will. Then a delegate asked:

BROOKLYN NEWS.

REPORT ON BROOKLYN WATER.

DEPARTMENT OFFICIALS OPPOSE GETTING
SUPPLY FROM QUEENS COUNTY
COMPANY.

Chief Engineer Birdsall of the Department of
Water Supply sald yesterday that while the rain
on Monday and Tuesday raised the water conslder-
ably In some of the Croton reservolrs it did little
good in the Brooklyn watershed. *“The sandy soil
of Long Island soaks up the rain there quickly,"”
Mr. Birdsall saii, “and it will take more rain to re-
lleve the situation in Brooklyn. We cannot reopen
the Atlantic-ave. main until there is more water."”

Commissione# Dalton yesterday made a report at
the meeting of the Boaril of Publlc Improvements
against the proposition recommended by President
Grout of Brooklyn for getting a temporary addi-
tional supnly of water from the Queens County
Water Company. The report said that the Deputy
Commissioner of Water Supply for the Borough of
Brooklyn and Rebert Van Buren, engineer in
charge of the Brooklyn water supply, had reported
that when a city has the means and authority of
making necessary additions to its water supply
that method of obtaining the needed supply is to be
preferred. They believed emergencies might arise

when private water companies should be called
upon to supply a deficiency in the water service,
but that in the present case the aid obtnlqahle
under the proposition of the Qucens County Water
Company and the Flatbush Water Company would
be of little or no avail, especially in view of the
fact that the emergency had been relieved by rain-
fall.

A BOARDWALK BY NEXT SUMMER.

COMPANY COMPOSED OF OWNERS OF
WATERFRONT TC BUILD IT.

Coney Island by July 1, 1801, is practically certain
to have a boardwalk, thirty-nine feet wide. Borough
President Grout proposed the improvement sev-
eral months ago. The owners of the waterfront
property from the Concourse to Sea Gate, have
made sure of the accomplishment of the plan. They
have just formed themselves into a company, and
engaged C. 8. Voorhees, of No. 16 Court-st., a civil
engineer, to draw plans for the boardwalk, These
plans were submitted yesterday to the Buildings
Department, and Commissioner Guilfoylé will look
them over, while the company is awaiting incor-
poration and the power to start work.

In talking about the enterprise yesterday Mr,
Voorhees said that the city would save a large
amount of money by having the property owners
build the walk. If it should undertake the work
itself it would have to pay $1,000,000 for the land,
then build the walk and take upon itself a num-
ber of suits for damages. It is thought that this
thoroughfare will improve the conditions on the
island, because it will bring into the light the re-

sorts which have hidden themselves in the region
of the waterfront.

Another benefit to the public, it is declared, will
be the fact that the bathers will not cross the
walk, which will be ten feet above the ground and
forty feet back from high water, but they will
pass beneath, leaving the way clear. The individual
property owners will retain the fee in the land, but
will lease the wulk to the company for a long term
of years—twenty, probably—with a clause giving
the privilege of a renewal at the end of the period.
The flooring will be of spruce, two inches thick,
and at the sides there will be iron railings 3 feet 6
inches high, except where the buildings open di-
rectly upon the walk.

CLIMBING RACE ON THE BRIDGE.

TO SETTLE A BET SAILORS GO HAND OVER
HAND TO TOP OF A TOWER.

Sailors from the Grosser Kurfiirst and the Au-
gusta Victoria met on the Bridge on Tuesday night.
