BRYANITE GAME OF BLUFF

DEMOCRATIC PREDICTIONS AND PER-
FORMANCES CONTRASTED.

/'HE PRESENT SITUATION CLOSELY RE-
SEMBLING THAT AT THE SAME
PERIOD FOUR YEARS AGO.

Washington, Oct. 10.—At this juncture, with
the election only four weeks off, in some aspects
there is a most striking parallel between the
present Presidential canvass and that of four
years ago, when the same candidates were pitted
egainst each other. In the last three days of
September, 1806, the Republican managers had
become perfectly satisfied that McKinley would
win, and have many votes to spare. His suc-
cess was predicated on the =olid support of all |
the Northern States east of the Mississippi, with
the addition of Delaware, Maryland and West |
Wirginia, and & good fighting chance for Ken-
tucky. PBEverything was privately conceded to
be “in the alr’” west of the great river and on |
the Pacific Coast, but with chances favoring
McKinley in both California and Oregon. Very
Jittle confidence was placed In Republican
ehences in the intermediate Western prairie and
mountain States.

Yet Bryan was raging up and down and round |
ghout the country, speaking ceaselessly from the |
gtump day and night, everywhere drawing
enormous erowds, and that, too, in some of the
very States counted upon most certainly for
McKinley. People who take only a superficial
view of such matters thought that Bryan was
heving it all his cwn way, particularly in TIi-
nois, Indiena and Michigen. Even Ohio was
spparent!y made shaky by his personal advent
and demagogic appeals to class prejudice. But
none of the Republican leaders shared 1a these |
misgivings. They knew the country was safely
Republican long before the event.

JONES AS CHIEF RAINBOW CHASER.

It wes precisely at that moment that the Hon.
James K. Jones, chalrman of the Democratic
National Committes, inspired by a gleam of
what he mistonk for political grand strategy,
put forth from their Chicago headquarters, right
in the midst of what was called the “battle |
ground,” a statement of the Popocratic claims |
to the States which Bryan was sure to carry !

Some of the claimed States were shown to be
not even in the debarable column, so dead set
were they for McKinley. The claim to Ohio was
ehown to be preposterous, and z counterclaim
of 40,0000 Republican plurality put in. The Re-
publican National Committee boldly claimed
Wisconsin by 100,000. The Jones figures on |
New-York and other Eastern States, making it
appear that Eryan was growing and had a
ghow even in the “enemy’s country,” were treat-
ed with derision, and the Empire State was set
down for McKinley by 150,000 plurality.

Jones had furnished mno data upon which his
predictions were based, whereas the Republicans
furnished much tangible evidence to substan-
tiate their rebutting claims.

Yet, apparently with perfect confidence, Bryan
is again seeking the Presidency; again appeal-
ing to the voters from the stump in his own be-
half, again drawing the same gaping crowds
wherever he goes. Again in every quarter of
the West the fuslonists are noisy and aggres-
sive. Again are heard the claims that Bryan is
making great inroads in the “German vote” of
Illinols and Wisconsin, and therefore Chicago is
going to give him 75,000 majority, and with it
the State of Illinois. Again the public is told
that the “gas belt” In Indiana is on the eve of
revolutionizing for Bryan, and that he will soon
appear in the East and make doubtful not only
New-York, but New-Jersey, Connecticut and
Maryland.

HISTORY REPEATING ITSELF.

And to complete this wonderful parallel the
Democratic managers, located in the same old
town of Chicago, have again issued a ‘“claims”
circular so nearly like the Jones claim of 1806
as to lead to the suspicion that it was copled

chaser.” Everything in sight. as before, is
claimed for the Demo-Pop. candidate.

thirty-six States are again asserted to be “sure”
for Bryan, and again only nine are conceded to
McKinley. With an air of seriousness three
States only are placed in the doubtful column.
Who would guess that they were Michigan,

| Minnesota and New-Jersey? New-York, Ohio

and Wisconsin, not to mention any others, are
claimed outright for Bryan. It is said that Sen-
ator Jones was absent when Executive Chair-
man Johnson put forth this absurd estimate.
That may well be, for it i{s not likely that Mr.
Jones would have repeated his disastrous effort
of 1896, with the results of that election still
vividiy impressed upon his memory, and with

| even less insight now on which to have a similar
| one.

It was clearly the effort of a tenderfoot,
The parallel will be fullv completed when the
returns come in on election night, four weeks
hence.

There is no show for Bryan. He will not
carry so many States as he did in 1896. The
general drift of opinion now is that McKinley
will have every State he carried in that battle,

| and in addition one California vote, Washington,

Wyoming, Kansas and South Dakota, with a
strong probability of Nebraska itself. Every

| chance that Bryan had in Maryland is rapidly

vanishing, and he never had one in West Vir-
ginia. When the “gas belt” of Indiana is heard
from it will be overwhelmingly for McKinley as
before, and so will the Germans of Illinois and
‘Wisconsin.

|  The Republican leaders have wisely and for |

viction of success.

They have feared overconfi-
dence. Bryan is helping rather than hurting

| the Republican cause. The result of his speeches
will be exactly the same as in 1896—they act as |

an alarm to warn voters of the necessity of
coming to the polls.

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TUNNEL UNDER A THEATRE.

THE GERMANIA, IN EIGHTH-ST., WILL
PROBABLY HAVE TO COME DOWN.

A theatre which has had {its share of hard
fortune is now probably condemned altogether by
the needs of the new rapid transit tunnel. It is
certainly condemned, or will be, In the legal sense
of that term, for the city will acqulre title to it
| and remove it if necessary, and it will probably be

necessary. The theatre i{s the small one in Eighth-
| st., known just now as the Germania.
| Actors believe that it is bad juck to build a
theatre where a church has stood, though there
are some notable Instances where the belief has
proved to be unfounded. But this theatre is a
case In point. It was built on the site of a church,
and it has had all sorts of luck, especially bad
luck. Tt has always seemed to be more or less
in the way of something or other. It was so much
in the way of an adjolning building that a large
square corner had to be taken out of the back of
the stage, and every scene of any depth had to be
set s0 as to fit around this corner.
, It was a varlety theatre once, and it was used

for the exploiting of the plays written by its man-
ager, Mr. Poole, after whom it was then called.
He was a most prolific writer of plays, and many
of them were produced on his own stage. Then,
being still called Poole’s Theatre, it was used for
! travelling combinations of an inexpensive sort, and
had varying degrees of prosperity.

Then there came John Wiide, who had been for
vears a favorite member of Edward Harigan's
company, and he thought that anybody so popular
as he ought to have a theatre of his own and piays
of his own and no end of profit of his own. So he
got Poole's Theatre and a play modestly called
“Running Wild,"” and had an opening night. The
| closing night “followed hard upon,” and Mr. Wilde

decided to go back to Mr. Harrigan's company.
| There he recovered some of his losses by means of

a salary of $151 a week, which curfous sum he re-
| ceived because he insisted on having the largest
salary pald to any member of the company. and
Mrs. Yeamans got $150 a week.

The theatre then had more variety of fortune and
misfortune. It was used for a considerable time
for the production of plays In Yiddish, at smali

prices, and finally it was turned into a German
theatre. It was managed by Gustav Amberg, who
had formerly been manager of th “halia Theatre,
in the Bowery, and of the Irving e Theatre,
then called the Amberg Theatre, d he gave
musical and dramatic works in it, having a stock
| e iy, bringing star actors from Germany, dip-

Ping into the German classigs and not scorning
modern farce. He gave many creditable and in-
teresting performances. The theatre is now man-
aged by A. Phillips.

Mr. Phillips has a two years' lease of the house,
and it is thought that this will expire before it
becomes necessary to remove the building, as the
places where buildings are Interfered with will ‘be
the last to be reached in the construction of the
tunnel. The land where the theatre stands belongs
to the Stuart estate, and the building to Leonard
H. Hangen. The arrangement with regard to this
and other properties is that the constructors of
the tunnel shall save the bufld¥fres ¥ possible, and
otherwise the city shall restore them as they were,
after the tunnel is done, if the owners want them so
restored. The engineer, Mr. Parsons, said yester-
day that an attempt would be made to shore up
the theatre building and preserve it, but he had

RHODES BLAMES THE MUGWU MPS.

ATTRIBUTES THE BOER WAR TO THEM—
HIS ADVICE TO THE LOYALISTS.

Cape Town, Oct. 10.—Cecil Rhodes was warmly
applauded to-day when he assumed the presi-
dency of the congress of the South African
League. In the course of his address he attrib-
uted the South African war to the “mugwumps,”
and said that but for them Mr. Kriliger would
never have dared to send an ultimatum to Great
Britain.

Generally speaking, Mr. Rhodes was concilia-
tory in his remarks. He declared that now that
“Kriigerism has vanished” Great Britain would
establish a liberal government, “which would do
everything possible to unite the interests of
Scuth Africa with those of the Empire.”

Mr. Rhodes also said there was no desire to
“plaster Rhodesla on Cape Colony,” intimating
that it was “‘Mkelier to be the other way.” But
he thought Rhodesia would be one of the feder-
ated States, with great opportunities for expan-
sion in the direction of the Congo. He then said:

Now that the battle is over, the disputes on
the origin of the war ought to cease. The race
question mmust be subordinated. The league
should support three points—the supremacy of
the flag, equal rights, and show the Dutch that
there is no feeling against them. Having won
what it Is entitled to, the league ought to de-
monstrate that the interests of the races are
the same. Then there wiil be great hope for the
country. '

can leave his child. soon to be orphaned. The
person q.ddrossed is alleged to he a relative of the
prisoner’'s wife, long since deceased, and the pris-
oner, remembering this relative, asks if he or
she would be willing to take charge of the child.
That is step No. 1.

“Some little time later a second letter is received
by the supposed relative, again asking if the pris-
oner can count on the child finding

HOW THE a home with this relative. The
PLAN IS prisoner is now dying. Then for
CARRIED the first time it is mentioned that
OovUT. there is a legacy for the child,

generally put at £17,000, and that a
certain percentage of this sum will go to the per-
son providing a home for the chlld. Then comes a

| letter from the parish priest, which simply advises
| the victim that his relative had dled in prison.

An-
other month elapses, and the priest sends on a
certified copy of the will. All is perfectly regular
and legal to all appearances, but the will. the no-
tarial seal and the parish paper are all forgeries,
The only weak spot is that there is no Cas.le Prison
in Valencia. The method of proceeding up to this
point is always the same. After this, however,
various devices have been resorted to in order to
get money from the alleged relative. Sometimes
expenses in getting the legacy are made the ex-
cuse. Usually, however. the ward starts for Amer-
ica, and word to this effect reaches the relative.
Then the ward falls ill on the way and writes a
beautifully worded letter to the relative from the
convent where she lies sick. A priest writes for
her, and the paper used is a counterfeit. From $500
to $150 are the sums asked for, these being to
cover the expenses of collecting the legacy and to
pay the necessary debts incurred by the ward on
account of her illness. A picture of the ward al-
ways accompanies this letter. [ have twenty of
these pictures at Valencta, and they are all of the
same woman. It is an Ingenious and clever impo-
sition, which, in spite of the wide publicity that has
been given to It still seems to flourish like a green
bay tree "

WALDORF ASTOR MADE EXECUTOR.

AFFIDAVIT THAT HE I8 AN AMERICAN CITIZEN

WAS NECESSARY.

Surrogate Thomas yesterday appointed Waldorf
Astor, the young son of Wiillam Waldorf Astor,
who has only recently attained his majority, an
executor of the will of the original John Jacob
Astor. The will of which the young man is ex-
ecutor was made about fifty years ago. One of its
provisions is that whenever the surviving executors
shall number no more than two, by death or other-
wise, those two shall have the power of naming,
with the sanction of the courts. a third executor.
About two months ago William Waldorf Astor and
Charles Peabody, jr., went bhefore Surrogate
Thomas and announced that they were the only
surviving executors of the will and that they
wished Waldorf Astor to be named as a coexecutor.

Mr. Peabody made an affidavit in which he al-
leged that the voung man was born in the United
States, and that he had never taken any steps to
foreswear allegiance to this country, and that
therefore he was a citlzen and eligible to the posi-
tion as executor. On the strength of this affidavit
the appointment was made.
