Some slight indications were observable yes-
terday for the first time that the outery against
=protected” vice is beginning to have an effect
gven upon a police force which permits brothels -
to drive out churchee from certain parts of the
eity. The Police Commissioners met, and by a-
formsl resolution directed Chief Devery to cause
an investigation to be made at once of each
piace specified in the recent letter of the Super-
tntendent of Electione &= an illegal resort. This
jetter was recently published in The Tribune.
Jt gave the street numbers of more than two
pundred such pleces. The Board ordered Dev-
ery to report to it specifically upon each of the
places named, and also asked the Superintendent
of Elections to give to the police all the evidence
which he has collected against these places.
This Mr. McCullagh has already refused to do,
saving when Devery made a similar request of
h'm that the police could easlly oollect evidence
for themselves if they wanted it

Devery followed this action by calling upon
the commanders of all precincts to send a “sin-
gle man” each to Inspector Cross, with orders
to work under his instructions. In Cross’'s dis-
trict most of these places flouriegh which have
peen pointed out by MeCullagh. Last vear Cross
sent out forty unmarried men to gather evi-
depce against disorderly women. They took
about two months to do it, and only two of them
msde any arrests. They were promptly sent
pack to the regular patrol work of the precincts
whence they came. It may be that this show
of activity on the part of the police is merely |}
a bluff.

REPUBLICAN GAINS PREDICTED

TWO OR THREE CONGRESS SEATS MAY BE
WON IN PENNSYLVANIA, WITH AN IN-
CREASED VOTE FOR M'KINLEY.

Washington, Oct. 11 (Special).—Representative
Packer, of Pennsylvania, who has returned to
Washington for a day or two, declares that McKin-
ley’'s vote will be even larger in that State than
it was four vears 2go, and there are good prospects
of gaining two, and perhaps three, Representatives
in Congress. He says’

CROKER STILL IN A SULKY MOOD.

SERIOUSLY—
MAYOR TAGGART SURE OF INDIANA

SURE - OF INDIANA,
THE “THIRTY DAY POLL"” STRONGLY IN FAVOR
OF REPUBLICANS.
Chicago. Oct. 11 (Special).—The Republican man-

agers took Indiana out of the doubtful column to-
day and anchored it in the McKinley row. What is
known in politics as the “thirty day poll” has been
completed in the Hoosler State and shows that
Indiana will give a larger Republican majority in
November than it did in 18%, when McKinley car-
ried the State by more than eighteen thousand.
The “thirty day poll” is the canvass made thirty
days before election. Henrv C. Payne, vice-chair-
man of the Republican Nationa! Committee, made

the assertion that Indlana is no longer doubtful,
while Senator Hanna sat across the room and
nodded assenut

The claiming of Indiana is the best possible proof

that the Republicans are confident of victory on
November 6. The State always has been a puzzle
in Presidential campaigns, for the fight has been
close, and neither party has been certain of carry-
ing it unti] the were counted. Since 1872
Indiana has alternated hetween the Republican and
Democratic columns in Presidential years. In 1872
it went Republican, in 1876 Democratic. in 18% Re-
publican, in 1884 Democratic, in 1888 Republican. in
1892 Democratic and in 1886 Republican. According
to custom !ndi_a_rm should go Democratic this yvear,
but the Republicans say it i« now a question o
majority for their party. Mr. Payne's opinion was
amply corroborated by reports brought to head-
quarters from Indiana to-day by Postmaster-Gen-
eral Charles Emory Smith.

DR. SHAW FOR M'KINLEY.

SAYS THE NATION'S SENSE OF CON
SISTENCY DEMANDS BRYAN'S
DEFEAT.

“The Outlook™ for October 13 contains the first
two of a serles of papers on ‘“The Issues of the
Campalgn.” which the editor promises is to be
concluded next week with an article by Dr.
Charles Eiiot., president of Harvard Unlversity,
“summing up the i{ssues and presenting them in a
philosophic or academic manner, as it may be ex-
pected they will be viewed by the historian of the
future when the heats of the present election shall
have passed away.”” In the present numbher Dr.
Albert Shaw writes of the campaign issues “From
a Republican Standpoint,”” and Charles A. Towne
treats of them “From a Democratic Standpoint.”
Dr. Shaw save:

I have beén asked to write something as to what
seems to me the propriety of supporting the Re-
publican National candidates this vear. 1 am the
more free to do this because [ write as a private
eitizen, under no abligations of any kind to make
out u case or to give any reasons that might tslly
with those of party leaders or campaign commit-
tees, P

He states two firm- convictions—first, that the
present is a suitable time for a vote of confidence
in the Admignistration of the country. and an un-
favorable time for the display of captious or in-
tense partisanship; . and, second, that issues not
now siaffiefently formiulated for action or for ma-
ture discussion. are Hkely within a few years to
present themselves in such a way that rather sharp

political conflict may be inevitable, whether men
should seek it or not.
Whiie the last quarter century has not been

productive of great statesmen anywhere, Dr. Shaw
thinks it has yet produced “many well trained
men, of a type better qualified. perhaps, {0 act
than to discuss or to phiiosophize.” He continues:

At the present moment there is, In my opinion,
no other man in the United States so well quali-
fied 10 be President as Mr. McKinley. [ ohserve
that the onrly men who inveign oitterly against
the President’'s motives and character are a class
of men nol in a position to speak from pervonal
knowledge. No Presicent whiie in office has ever
been moare strong in the esteem of public men of
all partles at Washington than William MeKinley.
Next to Mr. Mchiniey I am inclined to think that
Fheodore Roosevelt 18 the best qualitied man in

the country to bear the responsibilities of the
Presidency. Both men know the country well in
all ‘its g ts, and are wholly emancipated from

local. or sectional prejudices. They are both emi-
nently National in their point of view.

MR. M'KINLEY'S QUALIFICATIONS.

Aside from his perfect temper. his self-control,
his tact and his wide knowiedge of men—all of
which are very valuable gualities in politics—Mr
McKinlev has great natural dignity, without any
riousness whatever, and he

1 pacity for taking a disinterest
ed view of public questions. With very few egcep-
tions he has made remarkably creditablie appoin!-
ments to public office. He has great persuasive-
ness in public speech. and the power of singularly
lucid presentation in his messages and State pa-
pers, as well as in such deliverances as his recent
notification speech and his still more recent .letter
of acceptance.

But, it is sometimes asked. admitting that Mr.
McKinley is an amiable gentieman of many excel-
lent traits and gualifications. is it not true that he
lacks decizion of character” and is it not true that
he is subject to undue infiuence from undesirable
sources” These are questions that cannot be an-
swered in such a way as to satisfy everybody. be-

{ cause no two men can possibly apply the same

standards. I do not. for my part. think that Mr.
McKiniey has shown fatal infirmity of will, or that
he has been as putty in the hands of either per-
sonal or official advisers. I believe that be has
been and is now truly the head of the Administra-
tion. As to ‘his heing' Mr. Hanna's man. 1 should
be inclined to say. from what I have seen of poli-

! tics, that it is at least equally true to say that Mr.
{ Hanna is his ‘'man

Mr McKinley's heads of ex-
ecutive departments and constitutional advisers
have mever, so far as I know. felt that a “kitchen
cabinet” interposel Itself between them and the
President; nor have they felt that their councils
were presided over by a weak or inefficient man.

If Mr. McKinley i= not to be elected. the onlv

alternative at the present time is the election of
Mr. Bryan. Dr. Shaw points out that Mr. Bryan
is known “‘only as a brilllant platform orator, iden-
tified with the advocacy of certain specific opinions
and extremely skilful {n the dialectics of political
debate. How well fitted he is to perform the mani-
fold daily duties of a great executive office, or to
ascertain and pursue the wise course in a difficult
and dellcate matter of public policy—such, for ex-
ample, as that which the Chinese question has
lately presented—can be only a matter of conject-
ure, because Mr Brvan has not as yet stood the
test of experience in executive or diplomatic work.”

SILVER THE REAL ISSUE.

Turning from men to measures, Dr. Shaw shows
that it was the silver issue and nething else which
made Mr Bryan the logical eandidate of the three
parties whose fusion had been brought about by
sole virtue of the relation of Mr Brvan to that
particular question. The only way by which the
Democrats at Kansas City could in reality have
made imperialism the paramount issue was (1) to
have omitted the reaffirmation of the Chicago plat-
form of 1886, (2) to have ignored or expressly post-
poned the free silver question, and (3) to have nomi-
nated somebody else than Mr. Bryvan. He sayvs:

The country had squarely defeated free silver
four years ago, and it had clinched that decision by
again electing a very strsng sound money majority
in the House of Representatives two vears ago, and
further by gradually increasing the sound money
and Republican majority in the Senate. If, indeed,
the war had brought new questions to the front
and relegated old onez to the rear. the Democrats
should have seen this to be true and acted accord-
ingly. Mr. Bryan perceived the impropriety of his
being nominated except upon a silver platform,
and, in consequence. his demand was granted.

Mr Bryan's sense of consistency has thus forced
upon the country this vear a wrong platform and
a wrong candidate, and I believe that the coun-
try's sense of consistency firmiy demands Mr
Bryan's defeat. His election would inevitably open
the silier gquestion in a manner needlessly disturb-
ing . Even if Mr. Bryan's election should not
precipitate a great panic it would lead ro such dis-
trust in business circles as very greatly to depress
industrial and commercial life, with the result of
idle workshops and hard times. If there were
conclusive reasons for defeating the free silver
movement four vears ago, those reasons are vastly
Sironger now I'o no man in the United States
just new—whether day laborer, mechanic. farmer,
clerk. schonl teacher, business man or professional
man—does the gold standard present any really
appreciable hardships while the attempt to
make a shift back to the ancient bimetallic stand-
ard at the ratio of 16 to 1 involves some peril for
everybody. Yet Mr. Brvan refused to take the
Democratic nomination this vear unless the plat-
form should distinctly demand an immediate re-
turn to the free coinage of silver at the ration of

16 to 1. This, in my opinion. is reason enough why
every thoughtful man should vote against Mr
Bryan,

THE SILVER MOTE IN MR. TOWNE'S EYE.

Mr. Towne’'s paper deals for the most part in glit-
tering generalities and denunciation of the Repub-
lican party. He admits that the country has ex-
perienced some degree of prosperity, but denies
that the Republican Administration has had any-
thing to do with bringing this about. ‘“The pros-
perity which has the TU'nited States has
heen only our distributive share of a revival that
has embraced all of the great nations of the earth.”

He asserts that the silver question is still unsei-
tled, and harps thus on the old string:

The only practicable settlement of it is in a resto-
ration of the equivalent money relation between sil-
ver and gold, which can only be brought about
either by a consociation of nations or by the open-
ing of the mints of a sufficiently powerful nation
to give support by commercial use to the two met-
als at a proper ratio of equivalence

L.arge numbers of Republicans belleve that the
gradual change in our financial system, which has
resulted in narrowing its hase to gold alone, has
been to a great extent for the purpose of increas-
ing the vacuum that must be filled by resorting to
paper money, and thus enlarging the opportunities
of the hanks by permitting tnem to meet this call
through the {ssuance of a ‘*currency under their
control. . Since the volume of money, other things
being equal. determines the price of everything
exchanged by means of it, and since men procure
money with which to pay their debts by exchnni-
ing for moneyv what they raise and make, it 1is
therefore within the power of those who control
the wvolume of monev to.regulate the prices of
commoaodities and the burden of debts and taxes.

BRYAN'S WORK IS ANARCHY.
MAJOR JOHN BYRNE ADDRESSES DEMO-
CRATIC HONEST MONEY LEAGUE—-THE
ORGANIZATION'S WORK.

G. B. Sheppard. secretary of the newly organized
Demoeratic Honest Money League or America, In
speaking of the work of the organization yester-
dav. said:

i THE SENATOR FINDS THE PEOPLE PRO-

FOUNDLY ANXIOUS TO BEAT BRYAN.

Senator Chauncey M. Depew, who for the last
ten days has been making speeches up the State
and made an address in Chicago, returned home
yesterday moraing. Commenting upon his trip
Senator Depew sald:

| Three weeks ago I took a preliminary trip
| through tle State, and then on every hand [
found apathy, indifference and neglect. The
people were inclined to take the view that even
it Bryan were elected he could do little harm on
account of a Republican Senate. This time I
found a complete revulsion ot feeling and in-
tense activity and anxious interest. The people,
I found, were saying to themselves, “Now possi-
bly the election of Bryan may not upaet things,
but wouldn’t his election agitate every commer-
cial and financial centre in this country, if not
of the world”? Now I have a good position. I am
getting gocd wages. a fair salary, and 1 am
satisfied. I know that if McKinley is elected
this will continue. If he Is defeated 1 cannot
be any better off and I will probably be much
worse. I cannot afford to take chances. Bryan,
if he i8 elected, by his efforts to bring about the
changes he advocates, although he may not be
able to effect them, will, nevertheless, through
an extra session of Congress and the statements
he will promulgate through his high office of
President, alarm and upset everything. We can-
not afford to take this risk. and it {s better to
insure what we have got than to gamble with
fate by flirting with Bryanism."

This is the way the people are talking, and it
has made a great difference 1 find that many
Democrats take this view, and on every hand
.there is the greatest desire to see McKinley re-
elected.

The meeting I addressed in Chicago was one
of the most remarkable ever held. The campaign
managers provided a tent capable of holding six-
teen thousand people. It was jammed, and fully
five thousand more were packed In the aisles. 1
found that I could reach every one of those
twenty-one thousand persons. It was curious
to witness the effect of an address upon such an
enormous audience. You may recall what won-
derful success Whitfield had as an exhorter.
His addresses were made at a time when the
whole country was deeply absorbed in the question
of spiritual welfare. He had, of course, the mag-
netism of the orator, but he had further an
audience a-hunger for what he had to say. I
noticed in talking in Chicago that there was
some of the same vearning and hunger mani-
fested by this audience. I do not mean in a
spiritual sense, but the questions before the peo-
ple are so acute and affect so deeply their
material and physical welfare, and have such a
tremendous bearing upon their work and in-
come, that they are anxious and eager to hear
the questions discussed. Thers was no apathy.
but on the other hand almast hysterical interest
in what was going on.

I think that the tide has turned strongly
against Bryvan. The silent vote and the vote of
the business man, wage-earner, salaried man.
and the man of a small business, is going to be
enormous and will go for McKinley.

Finally. I turned to the 4350 girl students of the
university who were present and asked how
many of them would like to see the ccuntry pull
down its flag in the Philippines, allow Aguinaldo
to set up as a dictator, and leave the islands to
the mercy of foreign countries.

“Now all of you who do, raise yvour hands ™
I said. Not a single hand was raised.

“That shows there are more cowards amons
the young men than among you girls,” I said
and T had no more guestions after that.
