When Mr. Mitchell was asked in what man-
ner the operators would be informed, as they
do not recognize the United Mine Workers, he
said the employers would probably find It out
through the newspapers. "We gathered most
of our information as to what the operators
are doing," he said, "from the newspapers, and
Isuppose they are doing the same."

DISCUSSING THE WAGE SCALE.
Both of to-day's sessions were again held in

Becret. At the •morning session the entire wage

Ecale was discussed in all its phases, and in

order that Bomethlng tangible could be brought

before the convention a committee of thirteen
was appointed for the purpose of drafting into
resolutions the suggestions made by the dele-
gates. This committee consisted of President
Mitchell, the presidents of Districts No. 1 and
No. &, the secretary of District No. 7, and three
de-lfrgates from each of the three districts, thir-
teen in all. Before the convention took its noon
recess W. D. Ryan, secretary and treasurer of
the United Mine Workers of Illinois, and"'.Mother" Mary Jones, of Chicago, made ad-
dresses.

The action of the delegates in convention to-
day in accepting an advance of 10 per cent, pro-
viding they receive assurance* the advance will
continue inforce until April1, next year, demon-
strates that the miners are considerate of the
public interest Involved* and are disposed To be
conciliatory, and yet the mine owners refuse
to Join hands with the miners in bringing the
ctrlke to a close. The responsibility for the
Buffering that willentail on the poor in the large

Eastern cities will rest entirely with the oper-
ators. The operators have now an opportunity
to prove that the proposition offered by them
was made in good faith Ifthey are willingto
pay 10 per cent advance they certainly ought
to continue to pay for six months. The mine
workers willail remain on strike until they are
officially notified by the officers of the union
that the strike is declared at an end. There will
be no exception to this rule.
Icannot -understand any good reason why

the operators should not accept the conditions
V,ame3 In the miners' resolution. I.of course,
rope that there willbe a speedy termination of
this contest, and Ibelieve that In the future
the operators will be disposed to treat their em-
ployes with more consideration than they have
in the past.

MITCHELL'S VIEW OF THE RESULT.

Judging from the unanimity of the miners In
accepting the resolution and the determined
Ftand taken by the operators, it is generally be-
lieved here that a long contest between the
strikers and the mine owners is not unlikely.

There was great enthusiasm In the convention

\u25a0wben the proposition to the operators was car-
ried, and three cheers were given for President
Mitchell. The resolution was drafted by a com-
mittee of thirteen, appointed at the morning ses-
sion, of which the National president was chair-
man.

v agps on certain conditions. The announce-
ment of this result came unexpectedly, for

President Mitchell's statements of the business

transacted caused the impression that the mo-
tion for acceptance was meeting great opposi-

tion. It was also said that the delegates would
Insist on recognition of the union. The resolu-
tion adopted by the convention is as follows:

We, your committee, respectfully submit the
following preamble and resolutions for your
consideration:

Whereas, The anthracite coal operators have
posted notices offering an advance of 10 per
cent over wages formerly paid and have signi-
fied their willingness to adjust other grievances
•with their own employes; and

Whereas. They have failed to specify the
length of time this advance would remain in
force, and have also tailed to abolish the slid-
ing scale method of determining wages, we
would recommend

That this convention accept an advance of 10
per cent, providing the operators will continue
Its payment until April1, 1901. and will abolish
the shdins scale in the Lehigh and SchuylkiH
regions, the scale of wages in the two last
named districts to remain stationary- at 10 per
cent above hte present basis price; and that th«
companies willagree to adjust other grievances
complained of with committees of their own em-
ployes.

Should this proposition b» unacceptable to the
operators, we reeo-nmend that the convention
proposes that all questions at issue be submit-
ted *oa fair and impartial board of arbitration.

We would further recommend that under no
circumstances whatever should there be a re-
sumption of work at any of the collieries until
the operators signify their acceptance of this
proposition and you are notified officially that
the strike is ended, and all return to work in a
body on the same day.

He said that he did not feel at liberty to s;ieak
until he had made his official report. Colonel
Sanger was present at th«> French military ma-
noeuvres this summer. Hjs wife accompanied him
on part of his trip.

Another passenger on the steamer was the Bishop
of Nicaragua. Bishop Pereira does not speak Eng-
lish, but he talked in Spanish to a reporter wno
boarded the Lucar.ia at (Quarantine. While abroad
he visited Italy, France. Spain and England. He
was reoeiv»>d by the Pope on September 8. The
Pope, he said, was in good health, and spoke with
satisfaction of the Church in this country.

In regard to the Nlcarasua Canal project the
Bishop said that his people all hop*>d that it would
soon be realized, as it would undoubtedly bring
much gold to the little republic "As far as Nlca-
raugua is concerned." the Bishop said, "the matter
is entirely out of our hands, hut Inot* with satis-
faction that Congress will take up the question
next December, and Ican only hope that it will
then be promptly disposed of. We favor American
control and fortifications, as our country otherwise
might be the stamping ground ot" foreign armies.

"Of war. Nicaragua has had its full share during
the last ten years; in fact, ever since the time of
Evaristo Carazo. Our poor country has suffered
severely as a consequence, and we have seen a
weaker country in the south, Costa R;ca, march
past us to prosperity under the blessings of un-
broken peace."

NEW-YORK SYNDICATE REPUTED PUR-

CHASER OF LOCOMOTIVE WORKS.

Paterson, Oct. 13 (Special).— A rumor mi
current ir. this city to-night that the Rogers

Locomotive "Works had been sold to a New-York
City syndicate Jacob S. lingers, the head or
the company, when seen to-night, absolutely

refused to confirm or deny the rumor.
James A Morrisse, chairman of the Citizens*

Committee, which has in charge the matter of
effecting the sale of the works in the interest
of the city of Paterson, said that the negotia-
tions were at the crisis, but that be did not be-
lieve they would be closed until Monday. One
of the parties to the transaction. Mr. Morrisse
declared, had said that he would furnish the
required bond of $2<X>,ooo, which would clos»
the negotiations, on Monday morning. Mr. Mor-
risse thought that there was good reason to be-
lieve that the sale would be made, and he did

not hesitate to say that if this transaction
should go through It would be the be.st for Pat-
erson of any of the propositions that had so
far been made.

George H. Longliottom, who is a member of
the Rogers company, eaid to-night that he had
not beard that the works had been sold, but he
had understood that the sale might take place
at any moment, and that one of the parties to
the transaction had promised to furnish the
bond.

XEGOTTATIOXS AT A CRISIS.

Other operators Indorsed Mr.Lathrop's remarks.

Eeranton. Perm., Oct. 13 (Special).— The coal op-
erators her© who were seen regarding the action of
the miners' .convention were non-committal, saying
that the mine owners would soon meet to consider
the- question. . Several Individual operators . have
been In conference In New-York since yesterday.
A« these are the same :men who went there last
week to consult with the presidents of .the coal
carrying roads regarding a reduction in the trans-
portation tolls, it is presumed that the same sub-
ject is under discussion. The members of the com-
mittee upon their return last week said that they
were not in a position to state what concessions
had been made, but admitted that they were work-
Ing "along these lines." When they joined the
railroad companies in the 10 per cent advance offer
the Independent operators declared that they could
not possibly grant the Increase with the present
transportation rates, and explained that they were
placed in a position where they were compelled to
co-operate with the railroad companies in their
efforts to bring about a settlement.

Bhamokln, Perm., Oct. 13.—The news from the
Scranton mine workers' convention was welcomed
by the strikers here. They express !satisfaction
over the action of the delegates, and say they will
not return to work until President Mitchell gives
the order.

Pottsville, Perm., Oct. 13 (Special).— An effort was
made to-night to get the answer of the Reading
Coal and Iron Company to the Scranton resolu-
tions. President Harris preferred to say nothing
at this time, and Superintendent Luther replied
that he had concluded to hold a conference with
the company officials before making any reply.
From other sources it was learned that 16 per cent

increase was rather a large one to be asked for
until April 1. when the falling off in demand and
warm weather might greatly decrease the price of
coel.

The Reading company feels hurt, it is under-
stood, that its many concessions to its employes
did not receive more consideration from the men
before striking. Oil and powder • were given at
about cost; pay was made every two weeks, there
are no company storer. and employes were al-
ways treated with consideration. The Scranton
resolutions will be considered by the company at
an early day.

Our offer was of a plain 10 per cent Increase in
wages, nothing more, and we do not propose to in-
crease It. The miners must accept that or the
strike will continue. We will not consider the
question of arbitration. We will not agree to fix
a limit for keeping the increase in force. As to
th*» sliding scale, which prevails only in the Schuyl-
kill region, we have not il:«ri.:Fs-ii it. but the oper-
ators do not greatly care whether it is kept or not.

W. A. Lathrop. general superintendent of the
Lehigh Valley Coal Company, said:

The operators willnot agree to arbitration. Why
should we? It would be a one sided agreement.

Only the operators would be bound by it; th«
miners would not. Look at the result in' the rase
of John Markle. He had a written agreement with
his twenty-five hundred men to arbitrate all griev-
ances. Each man signed it. and all broke it. They
were advised by their leader. John Mitchell, to
break it. and they did. The operators have made
their proposition. It is left to the men either to
accept or decline It. "We will not agree to keep
the Increase in 'force for a certain period. Why
should we? It would bind us. but it would not
bind the men: they could quit any time they liked.
If they put up a guarantee in the hands of a third
party to keep the agreement, then they would be
talking business. At present their leaders cannot
promise for them what the men will do. They
will do as the faneyn leases them. Ithink every
operator will stand firm to the offer that most of
them have made, and will not increase it. The
operators have gone the limit;it is up to the strik-
ers now. Ido not think the operators have dis-
cussed the possibility of abolishing the sliding
scale, and what they" might do cannot be stated.
Ido not think, however, It would stand In the way
of a settlement.
