THE NAVAL ACADEMY HAZING.

FIFTY DEMERITS IMPOSED ON A CADET AS RE-
SULT OF COURT MARTIAL.

Annapolis, Md., Oct. 13.—By the provisions of an
order issued by Richard Wainwright, superin-
tendent of the Naval Academy, George S. Radford,
a third class cadet, receives fifty demerits and is
to be detained on the Santee for thirty days as the
result of the findings of the court martial which
on Thursday conciuded his trial upon the charge
of hazing a cadet named Isaac D. Dortsch on the
evening of October 3. Two hundred and fifty de-
merits imposed upon a cadet in any one year are
equivalent to expulsion, but, judging by Radford's
past deportment, he will escape this serious pun-
ishment, as last year he received only fifteen bad
marks.

The testimony against Radford was not dam-
aging to the extent of “hazing’’—~that calls for the
severest penalty, a dismissal from the service. It
is thought that, uniess new phases of hazing crop
out in the fnvestigation, the remaining cadets on
trial will get off with equally light punishment.

The case of John 8. Abbott, a cadet of the first
clags, was begun to-day on a similar charge of
having participated in the hazing of Dortsch. Lieu-
tenant Bookwalter, the officer who discovered the
alleged hazing, and Cadets H. G. Cook and Dortsch
gave evidence in the Abbott case to-day. Their
testimony was similar to that given in the Radferd
case. Cadet Dortsch said he sang a song, told a
story and stood upon his head at the solicitation
rather than the importunity or demand of the
uppér class men who were in the room.

YON STERNBURG GOING TO 4 NEW POST.

‘APPOINTED CONSUL-GENERAL OF GERMANY AT

CALCUTTA.

Washington, Oct. 13.—Baron Speck von Stern-
burg, German Chargé dA’Affaires, will sail next
Tuesday on the steamer Deutschland for Germany,
on his way to his new post as Consul-General at
Calcutta, one of the four important stations of the
German foreign service combining both diplomatic

and consular functions. Baron von Sternburgk
called at the State Department to-day to inform
Secretary Hay of his transfer, and also to present
Count de Quadt, the new First Secretary of_lhe
Cerman Embassy, who will serve as Char, ¢ d'Af-
fuires antil the return of the Agnbsnndor.
