The report that many cases of typhold and ma-
larial fever have broken out along Forty-second-
st, a8 a result of the torn up condition of that
thoroughfare for the last two years, was denied
yesterday by officlals of the Health Department.
Although the street is now restored to order, it is
said that sickness has followed In consequence of
the long delay.

“Malarial fever is not caused by irhaling gases,
as has popularly been thought for many years,”
sald a physician of the Sanitary Inspection Corps
yesterday to a Tribune reporter. ‘It has been
proved that the chief mediums for the transmis-
sion of the germs of this disease are mosquitoes
and drinking; water. No mosquitoes that I know
of were bred = the excavations, as no water was
allowed 0 stand there. These cases in Second-
ave. anft in other places off Forty-second-st. may
have resulted from other causes.”
