"The American Wool and Cotton Be-
porter' will say of the wool trade to-morrow: The
wool market has been more active, the sale* of the week
aggregating 3,314. Tb. Most of the purchasing baa
been done by rbe mills of moderate eizc. Some of the
largo consumers have been around and have made some
offers, but these were In most instances below the ideas
of holders, and the result Is that they secured but little
wool. The influence of the political campaign Is still
being felt In the wool market, antf the larg* consumers
as a whole have evidently made up their minds to wait
until after the election before laying In any large lines.
Here and there may ta noted an itvl'.catttn of a npeoula-
tivc \u25a0 lency Is anticipation of orders for goods after
the election, but this cuts tut very little, figure as yet in
the ma:ket. Iithe West holders still remain firm, and
attempts which have been made by representatives of
the Eastern trade to break pr.ces have failed. The sales
of tho week in Boston amounted to 3.204.3U0 Ib domes-
tic and 110.008 !t> foreign, making a total jf 3.814.3C0
tb. against a total of 2.881.488 for the previous week, and
a total r.f 5,*?2('.000 lt> for the corre?ponij!ng week last
year.
