London, Oct. 17.—The results of the second day's
racing of the Gatwick October meeting to-day are
not calculated to lessen the British irritation at
the supremscy of the American jockeys on the
English turf, as evidenced by the severe attack
made on American jockeys by Lord Durham at a
recent meeting of the Jockey Club.

STEVENS'S PLUCKY BUT UNEVEN FIGHT
AGAINST COLUMBIA —THE BLUE
AND WHITE WINS EASILY.

The Stevens Institute football team Is composed |

of light but earnest young fellows, who possess
pienty of grit and determination, but when they
tackled the Columbla eleven on the gridiron at
Columbia Field yesterday they ran into a stone
wall against which the plucky Hoboken youths
could make no impression. Columbia's
heavier and more strategic, and after the first ten
minutes of play the strength of the players on the
lighter team was gone, and Columbia rolled up
points at her p.easure during the remainder of the
afternoon.
