AN ARTESIAN WELL YIELDING A MILLION
GALLONS FOR EVERY SIXTEEN
HOURS' PUMPING.

Few except those whose business required them
to know it were aware until recently that Prospect
Park had a coplous water supply of its own. THose
familiar with the park in a general way knew there
was an artesian well in it, but the general im-
pression was that 1t was an ornamental affair that
had little practical wvalue. The suggestion of
Borough President Grout that perhaps the park
could help the Department of Water Supply in its
recent dilemima at once gave the park waterworks
a standing in the public estimation much higher
than it had formerly occupied, and the fact that
the artesian well is capable of yielding a million
gallons for every sixteen hours of pumping ap-
pears to justify the interest in the plant so sud-
denly awakened.

Tho well is situated at the foot of the principal
elevation in the park, near the lake. It is directly
on the line of the drive that skirts the northwest
shore. The pumping house and its graceful tower
are among the architectural attractions of the
great playground, and are all the prettier for the
eteep hillside and its many large trees which con-
stitute its background from the most eligible point
of view. The really interesting part of the plant,
however, is under ground, There is 2 brick walled
well fifty feet in diameter beneath the skylight
in front of the pumphouse, and at the bottom,
where it is perhaps fifteen feet less, is a pool of
limpid water several feet in depth. This pool, how-
ever, is not the supply upon which the park and
parkwaye depend. It comes from iron pipes driven
thirty feet deeper into the earth. The depth from
which the million gallons a day are drawn is eighty
feet, while the open part of the well is only
fifty feet deep.

TO TEACH WAYWARD BOYS

EXCELLENT WORK OF THE DISCIrLI-
NARY TRAINING SCHOOL.

The application of L. L. Firusk!, of the Board of
Managers of the Brooklyn Disciplinary Training
School for Boys, last week for an appropriation of
$78,000—830,000 more than last year—for running that
institution for the next year, resulted in a discus-
sion in the Board of BEstimate which involved the
question of the propriety of continuing the work.
Mr. Firusk!'s further declaration that a big bond is-
sue ought to be authorized for the construction of
a new bullding led the Mayor to declare that the
school had been a fallure, and that the inmates
ought to be taken out of it if i{ts condition was as
bad as reported. The bad condition of the building
i{s due to a fire about two years ago, the damage
from which has been only temporarily and partly
repaired. This fire is said to have originated from
the overturning during repairs of a tinner’'s fur-
nace.

The school was authorized by the Legislature in
a special act of 1896.

carpentry and military tactics. All the clothing |
worn by the inmetes is made by them, including
their shoes, stockings and underwear., The only
article of the latter which i{s not produced in the
establishment is the uniform cap. In the printing
office of the school all the stationery used in its
various departments, its rules and {ts reports are
printed, as well as all the blanks required in the
transaction of its business. All the trading among
the inmates is conducted on a banking plan, by
which the boys become familiar with bank checks,
their indorsement and presentation.

The school band consists of about twenty-five
boys, not all of whom, however, are sufficiently
proficient in the use of the instruments they are |
studylng to appear among tne players on state
occasions. The military organization consists of
three companies, with the usua! commissioned and
non-commissioned officers. The captain of one of
the companies is only fourteen years oid, and one '
of the first lleutenants is only twelve.

The school is in Eighteenth-ave., between Fifty- |
sixth-st. and Sixtleth-st., and occupies two build-
ings. The mu'n bullding 1s the former Villa de
Sales Roman Catholic Academy, and the other is
the famous old home of Jamas Allison Bennett. a
cousin of James Gordon Bennett. The former con- |
vent, on account of the fire damage referred to, is
in a barely habitable condition, The plaster is
loose on the celings and walls, and {n many places
has already fallen in large patches, The rooms
are well kept and scrupulously clean, but the ap-
pearance of the establishment is that of a place of
wholesome and consclentious endeavor, without the
necessary means and facilities. The discipline ap-
pears to be perfect. There is much to suggest the
industrial school and scarcely anything to charac-
terize the place as a prison.

JUDGE REBUKES A LAWYER.

APPELLATE DIVISION SHOULD
DEAL WITH MORTGAGEE'S
ATTORNEY.

SAYS

A decision has been handed down by Justice
Maddox, in the Supreme Court, Equity Term, in the
suit of Willlam B. Young and George B. B. Lamb,
as executors of the will of Antolnette 8. Valentine,
wife of Benjamin E. Valentine, a lawyer, agalinst
Eliza N. Campbell, her husband, Frederick W.
Campbell, and Elizabeth H. Valentine, mother of
Benjamin E. Valentine, to bar equity of redemp-
tion in premises mortgaged at Brower's Polnt,
Hempstead, Long Island, and for further relief. In
1893 the mortgages in question were made, and it
was alleged that Eliza N. Campbell and Frederick
W. Campbell, to secure to Antoinette §. Valentine
for the payment of $1,600 on April 3, 1893, mortgaged
the premises to her; that she died on August 18,
1899, leaving a will, making Willlam B. Young and
George B. B. Lamb executors, and that Benjamin
E. Valentine caused to be placed on file and re-
corded In Queens County a pretended assignment
of the mortgage named to Elizabeth H. Valentine.
It was further alleged that the assignment was
without consideration, and was never executed by
the plaintiff's devisor to Elizabeth H. Valentine;
that Benjamin E. Valentine, as attorney for
Antoinette S, Valentine, made the money loan se-
cured by the mortgage, and that the pretended as-
signment was executed in blank and filled out and
recorded after the death of the plaintiff's devisor.
It was also alleged that if the pretended assign-
ment was signed by Antoinette S. Valentine, it
was signed on representations made by Benjamin
E. Valentine that it was done for convenience and
for the purpose of protecting the interest of An-
tolnette S. Valentine and to facilitate the collection
of moneys secured thereby. which representations
were false. It was clalmed by the plaintiffs that

the defendants had failed to pay the $1,600 principal
of the mortgage, “vhich became due on April 1,
1896, and that there was due the plaintiffs 32 265 97.

Bliza N. Campbell, the defendant, denied there
was due the last sum named, and, for a separate
defence, alleged that at her husband's request, in
September, 1892, she made an agreement with Ben-
jamin E. Valentine for a loan of $1,300, to be made
to her husband, the defendant to give a mortgage
on the property near Hempstead; that Valentine
said the money would be advanced in separate
sums; that without the defendant’'s knowledge or
consent one of three mortgages was made for
$1,600, although she understood it to be for $560.
She alleged that the three mortgages were made
for the use of the sum of §1,300, and that the agree-
ment was usurious and vold.

Justice Maddox eaid, in his decision, that if he
could feel justified in holding against the plaintiffs
on the evidence, he would certainly do so; that the
conduct of the mortgagee's attorney in the whole

roceeding was reprehensible, and that he shouid
go dealt with by the Appellate Division, in his
judgment, went without saying.

“I dismiss the actions for the foreclosure of the
two $500 mortgages,” decided Justice Maddox. *“I
will say that if Benjamin E, Valentine were a party
to that action I would allow costs against him indi-
vidually in favor of the defendant Campbell, but he
i{s not before the Court, and I have no power to
do so.”
