
Mrs. Salome Sellers, cf Deer Isle, was 100 years
old last Monday, and near her lives Nathaniel
Robbin?. who was 100 years old last March. Both
were born on Deer ißle. and have always lived
there, side by side, attending the came achool In
childhood and the same church Inlatar years, and
r;«;ither has ever been away from home more than
a few days at a time. Both ere Inactive possee-
eica of their faculties, and the 100th birthday an-
niversary of each was celebrated with a great re-
ception, at which were gathered all the people of
the island. Aunt Salome is a great favorite with
tba summer visitors at the Island, and many of
them write letten 10 her In the winter from their
homeE in New-York and Boston. She is akilful
with the needle, and In the laat few years has
made sixteen handsome quLits, which she proudly
exhibits to callers.
In Aunt Salome's home everything breathes of

the lor.g past— the wide mouthed fireplace, the old
flax wheel, the brass candlesticks and snuffers and
the ancient furniture. The candlesticks ehe pur-
chased with her share of the "surplus money" dls-
tributed by Prealcent Jackson. '"Many people put
their money into llimfyfinery," cays Aunt Salome,
"but Ibought something that would keep, to re-
member those good times by." both Aunt Balome
and Uncle Nathaniel Hubbins well recall the War
of 1812. One of their most vividrecollections Is of
the capture of an English merchantman by the
American privateer Paul Jones at Small's Cove,
I>eer Isle. Mr. Kobbins, then a boy of thirteen,
was at school, when the noiae of cannonading was
heard, and, with the other boye, ran to the shore
to see the fight. The schoolmaster was as much
excited as were the pupils, and made no attempt
to restrain the stampede.
In1813, as Mr.Robblns tells it, tv.-o English ships

took on cargoes of lumber at Buck's Harbor, near
Castlne, which place was at that time held by the
British. The captain of the Paul Jones heard of
their presence and lay in wait for them behind
Fox Islands, giving chase as 6oon aa they appeared
In the bay. One of the Englishmen went down
through Eggemoggin Reach, while the other 6tood
straight out to sea. followed by the privateer. This
latter merchantman went ashore near Small's Cove
in rather shoal water, and the privateer could not
get near enough to make her guns effective. In
this emergency Ebenezer Small, of Deer Isle,
boarded the Paul Jones, amid a shower of bullets
from the Englishmen, and piloted the privateer to
within easy range. After a few shots the English
ship surrendered. The Paul Jones put a prize crew
on board the captured ship and started off down
'he reach after the other ship, piloted by Captain
Samuel Kent, of Swan's Island, soon overhauling
Rnd taking her. This latter prize was towed to
Salem. The vessel ashore at Small's Cove was af-
terward floated by a crew of Tories and taken
back to the British at Castine. but the salvors got
neither thanks nor reward.

Aunt Salome Sellers was one of the original mem-
bers of the Martha Washington Society, a temper-
ance organization formed at Deer Isle seventy
years ago, »n>3 which still flourishes there. The
Washingtonian Society, a temperance organization
formed by the men of Deer Isle at about the Mmc
time, went out of existence some years ago. These
two societies were In the thick of the "rum riots,"
which caused much excitement and nearly caused
bloodshed in Deer Isle In1840.

Both of Deer Isle's centenarians are in Eood
health, and seem likely to live for some time.
They take an active interest in affairs generally,
particularly in the political campaign and In the
International ya<-ht races. Uncle Nathaniel, in fact,
seems to be renewing his youth, for he has begun
to grow a new crop of hair, his head, entirely bald
for thirty years, being now fairly well covered
with hair, which, he says, is of the same color as
thM nf h\n boyhood.

Mre Lydla Ferguson, of Belfast, died recently,
aged 94; Mrs. Hannah Dickey died InStrong at the
age of 100 yeara, lacking 16 days, and a number of
others have passed away whose ages ranged from
92 to 98 years. George Kendall, of Falrfleld, re-
cently celebrated his 100th birthday anniversary,

and he expects to live for several years yet.

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THE DAY'B OPERATIONS IN STOCKS.

Further strength marked the course of valueH
In yeßter<Say*B stock market dealings. Buying

by the best known banking hou»e» In. the Street
wan again a feature. Bales doubtless repre-

sented profit taking by substantial Interests, but
the buying nevertheless was excellent In charac-
ter, and not repreaentative of small commission
house traders. Weak trader* are not taking
the offering's of big speculators. If pric.ee con-
tinue to advance the weak public willdoubtless
come Into the market. High prices generally
appeal to the operators on small margins, but.
unfortunately for their accounts, values gen-
erally begin to decline when the weak specula-
tive element begins its operations. The bank
statement 6howed a decrease In cash holdings
of $6,805,200, but a heavy contraction in loans
and deposits offset to a great extent the effect
of the cash loss upon surplus abeve legal re-
QUlrementß, actual surplus decreasing only $1,-
516.225. The decrease In caßh holdings was
much heavier than expected, while the reduction
In loans waa also a surprise. Evidently the
week's activity In stock* made no Important de-
mands upon bank accommodation. The Bteel
stocks were In fair demand yesterday, and
speculative and Investment sentiment appeared
more bullleh over theee Issues.

Reference was made yesterday to the Im-
portance of discrimination In buying the shares
of the new Industrial concerns, and Federal
S:eel and American Car and Foundry issues
were cited as Instances of sound securities of
Bound companies. Continuing the Bubject, It is
well to Include among the stocks of merit Re-
public Iron and Steel preferred and common.
Here Is a company that has no bonded debt, and 1
no watered stock. Its capitalization Is small
and in the poorest years the full dividend of 7
per cent on the preferred should be earned with-
out a doubt. Xet eurplus In the fiscal period
ended June SO waa $2,222,019. after providing
for dividends on the preferred Btock of
$1,421,679. The actual net profits for the flret
fourteen months cf the company's existence

\u25a0 were $3,643,729, and this result was accom-
plished after charging off $1,097,358 for de-
preciation In raw and finished material on hand
and §893,013 for Improvements and depreciation
inplants. In the present year further economies
In operation and a concentration of plants will
add materially to the profits from operations.
All Industrial etocks of the new combinations
are selling on a level that warrants a careful
study of the actual worth of the securities as
investments. There are good Industrial stocks
and poor Industrial stocks, and the time seems
ripe for a careful Investigation of the relative

jvalues of the various Issues.
Trade reports for the week show a business

situation of intrinsic strength, and they fore-
| shadow improvement in all lines of industry.
IBusiness men naturally exhibit some hesitancy
;In the making of contracts pending the election,
;but the general course of affairs reflects con-
;fidence in all business circles in the outcome of

\u25a0 the politicalcampaign. Wall Street speculation
In the week Just closed has measured the grow-
ing confidence in advancing security values, and
Wall Street betting has also made it clear that
the banking community of New-York, which 1b
in touch with the business sentiment of the
country, Is firmly convinced that National pros-
perity willnot be upset by the November voting.

j Conservative bankers are not In favor of a
j large speculation in stocks at the moment, o\v-
j ing to the low position of bank reserves, but
; they encourage the belief of a big bull move-

ment when bank holdings are again at a normal
level, and when the chance of a Popocratlc
Government In this country has been effectually
killed at the ballot box. Speculators, however,
seldom wait for the actual appearance of ex-
pected developments, and the advance now un-
der way Is in discount of Increased bank re-sources and Bryan defeat next month. The

1 character of current trading is better than it has
i been in many weeks, but at the same time there
1 is considerable manipulation by clever specu-
ilators, who are anxious to sell their stocks to
Ithe public at higher prices.

I In the week the outside buying v-as attendedby many orders for small commission housetradei-3, but a good part of the business was ap-
;parently for the account of substantial interests,

who will not be forced to sell at a loss in the
event of an Important setback in values. Thissupport may not continue this week, and pro-
fessional traders may be able to bring about a
smart reaction. Certain large traders took
profits on last week's advance, but their selling
had no effect upon prices. There is nothing in

j the situation that calls for investment liquida-
i tlon. and the refusal of investors to sell will
Iprove a powerful obstacle to a permanent lower
!level of values. For speculative reasons a reac-

tion Is due. Stocks bought on reactions and
backed by safe margins ought to show sub-
stantial profits before the turn of the year.
