The trip
from the hotel to the station was made by street-
car, and upon arrival a crowd had Fathered and
Insisted on a handshake all arouml.

At the various towns througli
which the train passed crowds had gathered at the
stations, but the candidate kept Inseclusion.

THE WAY TO WEST VIRGINIA.
Huntlngton. W. Va., Oct. 21.—The private car

Rambler. In which William J. Bryan Is making his
tour of the country, arrived here at 8 o'clock to-

night, but Mr. Bryan was not a passenger. It
brought only the newspaper correspondents who
usually accompany Mr Bryan. They had been
separated from him at Buffalo and had not been
able to connect with him after leaving that city.
His failure to reach here at the time expected was
due to a series of unscheduled occurrences.

In order to make connections It was necessary
for the car to leave Buffalo at 11 o'clock last
night Mr. Bryan's meeting In that city kept him
so late that It was Impossible for him to leave with
It, and he decided that It should proceed without
him, intending to follow on a later train, be-
lieving that he could overtake the car at Pittsburg
this morning. When the car with Its load of cor-
respondents reached Pltsburg they discovered that
Mr. Bryan had not arrived, and that he could not
read) that city in time to allow the car to be at-
tached to the regular train on the Ohio River Rail-
road, which was the only train of the day that
would reach Huntington in time to allow Mr.
Bryan to make a speech there to-morrow morning.
They therefore proceeded on their way to Hunting-
ton, and at Wheeling learned that Mr. Bryan had
concluded to attempt to come to Huntlngton by
way of Columbus, Ohio, expecting to reach this city
early to-morrow morning.

At Wheeling the newspaper correspondents were I
met by a committee of Virginia Democrats, headed
by Colonel John T. McGraw. National Committee- j
man from that Sute, and John H. Holt, Democratic
candidate for Governor. This committee will ac-
company Mr. Bryan throughout his West Virginia \
tour.

The fact that Mr. Bryan was expected to
'

crrss the Sate to-day, though without any inten-
tion of making speeches, had apparently become
generally known, for the railroad stations were
fTled with people who had come out to greet him.
There were large crowds at Wheeling, Slstersville,
St. Mary's. Parkersburg and at all other points
along the line of travel. There was a general ex-
pres on of disappointment over Mr. Bryan's non-
appearance.

Tlie train reached Oil City at 4 o'clock this
morning, and despite the early hour there were
several hundred people gathered at the railroad
station to welcome Mr. Bryan. Th^ newspaper
men were roused from their slumbers by loud calls
for E-ryan and by vigorous knocking on the car
windows. Those of the correspondents who raised
their sashes and spoke to the crowd were at first
not pleasantly received. The people had gathered
there with the idea of getting Mr. Bryan out to
present him with an Immense bouquet which they
had brought to the train. Evidently some of them
r-elieved that the statement that he was not aboard
was a mere subterfuge to relieve him from going
o;t to meet them. The occupants of the far prom- ,
ls^d, however, to see that Mr. Bryan received the
flowers. When the train moved out the crowd
cheered for Brvan, apparently disposed to forget
their disappointment.

MATTEAWAN HOSPITAL INMATES AT-

TACK KEEPERS— SEVEN AT LARGE.

Poughkeepsle. N. T., Oct. 21.—There was a
revolt at the Matteawan State Hospital for the
Criminal Insane at C:3O o'clock to-night, when
six or eight keepers were arsaulted and over-
powered by about twenty patients. Some of the
patients escaped, and seven are still at large.
One or two of the keepers are badly bruised as a
result of the assault.

After the patients hai eaten their supper they

were taken back to their apartments by the
keepers. Amons the number were fifteen or
twenty who slept In one of the large corridors,

this being* necessary on account of the cramped

conditions at the institution In this hall with
the patients were six or eight keepers, who sat
on their chain watching the Inmates as they
walked up and down the hall in a restless man-
ner. There were no suspicious movements on
the part of the patients to indicate that they had
been planning a revolt of any kind.

Suddenly and without warning each keeper
was attacked by two or three patients, and
heavy blows fell on the heads of the surprised
attendants. There did not seem to be any
leader of the revolt, and while the patients were
assaulting the keepers they would gaze at each
other occasionally, as if waiting for the word
to make the break for liberty. The keys held
by the keepers were soon taken from them,
and a rush was then made for the door leading
from the hall into the dining room.

As the patients rushed through the dining
room each one of them picked from the table a
heavy plate or cup or bowl to use as a weapon
In case they were overtaken by the keeper. The
lights were still burning Inall the departments,

and the Insane mob had clear sailing. From the
dining room they we.it through to adjoining
rooms, the doors of wktea were unlocked, and
then Into the long hah leading to the rear en-
trance. Tho patient in advance of the others
was nervously fingering over his bunch of keys
as he ran, looking for the key to the door, which
was unlocked without much loss of time. With
a wild yell the mob rushed out of the narrow
door, fighting with one another as they went.
Opening a gate, they rushed out of the yard.

In the mean time the keepers who had been
overpowered sent in an alarm to the main office
and the keepers in the front of the Administra-
tion Building. A hot pursuit followed. In which
all but seven of the patients were captured.

The revolt, it is thought, was caused directly
by the cramped quarters at the hospital. Dr.
Henry E. Allison, the medical superintendent of
the Institution, said to-night:

"We have found It absokitely necessary to compel
some two hundred or more of the patients to sleep
on blankets on the floor In one of the long cor-
ridors. Our quarters are so Inadequate that we
have to send some of the attfndan's and keepers
to Matteawan and Fishkill to sleep. The seven men
who rscappd are, of course, dar.gemu? patients, but
Ido not think that they will commit any depreda-
tions while at large. They will naturally run to
some vacant buildings or into the woods to prevent
being captured.

Walter B. Atterbury could not be found yesterday,
but it was said that he was in hiding, with paper
and pencil, figuring up the effect of the registration
on the election. The total registration, figured by
wards, shows that there Is a good increase over
1890 in every instance, with the exception of the
Second and Eleventh wards. There the decrease is
due entirely to a decrease in the population. The
increases in Republican wards are much greater
than those in Democratic wards. The greatest in-
crease in Republican wards are as follows: Seven-
teenth, 1,166: Twenty-first, 1.068: Twenty-second.
1.454: Twenty-third. 1,596; Twenty-fourth. 1.176;
Twenty-fifth. 1,735: Twenty-eighth. 2.257. The only
Democratic ward showing as large an increase as
1,000 is the Eighth, with an increase of 2 021. The
increases in Democratic wards run generally from
29 to 200 or 300 or less.

HEAVY UP THE STATE.
IN* ALMOST EVERT CITY FIGURES OF ISB6

AND 1898 ARE EXCEEDED.

The registration for four day" In the cities and
villages up the State where personal registration is
required is, almost without exception, greater than
ever before. Reports have been received from
nearly every such place, and there are only two in-

stances in which the heavy registration of 1896 is
not exceeded. As compared with1898. which year is
the basis of comparison by many of the city chair-
men, the gains are in some instances 25 or 30 per
cent. Some city chairmen have not given figures,
but simply say that the registration is the heaviest

In the history of their towns. At Catskill the
registration is said to be about 15 per cent greater

than that of ISS6; at Elmlra the figures are not
given, but the report is that the four days this
year give 500 more names than the four d.° -s
of 1896 and 1,500 more than in 1898; at Hornellsvhle
a gain of over 1898 of 326 is reported: from Roch-
ester the report comes that nearly 5,000 more names
have been registered than at any previous election.

The interest in the election, which Is indicated by
the gain in New-York City, is even more general
throughout the State. Reports from Republican
strongholds are that the party workers have suc-
ceeded in gettingout an unusually large per cent of
the vote.
