COMMENT ON THE CONTINENT.

WHAT IS SAID IN EUROPEAN CAPITALS RE-
GARDING THE ANGLO-GERMAN
AGREEMENT.

Puris, Oct. 21 —The Anglo-German agreement
to maintain the territory and integrity of China
ard to keep her ports opem to the commerce of
the world continues to monopolize public atten-
tion in France, the omission of the name of Rus-
sia, according to the version of the agreement
supplied by the Havas Agency, being the chief
subject of comment. The “Temps” says:

We can see nothing in the immediate sense of
the agreement which does mot merit approba-
tion, but the elimination of Russia's name is
calculated to hurt her feelings by showing dis-
trust, even supposing the intentions of the two
Powers to be the purest.

Tt is to be regretted that the wording of the
sgreement gives an appearance of hostility to
an ally. The work of peace is not furthered by
throwing a bomb.

There are two important points in the agree-
ment. The first is that the third article de-
stroys somewhat the value of the protocol's dis-
interestedness by reserving to the contracting
parties the right to make eventual arrangements
according to the behavior of a third party. The
second point is that, if this specific accord indl-
categ a lasting understanding between Germany
and Great Britain, it will be, thanks to the sad
Transvaal wear, the realization of a favorite
plan of Lord Rosebery and Mr. Chamberlain,
&and, at the same time, the starting point of a
new era in international relations.

The “Journal des Debats,” after expressing a
doubt that the agreement is directed against
Russia, asks whether, on the contrary, Germany
end Great Britain, having accepted the situation
&s it affects the establishment of Russia north
of the Great Wall, have not excluded from that
yegion ~other Powers who are prohibited from
exiending themselves at the expense of China.

“If this be the case,” 1t mays, “it is the in-
tegrity of China proper which the two contract-
ing Powers guarantee. Beofore giving a defini-
tive opinion regarding the attitude, we must
know the attitude of Russ!a, for the importance
of the agreement depends entirely upon whether
it is or is pot hostile to Russla.”

After the foregoing and similar comments had
eppeared in the French press it became known
that all the papers had been put on a false scent
by an error in transmitting the text of the agree-
ment—the omission ¢f the name of Russia
among (he names of the Powers to whom the
ggreement is to be communicated. All the com-
ments were written upon the theory that the
Hevas Agency text was correct.

VIEWS OF THE LONDON PRESS.
LORD BALISBURY WARMLY COMMENDED
FOR EIf WORK.

London, Oct. 22—A1l the morning papers di-
late upon the high importance of the Anglo-
German sagreement. “The Dalily Telegraph™
which describes it as “the most remarkable suc-
cess scored by British diplomacy since the Ber-
lin Treaty,” says:

The significant circumstances of its publica-
tion clearly suggests that it was initiated by
Lord Salisbury at the moment when an {ll con-
sidered call was made for his retirement from
the Foreign Office.

Although without such effusive praise of Lord
Ealisbury’s diplomacy, most of the papers
warmly approve the agreement, and recognize in
it a warning to other Powers, especlally Rus-
sia. ‘““The Daily Graphic” remark

The agreement ie the direct outc.ome of Ger-
many’s isolation in China. She had found her-
sel? committed to a punitive policy without the
gupport of the other Powers. It Iis another
journey to Canossa for the German Jingoes.

“The Daily Malil” observes:

The agreement almost amounts to an offensive
and defensive elliance. It will put an end to the
last hope of European intervention in South
Africa.

“The Standard,” which is unstinted in its
praise of Lord SBalisbury and Count von Bliilow,
has this to say:

The agreement should be indorsed with alac-
rity by the United States Government, which
has constituted itself an advocate of the “open
door” and is almost nervously anxious to avoid
any prolonged entanglement in the Far East,

“The Times,” somewhat less eulogistic, says:

It seems to be a sensible and businesslike
agreement so far as it goes, but it hardly justi-
fics the far reaching inferences some persons
eppear disposed to draw from it. The first and
second clauses bind us to nothing which we have
not repeatedly professed. The third is purely
contingent, and relates altogether to an event-
vality that has not arisen, and, we trust, is ex-
tremely unlikely to arise. Russia has expressly
declared that her occupation of Manchuria is
only temporary, while nobody can suppose that
Germany Intends to abandon her traditional
peliey toward Russia in favor of an Anglo-Ger-

man alllance.

UNION COLLEGE WINS

SUIT.

DECISION RETURNS IT THE LAND IT
PRESENTED TO LONG ISLAND
CITY FOR A CITY HALL.

Justice Gaynor has decided In favor of the plain-
tiff in the case of the trustees of Union College
against the city of New-York, in which the college
sought to recover half a block of land given to
Long Island City in 15873 for the site of a City Hall,
The Justice allows $3,300 damages for loss sustained
in withholding the land from the claimants for
two and one-half years,

The Justice saye that twenty-seven years having
elapsed since the date of the gift, & reasonable
allowance of time in which to have complied with
the conditions was given. As Long Island City has
been absorbed by this city, and now has no cor-
porate existence, it no longer has the power to
comply with the conditions made in the deed.

The land in question is a triangular piece near
8t. John's Hospital, with a frontage of 3% feet in
Jackson-st., 265 feet in Twelfth-st. and 200 feet in
Ely-ave. It is sald to be worth from 320,00 to
$30,000.

The gift was made for a nominal consideration
on the condition that “Long Island City should
erect upon the ground a City Hall or other similar
buliding.” The college then had large property in-
terests in Long Isiand City, from which the trus-
tees derived a large income. BSince then the col-
lege has so:d about all its holdings in the New-
York Land and Warehouse Company. -

The Board of Aldermen of Long Island City
passed a resolution in 1873 locking to the carrving
out of the conditions, and made an effort the fol-
lowing winter to get legislative authority for build-
ing a City Hall, but it failed that year and oppo-
sition to the plan developed. As a result of wrang-
ling no action was taken.

Soon after consolidation President Bowley of the
Borough of Queens pressed a resolution through
the Board of Public Improvements recommending
an appropriation of $300,000 for the bullding of a
Queens Borough Hall on the site given by Union
College. There was a failure to get the necessary
appropriation.

POLICE STILL IN THE DARK

TRYING TO OBTAIN EVIDENCE IN THE
BOSSCHIETER MURDER CASE.

Paterson, N. J., Oct. 21 (Special).—Susan Bos-
schieter, sister of Jennie Bosschieter, whose
body was found on the bank of the Passaic
River at the Wagaraw bridge on Friday morn-
ing, was summoned to the police station to-day.
She was closeted for half an hour with Chief
Graul and Detectives Taylor and Titus. It is
understood that she was examined about a
number of things which came out at the inquest
vesterday, and also in regard to the broken
rings returned to Jennie by the young man who
got them from her at the ball. It is apparent
that the police told Susan not to make known
the name of the young man, for when seen after-
ward she sald that the rings and the letter she
sent to the young man had been returned to
Jennie.

I.eonard Bosscheiter, her brother, added that
the name of the young man had not been men-
tioned in the case yet, 50 that it would do no
good to mention it now, unless there was a bet-
ter reason for giving it out.” He said that he
believed that the young man had had nothing to
do with the murder,

A rumor was current to-night that one young
man had been arrested, but Chief Graul denies
that any arrest has been made. The young
man mentioned in this rumor has not been
mentioned in the case yet, but it is said he is
the man who was seen talking to the girl in
front of Kent's drug store on Thursday even-
ing. The man who was with him i{s mar-
ried. They are seen much together in front of
Kent's drug store, and belong to well Known
families.

Officer O'Brien has to pull a
patrol box a hundred feet from the bridge
twice after midnight, and he says he saw no
carriage or anybody that would answer to the

The
absence of the underwear is also puzzling to the
police.

Walter McAllister, living at No. 108 Park-
ave., of the silk firm of James McAllister & Co.,
denied to-nizht that he spoke to Jennie Bos-
schieter on Thursday night. He admits that he
and Kerr were standing in front of Kent's drug
store when she passed. They did not speak to
her. She went a few doors further up the
street, and stopped and spoke to two young
men whom he did not know. When told that
Dr. Vroom had said that he was under surveil-
lance he laughed and said: “Why, they will
have a hard time proving anything. It is over
four months since I spoke to Jennie. I admit
that I knew her, but only well enough to speak
to her.”

Alfred Hill, of No. 13 Straight-st., admits
that on Saturday a week ago he returned two
broken rings to Jennie Bosschieter, which he
took from her at a ball in 1888, They broke
while he was taking them from her, and he had
never worn them. He did not send a slip of
paper, sayving “I'll get square with you.” He
simply returned her letter of demand and the
rings. He had not seen Jennie in the last seven
weeks. He was married on September 1.

There were several features of the
campaign which I did not like, and, altogether, I
Wwas pretty apprehensive as to what the outcome
of the second struggle bhetween McKinley and
Bryan might be, All that feeling is over now, and
I look forward confidently to McKinley's trium-
phant re-election.

The poll
here showed that 65 per cent favored !cKlnreoy.
That was enough. I made up my mind then an
there that McKinley was going to be re-elected.”
