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ALVORD SLOW 10 FLEE.

DEFAULTER WAS IN MOUNT
VERNON ON TUESDAY.

RODE TO NEW-ROCHELLE, WHERE HE
TOOK A TRAIN EAST-POLICE
HAD NO CONCERN.

7t was learned in Mount Vernon yesterday
that Cornellus L. Alvord, jr., the defaulting note
teller who robbed the First National Bank of
New-York of £600,000, was seen in that city as
Jate as last Tuesday morning, and that he is
now in hiding in the East, or possibly in Can-
ada. A man who is in a better position to know
than any one else in Mount Vernon, but whd
has issued strict orders that his name shall not
be used, gives it as his opinion that the abscond-
er. through Jacob Miller, his lawyer, or some
other trusted friend, carried on negotiations with
the bank looking toward a compromise as late
as last Saturday. The only reason there was
not a settlement, this man said yesterday, was
because Alvord did not want to give up enough
of the stolen money. He was willing to give
up a great deal. “Iu fact, I am told,” the man
gaid, “that he took $260,000 a few days Before
his defalcation was discovered, with the inten-
tion of using it to square himself for his past
peculations. Evidently this sum was not enough
to satisfy the bank, and then negotiations were
broken off and the news of the robbery was
given to the newspapers on Monday afternoon.”

The same man said that Alvord had been seen
by certain of his friends since his*crime and
that he 4id not seem to be much worried. He
was lying back in a chair, emoking a cigar, and
a bottle of wine was before him. This was
either on Sunday or Monday. It has been ascer-
tained by the police that the defaulter drove up
to his home on Chester Hill about 2:30 o'clock
last Tuesday morning. He was in a coupé
driven by his own coachman. He was seen by
a neighbor who has known Alvord for years.
The mar passed by him as Alvord alighted.
Alvord jumped back into the coupé as he recog-
nized the man, and then when he was gone
further down the street got out and hurried into
the house.

The coachman drove into the rear vard and
put the coupé in the carriage house.

ALVORD DRIVES TO NEW-ROCHELLE.

At about 7 o'clock the same morning, accord-
ing to the information of the police, Alvord,
dressed in a light suit of clothing and carrying
a light overcoat, entered the coupe again, and
wes driven toward Pelham or New-Rochelle.
It is supposed that he took a train east of the
New-York, New-Haven and Hartford road.

It is quite certain that the fugitive bank clerk
could have been captured had tne bank officers
wanted him badly enough to have placed the |
ease in the hands of Chief of Police Foley, of |
Mount Vernon, even though they did so as late
as Monday night. But up to the time that Cap-
tain McClusky telegraphed to Mount Vernon, on
Thursday evening last, the police of that city
had received no request to concern themselves
in the case in any way. Even the detectives who
were shadowing the house did not report at the
Mount Vernon police station when they went to
look for Alvord at his home. Hence the police
sperations, so far as Mount Vernon is con-
~erned, and that would have been the easiest
vlace to have captured Alvord, have heen merely
formal. In fact, there has been son™~ doubt ex-
preseed that the bank really wished to accom-
plish the arrest of the defauiter.

There are good reasons for believing that when
Alvord drove away from his home on Thursday
morning he took a train for the East. He did
not stop at Pelham, because there are no ox-
press trains to be had at that point. It is more
iikely that he was driven to New-Rochelle, and
took the N8 o'clock express from New-York to
Boston. This train reaches New-Rochelle at
£:30 o'clock, and makes no more stops until it
gets to Stamford. From Stamford it goes on
through to Boston over the New-England road, |
stopping at all of the large stations.

HIM BUY A TICKET.

A few minutes before the train left New-
Rochelle on last Tuesday morning Assistant
Agent Godfrey Leibfried, who was selling tick-
ets, says that a big, tall man stepped up to the
window and bought a ticket for Stamford. He
was dressed in a light suit of clothes, with a
light overcoat on his arm, and the agent noticed
that he wore a big diamond ring. Leibfried says
that the man resembled in every way the pict-
ures he has seen of the defaulting clerk. He
had a heavy light mustache and light halr.
What was particularly noticeable about him
was his great size.

Chief of Police Foley admitted yesterday that
he had been asked to look for Alvord. He said
that he made an investigation and is convinced
that he ! not now in Mount Vernon. Chief
Foley, when asked if he would station a guard
at the house said: "I don’t think so; our regu-
lar men patrol the neighborhocd, and that is
enough. It is not likely that Alvord will return
to Mount Vernon unless he is able to settle up
matters with the bank people.”

Chief Foley laughed at the theory that Alvord
was in a sanatorium, and that he had been seen
by P. J Ring, manager of the Opera House,
driving through the city. It has been learned
that the man whom Mr. Ring saw was Mr.
Gunther, a banker, who lives in Dunwoodie. He
looks something like Alvord, and was out driv-
ing in a coupé with some friends. Mrs. Alvord
ie #till at her home on Chester Hiil. On the ad-
vice of her physician, she goes driving every
Gay. She went oui in a closed carriage yester-
day efternoon, and was driven rapidly away
from the house. As she started another man
sprang in a vehicle and attempted to follow
her. The coachman whipped up the horses and
Mrs. Alvord soon outdistarnced her pursuer. Be-
fore the carriage reached the business centre of
tne city she got out and walked to a jewelry
store, where she left several pins to be repaired.
The pins were of small value. Ther the car-
riage went to the Harlem Railroad station.
Later Mrs. Alvord, who was heavily veiled, and
dressed in a dark blue tailor made gown, walked
to the home of a friend, and returned to Chester
Hill. It was reported yesterday on good au-
thority that the diamonds worth $35,000, owned
by Mre. Alvord, have been tak=n from her home
and placed in a safe deposit vault in New-York.
She certainiy wears no more of the gems when
eghe appears on the street.

RELATIVE'S HOUSE IS WATCHED.

The
truth of this could not be learned yesterday, as
every one living in the house who might be
likely to know anything about the matter was
very guarded in what he said.

DETECTION OF THE CRIME.

A BANK CLERK'S SUSPICIONS AROUSED
BY SEEING ALVORD MAKE
. AN ERASURE.

A reward of $5,000 was offared yesterday by the
First National Bank for the arrest or tor informa-
tion leading to the arrest and comviction of Cor-
nelius L. Alvord, jr., the defaulting note teller,
whose total stealings amounted to $600,000. Vice-
President Hine was asked yesterday if the reward
was not rather small In comparison with the
amount stolen, but answered that he did not think
it was. Asked If there was any foundation for a
report that Alvord had been under surveillance by
Pinkerton men soon after his defalcation had been
discovered, but had succeeded In eluding their vigi-
lance, he answered: “If any one employed by this
bank has seen Alvord since his defalcation was
disclosed, we have heard nothing of it.”

“I can supply you with no Information,” =sald
Jacob F. Miller, Alvord's counsel, yesterday. “I
ecannot protect the interests of my client by talk-
ing.”

Mr. Miller refused to disclose the whereabouts
of Alvord. He said that later he would furnish a
full statement to the newspapers.

Fisher A. Baker, the attorney for the First Na-
tional Bank, declined to say anything for publica-
tion regarding the report that Alvord was placed
in the Westchester Asylum after he had attempted
sulcide. He declined to say why the authorities
had delayed in applying for a warrant for Alvord’s
arrest. Asked as to the whereabouts of Mrs. Al-
vord he said that he belleved she is still in Mount
Vernon. He ..ad heard nothing about her moving
to New-York.

United States Marshal Willlam Henkel said that
none of the United States deputy marshals had
been to Mount Vernon, which cdontradicts the re-
port that was circulated yesterday that Govern-
ment officers were hunting for the defaulter about
Mount Vernon. Henkel could throw no light upon
the hiding place of Alvord, and declined to make
any conjecture as to the probable time it would
take to apprehend him.

CIRCULARS SENT OUT BY M'CLUSKY.

Captain McClusky, of the Detective Bureau, last
night had two thousand copies of the following
circular sent out:

Five thousand dollars reward for the arrest or
information leading to the arrest and conviction
of Cornelius L. Alvord, jr., fifty-two years old,
six feet tall, weighs 280 pounds, fair complexion,
brown mustache, not heavy; brown hair, slightly
mixed with gray, cut short; ay bluish eyes; full
face; generally wore a turned down collar. Alvord
was & note teller in the First Nadonal Bank, in
New-York City, and while in that capacity stole
§700,000. Wire information to George W. McClusky;
Captain Detective Bureau, No. 300 Mulberry-st.,
New-York City.

The circular bears no picture of the defaulter,
for the simple reason, the bank officfals state, that
none is obtainable by them.

Captain McClusky said yesterday that he would
at once cable to the police authorities of all the
leading, citles of Europe, asking them to be on
the lopkout for Alvord. He had no reason to.be-
lieve that the bank officials had been negotiating
with Alvord or his representatives with the ob-
ject of securing the return of any part of the
$700,000 stolen by Alvord.

He was unable to explain, he added, why the
Police Department was not sooner called in and
assigned to the case, but it was none of his busi-
ness. He had been called in, and would make
every effort to land the absconder. As far as he
knew. no one, despite all reports to the conirary,
had seen Alvord since Thursday, October 18.

CLERK FIRST TO BE SUSPICIOUS.

In order to make clear certain misstatements
and misunderstandings, Vice-President Hine yes-
terday explained in detail some of the incidents
leading up to the discovery of Alvord's crime. In
the first place, Mr. Hine sald, Alvord had worked
steadily and without suspicion until the afternoon
of Thursday, October 18. By the merest accident
a clerk saw him make certain erasures in the
Clearing House sheet, and, while he thought this
unusual, said nothing about it to anybody until a
little after 4 o'clock. By that time Alvord had
gone, but it was expected that he would Peturn, as
he had some work to finish.

When Alvord failed to return, the clerk who had
seen him make the erasures on the Clearing House
sheet made casual mention of the matter to As-

gistant Cashier Backus. The latter, without sus-
pecting that anything was wrong, looked over Al-
vord's balances and found several discrepanctes.
He was on the point of leaving matters for Al-
vord's adjustment, when he declded to make a
further examination, and soon saw that many
items had been deliberatelv falsified.

By this time the susplcions of the assistant cash-
jer had become much aroused. All the higher
officers of the bank had gone for the day, but,
athering a number of clerks, Mr. Backus went
gurrledly over the note teller's books, and in_a

few hours had overwhelming proof of Alvord's
guilt.
Mr. Hine did not say hew Alvord learned that

he was under susnicion, but he confirmed the re-
port that the note teller returned to the bank early
on Thursday evening, and, seeing others at work
on his books, realized that he had been discovered.

Alvord had not been under surveillance up to
that time, although it has been said that he was
suspected as early as October 16. The bank offi-
cials are convinced that he did got go to his home
the night of the 18th, and they are also convinced
that he has not been there since the morning of
that date.

BANK EXAMINERS FOUND NOTHING.
Mr. Hine also said, in answer to questions, that
the defalcation had been discovered three days
after the bank examiners had completed an in-
vestigation of the bank, having .discovered no ir-
regularities, and that the examiners had had no

part whatever in the detailed examination of Al-
vord's accounts which resulted in finding that the
note teller had stolen $6%0.0600. Mr. Hine's attention
was called to the circumstantial statement of Al-

vord's methods which was issued by the Acting
Controller of the Currency a few days ago, which
statement was apparently based upon a report

vational Bank Examiner Hanna, and
s said also that the defalcation had
been discovered on October 15; but all Mr. Hine
would say about it was that the reporters had
better get the Washington department to explain
the discrepancies between Acting Controlier Kane's
statement and that made by the bank. An ex-
planation was sought from Forrest Raynor, one
of the local National Bank Examiners. who would
only say that the rules of the department forbade
him to discuss any phase of the case,

From a high and undoubtedly well informed au-
thority certain well defined and important state-
ments came vesterdav. They were largely refuta-
tions of newspaner stories which had gained wide
circulation 2znd obtained credence in certain quar-
ters, It was absolutely denied that Alvord had
taken any bonds from the bank, and also that
Alvord had been an entertainer of the bank offi-
cials at his Mount Vernon home. It was also again
denied that the bank was holding off in its prose-
cution of Alvord in the hope of effecting a com-
promise favorable te the gtockholders. The matter
was entirely in the hands of fhe police, it was said.
and the officials believed they were working hard
and to the begt of their ability on the case.

WILLIAM J. BECKLEY ACCUSED OF

STEALING $6,400 BY ALVORD'S
METHODS.

Another banking house defalcation came to light
yvesterday afterncon when Willlam J. Beckley,
thirty-two years old, a well dressed yvoung man,
with glasses, was arraigned in the Centre-st., court
on the charge of grand larceny. M. W. Halsey,
of the firm of N. W. Harris & Co., bankers, of
No. 31 Nassau-st., sald that Beckley had been in
the employ of the firm as bookkeeper and teller
for three years, and that he had stolen $.400 in
that time. The specific complaint, made by Mr.
Halsey himself, against Beckley is the theft of
$1.400 on October 15.

Mr. Halsey sald that the defalcation was dis-
covered by an accident. In golng over an account
in the books the other day a falsification was de-
tected, In which Beckley had kept out $1,400 from
the cash of the banking firm. . This caused an in-
yvestigation to be made, and he says experts were
called in to 8o over the boaks of the bookkeeper
and teller as rigorously as possible. Falsifications
after the manner of Alvord's, the note teller of
the First National Bank, were discovered all
through the books and covered a perind of several
months. He declared that the discovery was made
on October 16 and that the investigation was
pushed as far and as rapldly as possible, so that
Beckley would not suspect it and so that he could
be caught at once.

After the firm wae satisfied that the bookkeeper
had been falsifying his accounts and at the same

time appropriating money from the firm the Amer-
fean Surety Company was informed, as it had
gone on Berkley's bond.

Mr. Halliday, an inspector of the American Bure-
ty Company. went over to the b.mkm% house
offices yesterday afternoon. He asked for Beckley,
and the irm had him sent for. When he appeared
in the private offive Halliday placed him under
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Bryan—It scares me, all right, but doesn’t seem to scare arLy one else.

arrest. Beckley took the matter quietly. Halliday
telephoned to Captain McClusky, and Detectives
Price and McCafferty went down and took the
man to the Centre-st. court. Mr. Halsey followed,
aocompanied by Halliday.

The complaint was sworn to by Mr. Halsey. He
made the specific complaint that Beckley had
stolen §1,400 of the firm's money. On the advice
of Mr. Battle, his counsel, Beckley walved ex-
amination, and Magistrate Flammer held him in
$3,000 bail for the Grand Jury. The young man
was taken to the Tombs. Beckley would not talk
about his case at all. He refused to answer any
questions, and his counsel would not be any more
communicative,

Beckley gave his address as No. 182 St. Nicholas-
ave. He has been married six months, and, so far
as the banking firm knows, has been spending the
money in playing the horseraces.

WILL OF JOHN SHERMAN.

ESTATE OF $2,000,000 DISPOSED OF-BULK OF
. IT GOES TO ADOPTED DAUGHTER
AND FIVE NEPHEWS.

Mansfield, Ohio, Oct. 26.—The will of the late
John Sherman was taken to the Probate Court
this afternoon by Congressman Kerr and M. M.
Parker, of Washington. The document disposes
of an estate valued at $2,000,000. It is dated
at Washington, December 22, 1800. To Mrs.
Mary Sherman McCallum is given £100,000, half
in real estate of her choice and the remainder
in bonds. After other bequests are paid, she
and five others get the residue, making her
share, it is estimated, $500,000.

The other bequests are £5,000 to Mansfield for
park purposes, $5,000 to Oberlin College and
$5,000 to Kenyon College; to heirs of Charles
Sherman, $10,000, divided equally; to Hoyt
Sherman, brother of the decedent, $10,000; to
heirs of the late General W. T. Sherman,
$10,000; to heirs of James Sherman, $10,000;
to a sister, Susan Bartley, $£10,000; to children
of Mrs. Fanny Moulton, $10,000; to Lampson
Shermar, $10,000, and to Elizabeth Reese,
$10,000.

Washington, Oct, 26.—It was learned to-night
at the home of the late Secretary Sherman that
the five residuary legatees besides Mrs. McCal-
lum are nephews of the decedent, one son of
each of the five brothers. They with Mrs. Mec-
Callum inherit all of the estate, with the ex-
ception of the $100,000 given independently to
Mrs. McCallum and the $95,000 specifically be-
queathed. The names of those receiving the
bulk of the estate are Mrs. James McCallum, of
Washington; Henry 8. Sherman, of Cleveland,
son of the “late Judge Charles T. Sherman;
(Henry S. Sherman has died since the making of
the will, and the bequest goes to his heirs); Te-
cumseh Sherman, of New-York, son of General
William Tecumseh Sherman; Charles M. Sher-
man, of Chicago, son of Hoyt Sherman, of lowa;
Hoyt Sherman, jr.,, of Salt Lake City, son of
James Sherman: Charles H. Sherman, of San
Francisco, son of L., P. Sherman. All the broth-
ers of the late Secretary are dead with the ex-
ception of two.

It is estimated here that the estate is worth
approximately $2,000,000, somewhat less than
half of which is In securities and the remainder
in real estate, mostly in Mansfield and in Wash-
ington. The securities are said to Le gilt edge
investments with good paying incomes, and con-
sist among others of Western Union, Fort
Wayne, Northern Pacific and Washington Street

OBITUARY.

DR. EDWARD R. SQUIBB.

Dr. Edward R. Squibb, a well known manufact-
uring chemist, died yesterday at his home, No. 152
Columbia Heights, Brooklyn, from heart trouble,
He was born in Wilmington, Del., on July 4, 1819,
of Quaker parentage, was graduated from the Jef-
ferson Medical College, Philadelphia, and was ap-
pointed a surgeon in the United States Navy. Later
he was appointed passed surgeon in charge of the
Brooklyn Navy Yard station. When the Civil War
broke out the Government utilized his skill in pre-
paring pharmaceutical supplies. Not receiving
enough funds for the active prosecution of his
work, he resigned, and started a private laboratory
in Furman-st., at the rear of the home of the late
A. A. Low. He moved subsequently to Doughty-

st.. where the laboratory now is. He retired from
active business fifteen years ago, but the labora-
tory was conducted by his sons, Dr. Edward H.
and Charles F. Squibb, aided by his mlvlve.‘

Dr. Squibb married Miss Caroline F. L. Cook, of
Philadelphia, forty-eight years ago. She survives
him, as do his sons and a daughter, Mary, the
wife of Dr. J. C. Munro, of Philadelphia., and sev-
eral grandchildren, He was a_member of the Holy
Trinity Protestant Episcopal (‘ht_lr(-h, the American
Medical Association. the New-York State Medical
Association, the Kings County Medical Associa-
tion and the Philosophical Society, of Philadelphia.
