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MINERS AT WORK AGAIN

RESUMPTION IN THE ANTHRACITE COAL
REGION ALMOST GENERAL.

Philadelphia, Oct. 29.—To-day witnessed an
almost general resumption of work in the an-
thracite coal region, where for six weeks the
mine workers have been on strike. In a few in-
stances collieries operated by individuals and
by companies failed to resume.

The Philadelphia and Reading Coal and Iron |

Company, which controls over 20 per cent of
the output of the anthracite region and is the
largest operating company in the hard coal
fields, received word from Gene.al Superintend-
ent Luther, at Pottsville, that thirty-scven of
the thirty-nine collieries operated by that com-
pany were at work. That number was in opera-
tion on Monday, September 17, the first day of”|
the strike. The two collleries not in operation
are the West Shenandoah and the Henry Clay.

With the resumption of the Reading collieries
it is admitted that further opposition to the de-
mands of the mine workers is useless, and it is
believed that within a few days those operators
who have not vet granted the demands of the
mine workers will make the desired mnvesﬂons

The Pennsylvania Railroad Company, which
operates nine coilieries, recejved favorable re-
ports. Only one of ite mines, the William
Penn, in the Schuylkill region, failed to start
up. It is thought that work at this mine will

soon be resumed. At the office of the Lehigh
Coal and Navigation Company It was said that
the ten collieries operated by that company
were working as usual

The Ontario and Western Company posted the

required amendment to its notices this after-

noon and its eight collierfes will resume wmjk to-
morrow. The Forest Company’'s two collieries
at Archibald, where the men have heen on

strike seven months, did not resume because the
local grievances for which they originally struck
have not been adjusted

Matters are shaping themselves for a settle-

ment of the difficulty at the Lehigh and Wilkes-
barre Company’s collieries and work will be
resumed some time this week. The trouble at
Cranberry will also be settled, the men
will be back at work by Wednesd

The employes of the Susquehanna 4ual Com-
pany at Nanticoke, which offered to pay the
increase in wages, but refused to post notices
or sign an agreement, voted to go to work to-

morrow.

In some places the return to work was cele-
brated by the joyful ringing of bells and blow-
ing of whistles.
