THE CZAR DISTRUSTS THE KAISER, AND

DISLIKES HIM.

Berlin, Oct SO.— On good authority It1b ascer-
tained that Emperor William and Count yon

Billow alone negotiated the Anglo-German
agreement, to the entire exclusion of Prince yon
Hohenlohe, whose policy had as Its pivotal point
loser relations with Russia and France. Itwaa

mainly for this reason that Prince yon Hohen-
lohe tendered his resignation.

Italso appears that, in addition to a number
of reasons of earlier date. Emperor "William con-
sidered Russia's behavior Inconnection with the
appointment of Count yon TValdersee and the
withdrawal of her troops from Peking to be dis-
tinctly unfriendly actions. Hence the rap-
prochement between Great Britain and Ger-
many. Those who give this explanation assert
that Emperor Nicholas dislikes the Kaiser, and
personally distrusts him, and they suggest that
this feeling may have had something to do in
bringing about the agreement with England.

DIPLOMATS CONFER IN PEKING.
Peking, Oct. 28.—Ameeting of the diplomatists

was held this morning to consider the form of
negotiations for a settlement of the China dif-
ficulty. The decision arrived at Is kept secret,
inorder to prevent any information reaching the
Chinese.

The dispatch of the St. Petersburg correspond-
ent of "The Times" was as follows:

Russia, In acknowledging the Anglo-German
Agreement, unreservedly accepts the first two
clauses as establishing principles she herself had
already advocated. Concerning Clause Three, she
simply refers the two contracting parties to the
Russian circular of August 25, saying that she
would modify her attitude according to circum-
stances. The fourth clause is very curtly dis-
missed, with the remark that It does not call tor
comment.
