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ROOSEVELT’S TOUR ENDED.

TRAVELLED 21,209 MILES AND AD-
DRESSED THREE MIULLION
PEOPLE.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Owego, N. Y. Nov. 2,—Theodore Roosevelt,
Repubiican candidate for Vice-President, com-
‘pleted to-night at this point one of the most re-
markable campaigns ever made by a candidate
of any party in the United States. In eight
weeks he has visited twenty-four States of the
Unlon, made 673 speeches, travelled 21,209
miles, visited 367 towns and cities, and talked
to what is estimated to be 3,000,000 people.
This record includes more speeches, more miles
travelled and more territory covered than that
of all the other candidates for President or
Vice-President of the United States of all other
parties for the last ore hundred years, with the
exception of the record ma#de by willlam J.
Bryan in 1896, and it exceeds Mr. Bryan's rec-
ord, which was 790 speeches made in 19,000
miles covered.

This wonderful campaign was finished by
two weeks’ tour of the State of New-York, dur-
ing which the candidate travelled 2,253 mll:s
through thirty-seven counties and made 120
speeches, the majority of them from the rear
platform of the train. Mr. Roosevelt finished his
tour in excellent healih and good gpirits, and, as
he said to-night, “with a slightly weakened
voice, but able te go on with the campaign &

a

couple of waeks more.”

He fortunately escaped injury to-night. some
miscreant at Waverley throwing a stone at the
Governor's car just as his train left that place,
which broke one of the windows of the car, but
did not hit the Governor. The Governor was a
hard working man in the West. He has been
a hard working man in New-York State. In
this State he has made speeches in fourscore
villages and in fifteen namely: New-
York, Newburg, Kingston. Syracuse, Watertown.
Oswego, Rochester, Geneva, Niagara Falls,
North Tonawania, Buffalo, Lockport, James-
town, Binghamton and Schenectady. In all he
must have addressed 250.000 people, and double
that number doubtless have seen him in the
various places he visited in New-York State. The
Governor also has everywhere in the State hy
his speeches and presence increased the interest
in the Republican canvass. Wherever he trav-
elled Republican leaders testified to the ad-
dittonal strength imparted to the Republican
campalgn by his tour. The Democratic leaders
seem to be conscious of the desperate condition
of Mr. Bryan's canvass in this State, and for
several days past in the interior of the State
have exerted themselves solely to get votes for
John B. Stanchfield, the Democratic candidate
tor Governor. Mr. Stanchfield, it is also re-
ported, is no longer touching National topics in
his epeeches, or is referring to them but elight-
ly, but is dwelling especially on State matters,
thus seeking to separate himself to all appear-
ances from Mr. Bryan.

AN EARLY START.

MOSS ATTACKS THE POLICE. |

TELLS THE MANHATTAN LIBERAL CLUB
THAT WITNESSER AT THE RACE
RIOT INQUIRY WERE AFRAID.

Frank Moss lectured before the Manhattan Lib-
eral Club in German Masonic Hall, No. 220 East
Fifeenth-st._ last night on “The Race Rijots."” Mr.
Moss's remarks were a general arraignment of the
city officials and the Police Department for the
way the investigation of the recent race riots and
the part taken in them by the police had been
conducted.

Mr. Moess prefaced his remarks by teiling of the ;
meeting held in Carnegie Music Hall by colored |
citizens soon after the race riots, and the formation |
of the Citizens’ Protective League, which, he said,
was composed of the best colored citizens In New-
York. He told of the comnlaint to the Mayor and
the request for an Investigation, and the answer
by the Mayor that he had referred the matter to
the Police Board. He described the working of
the investigation by the Police Board, and declared
that the examination of witnesses was such as he
had seldom listened to. Fe =aid that the witnesses
were questioned as if they were defendants and
badgered by their guestioners.

Mr. Moss declared that just the opposite was the
case when policemen were the witnesses. He said
that if their stories disagreed they were quietly
dismissed from the stand. They were not Cross-
examined. The examination was suddenly closed,
and when he gave notice that he had sixty affida-
vits relative to the matter to offer no attention
was pald to it.

Mr. Moss emphatically declared that up to to-day
not a single complaint had been filed by a superior
against any police officer for brutality during the

race riots, notwithstanding ail the testimony
against policemen.

r. Moss dwelt upon the case of John Wolf, a
colored man, who went to the West Forty-seventh-
et. station to ask a question and was clubbed and
locked up. Later {t was discovered that Wolf's

“It is perfectly true that no legislation, no
administration can by itself bring prosperity.
The wisest laws wont bring prosperity if the
hand of the Lord is laid' upon us. If there comes
a drouth, a flood or fire, a pestilence, no law
will save us from disaster. If we are guilty of
folly in legislation, no administration can save
us from the effects of our own foolishness, weak-
ness or wrongdoing, and there are some people
whom nothing can make prosperous. All that
laws can do is this: They can be so shaped,
framed and administerefi as 1o give the average
man the hest possible chance to use aright his
own skill, thrift, courage, resolution and busi-
ness capacity. This is what can be done, and
this is what has been done.”

Senator Higgins and M. V. V. Franchot had
mede preparuiopi at Olean for a large mass
meeting. When the Roosevelt speclal arrived
there the Governor was transported a mile and
a half across the city to a2 platform which had
been erected in a public square. The wide main
street of Olean along which the Governor's car-
rlage passed had its sidewalks crowded with
thousands of persons Intent upon seeing the
Governor and hearing him speak. Senator Hig-
gins praised highly the Governor’s administra-
tion upon introducing him. The latter in open-
ing his speech alluded to the big Republican
plurality usually cast by Cattaraugus County.
He said:

“I am now passing through a part of the State
which can always be depended upon to roll up
great majorities for the cause of decent citizen-
ship. In this campaign that is the fundamental
issue. We have a right to appeal to all men,
without regard to their political affiliations in
the pagt, to stand with us now, because this is
no mere party contest. This is a contest for the
fundamental principles of American life, for or-
derly liberty, for decency, honor and that virile
p,.trlotism which sees in the flag a symbol of
National greatness and wishes to uphold it in
the face of the nations of mankind.

“A singular thing in connection with this cam-
paign is the attitude of the very few people
who, having opposed Bryan four years ago, are
now supporting him, although he represents
every principle which they then condemned. Mr.
Bourke Cockran, for instance, used four years
ago stronger language than I would use now.
Thus, if you will turn to “The.New-York World”
of October 30, 1886, you will see that when an
attempt was made to break up a meeting which
he was addressing, Mr. Cockran said: ‘Bryan
and the crowd of lunatics and ruffians who fol-
low him {llustrate their platform, which stands
for anarchy and riot!" Personally I should not
use the phraseology which Mr. Cockran is re-
ported to have employed., but the thought was

and ruin upon us.

HE DELIVERS A DOZEN MORE-SLIGHT
INTERRUPTION OVER QUESTIONS.

Chicago, Nov. 2—William Jennings Bryan's pro-
gramme in Chicago to-day comprehended twelve
speeches. The crowds that greeted him were
greater than those of yesterday and last night.
The candidate began his itinerary at Handel Hall,
in the downtown business district, going from
there to a meeting near the Public Library, where
he spoke to an outdoor gathering of workingmen.
After luncheon he made two addresses, one in the
“0Old Vienna' pavilicn, at Sixtieth-st. and Cottage
Grove-ave,, and the other to the throng that was
urable to get in.

Here was the only semblance of disturbance
manifested in the day. Two men in the audience
asked, almost simultaneously, “How about North
Carolina’” and Mr. Bryan was replying, when one
of the questioners insisted on asking a guestion
concerning trusts, whereupon the crowd demanded
that he be thrown out, and threatened to lynch
him. Mr. Bryan insisted upon answering. however,
but could not do so for some time, owing to the up-
roar made by the crowd in expressing its resent-
ment toward the inqulsitor. The latter was saved
from violence only by police interference.

Mr. Bryan's night meetings were held on the
North, West, Southwest and South sldes of the
city, the ciosing speech being made at mildnight at

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BRYAN ADDS STATEMENT TO SPEECHES.
HE DECLARES REPUBLICAN CAMPAIGN A FAIL-

URE—WHERE HE HOPES FOR VOTES.

Chicage, Nov. 2.—W. J. Bryan, Democratic Presi-
dential candidate, to-night gave out the following
statement in the form of an interview:

The Republican campaign has been a fallure.
The full dinner pail argument has been repudiated
by the workingmen, and the Repubiicans are com-
pelled to confess that a large proportion of the
labor vote will be cast for the Democratic ticket.
Besides belleving with the Democrats in the gen-
eral doctrine of equal rights to all and special
privileges to none, the laboring men are against
the trusts, the large Army and the colonial policy.
The laboring men are also drewn to the Democratie
party by the fact that our party is opposed to gov-
ernment by injunction, to the hlacklist and to Chi-
nese immigration, and in favor of arbltration and
of a Cabinet officer selected to represent the wage
earners.

HANNA SPEAKS TO NOISY CROWD.

POLICE HAVE TO BE CALLED ON TO SUP-
PRESS DISORDER IN CHICAGO.

Chicago. Nov. 2.—Senator Hanna bowed to a
storm of hisses, catcalls and cheers for William
Jennings Bryan in the big circus tent at Hal-
sted and Thirtieth sts. last night, giving up his
attempt to get a hearing until the police had
restored order. For forty-five minutes the mob
had its will, and then seventy policemen cleared
the aisles.

Before Senator Hanna arrived speeches by
Judge Yates and others had been accorded a
mixed reception by the large crowd. When
Senator Hanna stepped upon the platform and
was introduced by Sheriff Magerstadt a demon-
stration ensued which, instead of subsiding after
a few moments, continued with full vigor. The
Senator walted patiently for quiet to be re-
stored, but, appreciating that apparently a plan
to prevent him from speaking was being carried
out by groups of men and boys stationed in
the audience, made the attempt any way.

“The followers of Mr. Bryan are so earnest
for his success that they are afraid to hear a
man speak,” said Senator Hanna, but his words
carried only a short distance beyond the plat-
form. ‘““They do not care to listen to arguments
that are aimed at their candidate,” continued
the Senator. “It is certainly gratifying, my
friends, that I am of so much importance that
the friends of Mr. Bryan are afraid of me.”

Finding it impossible to proceed, because of
the unceasing noise, the speaker sat down upon
the tabl>, and, as ne gazed at the audience, said,
“I'm in mo hurry.” Then above all the con-
fusion he was heard to shout: “Why don't you
go over on the Nerth Side? Bryan is over there,
and they necd you to swell the crowd.” He con-
tinued:

We are called upon in this campaign to
answer certain questions, and our judgment
must be exercised. The people of the courntry

are interested only in those matters which af-
fect them individually. Many issues have heen
brought into (his campaign for the purpose of
leading the people away from the vital igsue.
What I have to say to you is to let well enough
alone. There are men in this audience who
shout for Bryan who would not do so if they
krew he could be elected. T am well aware that
the opponents of law and order do not want me
to speak in this ward, because they know that
the principles for which 1 stand are in the in-
terest of law and order. You are onlv making
votes for McKinley by vour actions here to-
night.

There is 1ot a man under this canvas who
would like to be called a traitor or a violator
of the principles upon which our Government
was founded. One of these principles is that
which favers free speech. All we ask is to be
given the consgideration which vou would ask for
yourselves

Here Senator Hanna had te give up the at-
tempt 1o speak, and Sheriff Magerstadt demnand-
ed of the police authorities that order be re-
stored. When every ore kad been compelled to
sit down, and some of the ringicaders among
the disturbers expelled from the meeting. John
M. Harland. of Chicago, quieted the crowl with
a story and talked briefly of the issues of the
campalgn. When he had concluded Senator
Hanna resumed his speech and finished without
interruption.
