aminations and "to recommend a system which
would eliminate the dishonorable conditions, has
finished .ts investigation. It will now endeavor
to organize student sentiment against the prac-
tice. Upon the advice of the committee the official
examination books no longer bear the declaration
of honesty which each student was formerly com-
pelled to sign In- order to.receive credit for the ex-
amination. The declaration read: "I.have neither
given nor received aid in this examination." With
•'us out of the way the students will be placed
wholly on their honor. In an editorial -on this
subject "The Cornell Era" fays:

The vast majority of C'trnelllans have strong
opinions or the present state of Hffulrs. If an op-
portunity oe Riven for the voicing ot their con-
victions, it Is probable that such .-. complete con-
viction would result, that the. system would ap-
pear m a new light to those who are now disposed
to dishonor it. When such a student appreciates;
that In cribbing he cheats his • classmates, dis-
honors Cornell and the Cornell diploma; ai 1 lowers
the standard of manhood which air true men strive
to uphold, the '".or system must needs rome to
him with new emphasis. Most cribbing Is done,
through thoughtlessness. If he matter is put to
a man In Its true light, there are few who would
be disposed to break the requirements bused on
Common decency and honor. I

President Jacob Gould Schurman has received a
report from E. G. Lorenz^n, '98, who represented
Cornel) nt the recent meeting of the Internationa]

Federation of Students, held at Paris in August,
and who was elected to represent trip universities
of the United States on the governing board of
that organization. After lamenting that only four
universities In the United States— Northwestern^
Johns Hopkins, New-York University and Cornell-
sent representatives, the report says:

The actual work of the congress was without
much practical result, due to the uttor lack of
preparation and the violent demonstrations by the
Poles and Czechs, claiming National recognition.
Neither In the general session* nor In the dally
sittings of thi* council wan it possible to come to
any serious work. The ordinary proceedings known
to the Austrian Legislature were being literally
reproduced before our eyes, defying any efforts of
•.he energetic president to keep order. A few reso-
lutions were adopted Indeed, to the effect that the
universities: should be opened to all—male ->n'l

female. Irrespective of religion: that more scholars
ships should be created; and many others of equally
Platonic import. The council, after long de-
liberations, unable to ratify the provisional con-
stitution, was charged to frame another for the
next congress, probably to be held in Budapest, in
ISO2.Fortunately the chief value of an International
Students' Congress does not exist in th< questions
discussed nor the resolutions adopted, but In the-
very fact of contact between the different nations,
the exchange of ideas and the sympathies created.

nually for excellence in the philosophy of Aristotle.

The prize Is
founded in honor of Jacob Cooper, Yale, 'C2, now
professor In Rutgers College and a close personal
friend of the- givr. The university la already In-
debted to Professor Cook for the Cook poetry prize.

A temporary solution of the question of' sopho-
more secret societies has at last been reached. It
will be remembered that the societies wen sus-
pended and forbidden to Initiate new members be-• --\u25a0\u25a0 of their refusal to accept certain changes In
their organization suggested by the faculty last
spring. It was urged against these societies that
because of their small and exclusive membership
they constituted a serious menace to the traditional
democracy of college life. At the petition of last
year's senior class a radical reform was proposed
by the faculty, but rejected by the societies. A
compromise has been effected by which the bocl-
etiea agree to increase their combined membership
from 51 to 75 and to postpone the election of new
members till f.fter Easter each year. Though not
as sweeping as the original proposition, this in-crease of membership is a decided step In the right
direction, and in consideration of this concession
the faculty has withdrawn its Injunction and per-
mitted the initiation of members from 1903, though
reserving the right to renew the suspension, or
even to abolish the societies altogether. Ifat any
time their action shall warrant It. Tho solution Is
not altogether satisfactory to the undergraduates
and th« alumni, many of whom had hoped for amore radical change; but it is recognised that thequestion is a delicate one. and any measure of re-
form is Joyfully welcomed

Assistant Professor Sablne has written a pam-
phlet setting forth the results of his Investigation*?
Into the subject of architectural acoustics. For a
long time he has been experimenting in the prop-
erties of sound and reverberation, and he believes
thai he has now worked out a scientific solution by
means of which the acoustic properties of build-
ings can be determined before the work of con-
struction begins. Most of the experiments were
tried in the Fogg Lecture Room, where the echo
makes easy speaking Impossible, and in Sanders
Theatre. Ithas been a widely known fact that the
galleries and fittings of auditoriums had an ef-
fect on acoustic properties, hut no one had suc-
ceeded In measuring sound absorption, which As-
sistant Professor Sabiue believes he has accom-
plished.

The newly discovered planet Eros la now the
subject of special Investigation at the Harvard Ob-
servatory. At the present time the planet is nearer
th.? earth than any other heavenly body, with theexception of the moon, and owing to its favorableposition its i-oiar parallax ami brightness may beaccurately determined. A photograph was taken
ot Eros at the Harvard Astronomical Station atArequlpa. Peru. last April,and the first of a long
series was obtained in Cambridge In July. An ex-posure of two hours mil a half was then n.-ces-sary to secure the picture. Plates are now lining
taken in the early evening, tr..> middle of the night
and in the early morning, with an exposure of
from one to live minutes only. The plates obtained
in th* early evening and the early morning are
carefully compared, in order to determine the exactposition of the planet. Tests, for brightness are
also made frequently with the eight In. Draper
telescope.

A geological survey of the Middlesex Fells ParkReservation, about two miles north of Caml ridge
is being made by a small number of advanced stu-
dents in geology under the leadership of Dr. Jag-gar. The area of. this reservation, about twelvesquare miles, has been carefully mapped topo-
graphically by the Metropolitan Park Commis-sioners, and their chart Is being used by the Har-
vard men as * starting point for more accurate
and riner geological mapping This region is an im-
portant subject of study, since It Illustrates many
different rock formations. The structure of th-'<,-
formations has never been carefully worked outand on the Interpretation of this structure depend
many important questions In the geological history
of Eastern Massachusetts. The results of these in-vestigations will probably be published by tha
United States Geological Survey Commission. Thenotebooks, theses and report.-! of the men in the
class will be kept as permanent records at thegeological laboratory.

The great Serpent.Mound of Ohio, which has long
been a subject of study and research for Americanarchaeologists, has been given by the Harvard Cor-poration to the. Ohio Stat» Archaeological and His-
torical Society. 'Hie mound has been in the pos-
session of the Pea body Museum since 1%6, when itwas purchased by private subscriptions amount-Ing to (6.000. chiefly from citizens of Boston Theunderstanding was th.it the museum should takecharge of the mound until some local society should
be able to receive ;«- Of late years there has been
difficulty In taking care of the Serpent MoundPark, and It has, therefore, been transferred to the
Ohio society.

Baltimore, Nov. 2 (3pec;ol>.-T!ie students of

Johns Hopkins University have taken sides upon
the political questions now at Issue In the National
campaign, and for the first time In the twenty-five

years of the history of the university active po-

litical clubs of both parties have been organised.

The Republican sentiment seems to be much the
stronger. The McKlnley Club of.the Johns Hop-

kins University., which was formed through the ef-

forts of members of the senior class last week,

held a rally anil mass- meeting on October 31 In

Lehmnnn's Hall, near the university, which was
well attended. Frank W. Hnckett. Assistant Sec-
retary of the Navy, and the successor' of Theodore
Roosevelt in that office, came over from the Na-
tional capital to address the meeting- He was met
