LABOR'S BAN OX RUPPERT.

Is a good man in his home and a faithful man in
his church Is a shirk and a coward In the world of
politics..So low have we sunken In our Indifference, and
no seared In our conscience, that It Is not uncom-
mon to hear men say with great self complacency:
"Iknow nothing of politics. Iwant nothing to do
with political affairs." as though Indifference to
political obligations were evidence of a superior
sort of patriotism and the crowning glory of the
noblest type of citizenship.

How are we going to account for this lamentable
condition of affairs? The pulpit is In part to
blame. American clergymen, on the whole, have
never instructed their congregations in political
duty, as it was their duty to do. The chief reason
for the alienee of the pulpit in regard to political

duties has been an erroneous conception of tri»
scope of the Gospel and a narrow idea of the mis-
sion of the pulpit. Much is paid nowadays about
the preachers' preaching the simple Gospel. And

by simple Gospel is meant n few general phrases.
such as the love of God and th* brotherhood of
man. Any application of Christian principles to
social or industrial or political life Is considered a

departure from apostolic methods and an exhibi-
tion of clerical bad manners. But the Apoatle who
once said that he was "determined not to know
anything but Jesus Christ and Him crucified" is
also the Apostle who declared that the powers that
be are ordained of Qod. To St. Paul the State Is a
divine Institution, a%art of the divine order of the
world, to be protected by the devotion of Chris-
tians and to be cleansed and purged by their life.

DR JEFFERSON OS THE INDIFFERENCE OF OOOD

At the Broadway Tabernacle yesterday morning

the pastor, the Rev. Dr. Charles E. Jefferson, used
the parable of the bramble king aa related In one
of the Books of the Judges, and spoke upon the
reign of the boss In American politics. He said In
part:

TOTiyG A. CURISTIAX DUTY.

We know with what scrupulous fidelity the early

Christian* carried out the Injunctions of the Apos-

tles by their observance of the laws of the Roman
Empire. Now. if the primitive Christiana had so
much reverence for the civil magistrates In whose
election they certainly hail no voice, and if they

were so conscientious in observing the laws of the
Koman Empire, which often inflicted on them pains
and disabilities, how much more respect should the

American citizen entertain for our civil rulers in
whose election he actively participates, and who
are the creatures of his choice, and with what
alacrity he should fulfil me laws which are framed
solely tor his peace and protection and for the wel-
fare of the Commonwealth:

On next Tuesday an election willbe held through-
out the United States for the highest office in the
gift of the people. There are two candidates for
the Presidency— Mr. McKinley and Mr. Bryan. Of
course, only one candidate will be successful. All
the efforts of the other will have been expended In
vain, Immense outlays of money will have been
squandered, and the oratory of many distinguished
epeakera wiil have wasted its sweetness on the
desert air.

1 earnestly hope that the result of the election
will be so decisive as to leave no room for doubt
or cavil or contention, such as happened when
Tllden and Hayes were candidates In 1*76. Let us
hope also, for the honor of our elective system, that
in no single pollingdistrict of the land will the
verdict of the majority be defeated by fraud or
bribery or intimidation, and that the ballot box,
which Is the palladium of our liberties and the ex-
pression of the popular will, may be everywhere
neid sacred and inviolable.

As there are twe candidates In the field, so there
are two great parties in the country— the Republi-
can and the Democratic party. The existence of
parties Is not only useful but even essential in a
popular and enlightened Government like ours.
Where there are no parties, or where one party is
too weak and insignificant to present a formidable
barrier to the other, the dominant party will revel
in power, and la liable to run to excess. But where
both parties are almost equally divided, as i3the
CHf« with u.i. one party will watch the other and It
will hold up to public criticism and condemnation
the shortcomings and official misdemeanors of the
ruling power. It will compel the dominant party to
mend its ways, or it willseek redress by drivingits
leaders from office in a coming election.

No citizen should be a drone in the social hive.
No man should be an indifferent spectator of the
political and civic *

events which are occurring
around him. The more Intelligent and influential
you are the greater should be your concern in pub-
lic affairs, for if cultivated and virtuous men with-
draw from all participation in National or State
or municipal elections the government of the Com-
monwealth will be left in the hands of Incompe-
tents and demagogues. Vote, then, on Tuesday for
the candidate of your choice. And as you are
guided by your conscientious Judgment in the selec-
tion of your candidate, you should give to your
neighbor who differs from you due credit for being-
actuated by the like honorable motives. Do not
Imagine that the country will go to perdition if
your favorite is defeated. And let not your oppo-
nent indulge in the pessimistic notion that we shall
witness a revolution and a social upheaval Ifhia
candidate is not elected.

For my part, whatever may be the result of the
Presidential election. Ihave an abiding faith In the
perpetuity of our Republic. Ihave an unbounded
confidence In the good sense and patriotism of the
American people. They love the Constitution.
They cherish our political and civic Institutions.
They revere the fathers of the country. The Illus-
trious founders of the Nation, though they be dead.
still live by their writings and example. Their light
still shines upon us. Their voice Is still heard In
the land.

HOPES THERE WILLBE NO FRAUD OR IN-

TIMIDATION-HIS FAITH IN THE

AMERICAN PEOPLE.

Baltimore. Nov. 4.—Cardinal Gibbons took occa-
sion at high mass to-day to say a few words on
the subject of the coming election in his monthly

sermon to his congregation at the Cathedral. The
Cardinal never takes any active part In politics,
rarely, if ever, casting his ballot, but to those who
are fortunate enough to be in his confidence he
does not hesitate to express himself freely upon
the issues involved in the present contest.

BAYS FILIPTN'O ENVOY'S LETTER IS PROOF

OF CORRECTNESS OF PHILIPPINE

COMMISSIONS REPORT.

Buffalo, Nov. 4.
—

Profsssor Jacob Gould Schur-
man, who passed through this city this afternoon
on his way from the West to Ithaca, handed to
The Associated Press the following reply to an
open letter addressed to him by Slxto Lopez:

Mr. Sixto Lopez's open letter of the 3d inst., ad-
dressed to me, although Ihave not yet seen it ex-
cept In the newspapers, is a pratifylns proof of
the correctness of the report of the Philippine Com-
mission. Mr. Lopez by his declarations confirms
all Ihave said of the promising educational possi-
bilities in the Philippines, and of the admirable
character of the educated Filipinos, few though
they are, who may be taken as a type and promise
of the future. Ncr does Mr. Lopez deny that the
massss of the inhabitants of the Philippine lislands
of all tribes and races are uneducated and very
Ignorant.

Furthermore, by silent acquiescence In the report
of our Commission, Mr. Lopez acknowledges that
the majority of the Filipinos either desire American
sovereignty, as is the case with men of education
and property, or acquiesce in it. or are indifferent
to it. and that the demand for independence orig-
inated with the ambitious Tagalog insurgent lead-
ers who have diffused it with lire and sword, aided
by atrocious misrepresentations of the aims and
purposes of the United States. Lastly, Mr. Lopes
does not question the flndinp of our Commission
that the inhabitants of the Philippine Islands are
marked by great racial and tribal differences, by
Immense varieties of social condition, which range
all the w.ay from the civilization of Manila down
through all phases of barbarism to the naked
savage of Mindanao md Northern Luzon, by a be-
wildering multiplicityof languages which are mut-
ually unintelligible,by dens, 'snorance on the part
of the masses of the peopS*. by the absence of
union and concert, and the utter lack of the idea
and sentiment of nationality, and by the absolute
inexperience of all classes In the affairs of gov-
ernment, which Spain always kept in Spanish
hands.

And the consequence to be drawn from all this Is
equally Indisputable; nor does Mr. Lopez seek to
dispute it,namely, that the various and diversified
peoples of the Philippine Islands are at the present
time incapable of being considered as a nation;
they are utterly unfit to accept sovereignty over
the archipelago, even if the American people wished
to Invest them with it; nor have they any hope of
ever becoming a free and self-governing nation, ex-
cept in the continuance of American sovereignty
over them and in ihe peace, prosperity, education
and ever-increasing liberty of self-government
which the American flag guarantees them.

Pull down our flag, and you leave the Philippines
a prey to Internal feuds and domestic insurrections
which would quickly beget anarchy. This would
necessitate the Intervention of foreign Powers for
the protection of the lives and property of their
subjects. Of cr>w9f, the islands would eventually
be divided up ft.ii ig them and the Filipinos would
exchange the ft«-. institutions and home rule which
the American people desire as soon as possible and
in the largest degree practicable to bestow upon
them for the genuine imperialism of Old World
emperors, klnes and czar*.
ItIs the mission of our Republic to save the Fili-

pinos, who, in general, are most promising, esti-
mable and even lovable people?, from the cruel
fate, and to train them up to the use of free insti-
tutions and the noble work of self-government Just
as quickly and as generously as they or any por-
tion of them can be induced to exercise a civic func-
tion so arduous and so unaccustomed.
