A report was brought to Republican State
headquartem yesterday that one of the Demo-
cratic tricks on Kh-c-tion Day was especially de-
signed to render voi.i as many ballots as pos-
sible. It was sai<l that a number of Democrats
had Leon Instructed, when they went to the poll-
ing booth, to leave on the little shelf on which
the ballots are to be marked a blue lead pencil.

The law prescribes that the mark on the bal-
lot must be with a black lead pencil. A mark
made with anything el.se would nullify the
ballot, and it would have to be thrown out

at least, in the preliminary count.
It was s.id that this trick was to be resorted

to in many places throughout the State, in the
hope that Republicans would irarlvertently
pick up the blue lead pencil in the booth and
use it In voting.

the unprecedented majority of 2,000.

The returns on Tuesday night will show wbeth r
or not these allegations are warranted. Mr.
Bheehan'a prediction yesterday that Bryan would
lose Xew-\ork by 100,000, even though ha believed
it. Is, to say the least, a remarkable statement to
emanate from a professed Democrat.

DOES NOTLIKE TO HEAR A MAN WHO DE-

SERTED HIS REGIMENT DENOUNCE

TITO SOLDIERS.

Colonel Thomas P. Ochlltree. who arrived from
Europe on Saturday, thinks that Brynn will be
snowd under ln the election to-morrow.

"Why,Ibelieve," he said last night, "that Mc-
Kinley and Roosevelt will carry New-York State
by 15<\000 plurality,and Ibelieve that they will also
carry New-York City. T base my opinion largely

on what Ihave heard since Iarrived here, and also
on the fact that during my stay abroad Ikept well
posted on the political situation in this country.

See low it treated us. Fifteen years after the
bloodiest war in the world's history the ex-t'on-
federatea controlled Congress, and seventeen years

afterward the Senate."

LONG ISLANDERS WILL POUR INTO OYS-

TER BAY TO-NIGHT FOR A BIG

DEMONSTRATION.

Oyster Bay, Long Island. Nov. 4.-Governor

Roosevelt spent a quiet day here to-day. This
morning he attended services at the Episcopal

church. He was accompanied by Mrs. Roosevelt.

After dinner he and the children took a long walk
through the woods, reaching home again about 6

o'clock. There were no callers. The Governor said

he had received no messages of any kind. He says

he feels no illeffects from his long campaigning
trip. He is not even hoarse.

To-morrow night he willspeak at the Republican
demonstration here, and close the kn-al campaign.
It is expected that there will be a big turnout of
Republicans from all over Long Island. Special
trains will be run from all the principal points of
the Island, and it is thought that with fair weather
the demonstration will be one of the largest ever
held on Lonsr Island outside of Brooklyn.

On Tuesday the Governor will vote early, and will
prohahly devote the rest of th« day to his family
until the returns hesrin to arrive In the evening.
The Governor has made no arrangements to have
detailed returns arrive at the house, and will de-
pend on the reports that are received in the village.

GOVERNOR HAS A REHTFVL DAY.

DISTRICT ATTORNEYS SPEAK AT THE

STAR THEATRE-KELLER THINKS

Tammany Hall yesterday put the finishing touches
to the work of the campaign by holding mass meet-
ings in seven theatres In different parts of the city.

Several orators were scheduled to speak at each of

these meetings; nt each there was a band or
orchestra, and. besides, they all had one feature

ln common At each of them proceedings began

by the reading of the Declaration of Independence.

Assistant District Attorney James Lindsay Gordon
was the first speaker in the Tammany mass meet-
ing of the XlVth Assembly District, at the Star

Theatre. After having denounced Governor Roose-

velt as "a modern mountebank and swashbuckler"
and saying that he was afraid of nobody, except

the tax collector, he said: "I do not believe In

personal Invective."
Mr. Gardiner, who next spoke, said: "When we

BACK FROM A TOUR OF THE STATE-

DISSECTS BRYAN'S TRUST PANACEA.

Senator Chauncey M. Depew, after three weeks
of hard campaigning, returned to this city yester-
day. Mr.•Depew in the last ten days of his trip
made 102 speeches in forty-three counties of the
State. Everywhere he met large and enthusiastic
crowds. He looked bright and cheerful when seen
last night and said that In the forty years of his
political activity he had never enjoyed a campaign
bo much as he did this one. "New issues were
to the front." said Mr. Depew, "and the old stand-
bys of the last quarter of a century were passed
over for the new and burning questions of the
day, and Ienjoyed every minute of it."

After seeing and talking with leaders from all
over the State, Mr. Depew baid:
Imake the following prediction: McKinley will

come to The Bronx with approximately 180,000 ma-
jority. Give Tammany 30.000 in the greater city,
and the difference will be McKlnley'a majority. I
base this estimate of an enormous majority up the
State upon three things. First, the Republicans
are a unit and working hard. There is no defec-
tion. Second, the sound money Democrats who
four years ago voted for Palmer and Buckner or
did not vote at all are now solid for McKinley.Third, the young men who are casting their ballots
for the first time are out for McKinley almost toa man. The State is all right. It will be an over-whelming vote.

Others were tried
In vain, and yet others, until "G" was reached,
and then Henry T. Lewis, of Georgia, agreed to
nominate Bryan. Other delegations were dili-
gently canvassed for seconders of Bryan's nomi-
nation. If the delegation could not be induced
to do so unanimously bolters were urged to sec-
ond the Bryan motion. Considerable success
was had in this line, and this brought Bryan's
name before the convention frequently on nomi-
nation day. Each time the claque started
thunderous applause, and kept it up as long as
they thought the temper of the convention
would stand it. When the balloting began some
o' the Bryan votes were kept back, as Mr.
Scott advised, so that each ballot would show
a steady increasp in the Nebraskan's supporters.

HOW THE BALLOTING RAN.
Thus the first ballot was made to show 137

votes for Bryan; the second. U»T; the third. 210;
the fourth, 241. By this time only a few Bryan
votes remained in hand, ao to speak, and it
began to be whispered about among the dele-
gations that Bryan had reached his limit, and
many who had voted foi him were being urged
to swing over to some other candidate in time
to get in on the winning side.

Just as the fate of Bryan hung hovering 1 over
the brink of failure, Mr. Scott, moved, as he
said yesterday, by impulse, snatched the ban-
ner of Oklahoma Territory and bore it along the
aisle. The Oklahoma delegation followed him,
yel'.lng loudly for Bryan. Others fell in line,
and the contagion spreading with wonderfulrapidity a procession was formed ofBryan dele-
gations. They marched around the Nebraakan
crowd amid the wildest commotion, and were
Joined by some delegations not favorable to
Bryan, who merely fell in line to vent their ex-
citement and did not fully understand the sig-
nificance of the movement.

This had a great effect, however, Mr. Scott
says, upon delegations who opposed Bryan and
watched the procession from their seats. They
got the idea that Bryan was stronger than he
really was, and the Bryan claque did all they
could to heighten the illusion. The result was
that on the sixth ballot Bryan received H52 voted
and the nomination.

Mr. Scott thinks the same result might have
been produced by the friends of Bland or Boies,
or even Claude Matthews, other candidates for
the nomination, had similar methods been used.
He does not blame Bryan for causing the stam-pede, neither do^s Mr. Scott consider that he
himself did anything dishonorable in using such
well known political tactics; but he does not
believe in letting the Democratic party remain
In Ignorance of the real manner In which Bryan
sprang from obscurity into the leadership of a
National party.
