It is simply
a cover composed of rubber ."n«l fabric studded
with rivets. The heads of the rivets .ire Inside.

*\an Tho vehicle carries sixty-four cells Instead
of forty-four. Tin- mlleape capacity on one charge
is eighty-five miles. The ™mroller speeds are
live nine and a hr.lf and seventeen and a haK miles
an hour. By operating a foot press a fourth speed—
23.4 miles an hour—may be obtained.
