THE FEELING IN GERMANY.
MANYPLEASANT AND SOME SPITEFUL RE-

MARKS ON THE AMERICANELECTION.

Berlin, Nov. 7.—German Government circles are
all delighted at President McKlnley's re-election.
The United States Embassy to-day received a num-
ber of expressions of that kind.

Generally speakinsr. the German public is taking:

much greater interest in the American election
than heretofore. Everybody Is discussing the re-
sults. Dr. yon Holleben. the German Ambassador
to the United States, who Is new in this city, said
about the result :

Bryan is beaten, but this does not mean that
MrKinJey has" triumphed. He had to make himself
*m<ill and modest and leave tho leading role to
Roosevelt. He has assumed an attitude of neu-
trality and Inertia regarding the foreign policy, es-
pecially China and the Philippines. Finally, it is
ptillpossible that the new Congress may not have
a Republican majority. This, perhaps, is the best
solution for the United States. They willbe ppare.l
a revolution in the transfer of power from Mo-
Klnley to Bryan, and at the same time the Repub-
lican, party has been warned that It cannot play
with fire in carrying the new imperialism to an.xtreme. And. restrained by the powerful Demo-
cratic opposition, It will put itself on its Rood be-

havior and arrest the expenses of the. ultra-capital-
istic policy within and of th» ultra-expansionists
abroad, which nearly lost it the White House, and
which has cost the country so dear, morally and
financially. Inorder toappreciate the effect of the
election on international policy more details are

ssary-

The "Journal ies Debats" says:

Our country has certainly no reason to fear an
iccentuatlon of the Americans' world's policy.
American imperialism has never appeared desirous
to don the mask the English press persisted In
offering: it. It has no tendency to become the
creature of the British or any other imperialism,
la this matter, as In others. America willact. inde-
pendently and our policy has nothing to dread from
the assertion of purely American interests. More-
over it is (MlHctllt to know how the situation will
develop. An absolutely new factor may Intervene
in the shapo of an independent President. Mr. Mc-
Kinley having opinions, and, having them, they
may prevail.

REPUBLICANS AT THE POLLS IN FORCE.
i BUT FEDERALISTS STAY AWAY.

San Juan de Porto Rico. Nov. 7.—lt is esti-
mated that 73,000 Republicans voted at the

election yesterday for a Commissioner of Con-
gress and members of tne House of Delegates.

Not more than •>*> Federals voted. The election
was exceedingly orderly. There are no reports

of disturbances. Communication with the In-
terior is slow.

The two candidates for the office of Commissioner
to Congress were Federick Dogetago y Gonxales.
on the Republican ticket, and Manuel R. GatteQ,
on the Federal ticket.
