WILD DREAMS OF ALLIANOE.

A new quadruple alllance is announced.
France, Russla, Japan and the United States
are said to have entered into a compact to op-
pose, or at least to counterbalance, the Auglo-
German alliance in respect to China. “It is re-
“ported among the heathen, and Gashmu
“gaith it.” The story in its present form ap-
pears to have originated in a St. Petersburg
paper, the “Novoe Vremya,” which is often the
medium through which political “feelers” are
put forth, and is made known to the English
speaking world by a London paper, “The FEx-
press,” which is conspicunous for the prevalence
of sensationalism over accuraey in its columns,
Despite these discrediting eircumstances, how-
ever, it has attained wide efreulation, and might
bave some disquieting credence were it not so
easy to show its Inconsistency and gross im-
probability.

Granted that France and Russia regard Great
PBritain end Germany with some degree of sus-
pielon and antagonism, the fact remains that
they have both formally accepted the essential
principles of the Anglo-German alliance. It is
scarcely reasonable to suppose they are now
organizing opposition to that to which they have
Just given their assent. The Anglo-German
compact is for Chinese territorial integrity and
the open door. What a spectacle it would be
for other Powers to form an opposing com-
pact, to counterbalance that, but for precisely
the same purpose! Things that are equal to the
same thing are equa! to each other, and pations
that are aiming at the same ends cannot well
be at cross purposes.

Japan, we are asked to believe that it has de-
liberately joined its chief rival If not ruthless
despoiler in a league against one of its closest
friends, in order te “counterbalance” a policy
to which it has long been unequivocally com-
mitted. We must bear in mind that at the
close of the war of 1804-'95 Japan proposed, after
securing the reasonable results of the campaign,
to guaraotee the integrity of China and the
open door to all the world; that Russia in-
tervened to veto these proposals and to rob
Japan of her reasenable indemnity, and that
ever since that time Japan has regarded Russia

It has cherished no feuds and sworn
no vendettas. When European Powers differ,
or even quarrel, the United States can be the
disinterested and impartial friend of both. To
suggest that it should deliberately depart from
that role, and should lend itself to be the ally
or the catspaw of any Power in antazonism to
another, and that in & matter in which it has
ahsolutely no Interest, or an interest directiy
contrary to the suggested action, Is to propose
something little short of madness. The United
States has a definite, consistent and henevolent
policy In China, as in all foreign affairs. Tt I8

Whether this means an ac-
tual change of opinion or merely an aundacicus
attempt to “dish the Tories.,” it has led to a
success greater than any one had the slightest
reason to expect. What will be the next pat-
tern In the kaleidoscope is not to be pradisted.
But we may pretty gafely suppose that the
policy of the Dominion towsrd the United
States will remain about the same that it has
been in the last four years. There was little
ground for expecting, in any event, an_\'th'lm:
better, and there seems to be no reason for
anticlpating anything worse.

It is far too
early to define a plan of operations or select the

immediate agents of reform, but it is precisely

the time to begin the process of arraying all
honest influences against Tammany Hall and
the spirit which Tammany Hall chiefly but not
exclusively embodies, The impulse already
exists, and is clearly felt not only by those who
would destroy that organization, hut also by
those within it who think they see an oppor-
tunity to change its leadership and capture for
themselves its power and plunder.

It the people of New-York who know good
government from bad and prefer the former are
resolved-—not merely Inclined--to accomplish a
munieipal revolution, they can certainly have
their way. There Is no possibility of doubt
about it. The vicious and the hopelessly igno-
rant are not a majority of the people of this
c¢ity. But we would not be nnderstood to im-
ply that the task is to be an easy one. It re-
quires as a fundamental condition of success
a complete subordination of all =elfish motives,
and, ns human nature is constituted, that ir no
trivial achievement. There are those whom a
conviction of their own superior sagacity and
disinterestedness predisposes to folly. There
are others whose ostensible devotion to the
public welfare does not always disguise a partly
unconscious longing for the various rewards of
political prominence. And, as members of the
Merchants' Association must be aware, there
are many reputable citizens who find it con-
venlent and profitable to accept the terms on
which unlawful favors are procurable from a
corrupt municipal administration.

But such obstacles as these are not insuper-
able. On the contrary, we hope and expect to
see the personally honest and politically well
meaning majority of this vast electorate in-
spired, indeed infiamed, with an ardor for
municipal purification which will consume
selfish, valn and jealous interests and clear the
way for an irresistible assault upon the com-
mon foe.

THE CANADIAN ELECTIONS.

While the expected happened here on Tues-
day, the unexpected happened on Wednesday
across the mnorthern border. There were, no
doubt, many who looked for Liberal success.
There could have been no one who looked for
a victory so sweeping. The general expecta-
tion was that the result would be close. As a
matter of fact, the Liberals have won with a
considerably larger majority than they sxecurved
at the preceding election. They have, more-
over, succeeded in parts of the country where
conservative success was generally anticipated.
The expectation was that in Manitoba, British
Columbia and the Territories there would be
a pretty clean Conservative sweep. The re-
alization is that the Liberals have secured a
majority of the seats for those provinces.
Again, the Liberals have been far more suc-
cessful in the maritime provinces than even
their most sanguine leaders dared to hope. So
for the first time in Canadian history a Liberal
Government will be retained in office for a sec-
ond term, and that on a much surer basis of
popular approval than it enjoyed in the frst
place.

The principal cause of this result is, no
doubt, the prosperity the Dominion has en-
Joyed during the last four years. There are
few points of contact between Canadian Liberal-
Ism and United States Republicanism, but there
is at the present time this one, that the policy
of each has been materially profitable to the
Nation. * It would, of course, be folly to at-
tribute all national prosperity to governmental
action. But there can be no doubt that Sir Wil-
frid Laurier's policy of maintaining the Pro-
tective tariff—which, by the way, he was
pledged to abolish—and establishing a scheme
of discriminating rates and reciprocity has
been .to the industrial and commercial ad-
vantage of Canada. So has been his energetic
and generous promotion of the canal improve-
ments and harbor developments which are
winning for Capada so much export trade
which formerly belonged and should always
belong to the United States. Sir Wilfrid has

The next task before us is to rid this eity of
Croker and Crokerism, as the Nation has now,
we may trust, been rid of Bryan and Bryanism.

Whether he ifs drunk with his excess of ar-
bitrary power, or his head is turned with the
cheap delight of being at last recognized as a
dictator of National affairs, we know not. But
certain it is that the ecool, shrewd, taelturn
and politie leader of former campalzns has heen
transformed into a wild, raving, blustering and
most blundering marplot, steicken with the
madness which precedes destruetion,

He will, of course, make desperate efforts to
save himself and his “organization™ from the
impending ruin. Tt is possible that even bis
obtuse perceptions may be quickened hy this
tremengdons, defeat into a certaln mending of
his ways .la hope of securing salvation. RBut
such mending would bhe only apparent and
superficial.  The essentinl viciousness of the
syvstem of which he is the head would remain
unchanged.” The only true ecure is to ecut
up. destroy, abolish and annihllate Crokerism,
root and branch. The hig, brutal and Insoient
Boss and all his little hut no less brutal and
insolent understrappers shonld be swept for-
ever from the places of power which they hanve
co  villanously misused.  That is the thing
which ghould be done. That Is the thing which
will be done a twelvemonth hence If only the
true men of New-York shall to themselves he

MORE MANHATTAN TRAINS.

It is gratifying to observe that the Maunhattan
management has decided to make important
additions to the number of its trains, both on
the East Side and the West Side.  This inerease
has heen much needed for a considerable time,
and the wonderful growth in population and in
every branch of metropolitan progress In the
districts which compose the parts of Manhat-
tan above Seventy-second-st. from the Fast
River to the Hudson, together with the amazing
activity and expansion heyond the Harlem,
have appealed to the men who control our ele-
vated lines with a foree that they have heen
unable to withstand. It is a pity that they
were not somewhat more open eyed and large
minded years ago. The adoption of the policy
of enterprising development which they are
just entering upon would have been wise and
Judicious in the eighties. They ought not to
have waited to the close of the century.

New-Yorkers are not censorious or captious.
It 1s not their habit to spend their time In grum-
bling or finding fault. Only the worst of ill
treatment provokes them to emphatic protest
or complaint. They suffer long before thew
break out. Intelligent citizens generally, \\‘lu-;l
they talk over matters calmly and quietly,
agree that the elevated roads on both sides of
the East River have unsually been timorous and
backward in taking advantage of their oppor-
tunities and in anticipating the mighty advance
of this imperial New-York. But the great ma-
jority of our people all over the Empire State,
from Shelter Island to Buffalo, from Bedlow's
Island to the Canada border, are amicable and
indulgent in the extreme. They never make a
fuss unless they are squeezed and banged about
far beyond the average of human endurance,
They never think of resenting any misuse of the
privileges which have been granted to our trans-
portation companies unless the holders of the
franchises persist in opposing every reasonable
desire of the community which has been so un-
grudging in its gifts to those corporations.

PRICES ON NOVEMBER 1.

On November 1 the large number of commod!-
tles covered by The Tribune's price tables
showed a decrease of 1.4 per cent compared with
October 1, and 6.3 per cent from the highest
point of the year. General trade conditions were
unusually healthy, especially in consideration of
the unseasonably warm weather and the inter-
ruption of the political campaign. There was
every evidence of a firm foundation, and in
many articles, particularly iron and stee] and
footwear, the healthfulness of recent reactions
in quetations was strikingly apparent. The
markets have exhibited little speculative ma-
nipulation of late, except In cotton, and this was
nat reflected to any great extent in the cost of
goods to consumers. A flurry in the October
option of pork had no influsnce on the general
market for meats, and the principal cereals pe-
acted to a mare normal level in response to
conditions of supply and demand.

The following table of comparative prices
prices is of especial value, because the
quantity taken in each case ts carefully pro-
portioned to the consumption, and due atten-
tion is thus given to the relative importance
of articles quoted. For instance, a change of

A heavy movement of grain into sight calmed
fears of scarcity, while high prices drove forelgn
purchasers out of this market for a time. This
combination of depressing influences resuited in
a drop of three cents in wheat and two cents in
corn, which accounts for most of the alteration
in the breadstuffs class. Oats remalned qulet,
while beans and barley gain>d moderately and
rye slightly weakened. With an easy corn mar-
ket .there is nearly always a corresponding de-
eline in live hogs and pork products, anc ae
average of six grades of live beef also fell 143
cents. Sheep remained steady, but the other
changes took the general range of meats much
below recent figures. Fluctaations were numer-
ous In the third class, small gains appearing in
fresh apples, raisins and onions, while losses
occurred in cheese, hay, potatces, dried apples
and turnips. Butter and milk did not change.
Less satisfactory weather for producing eggs
caused a sharp gain of two cents a dozen, and

this was the balance of power in the dairy and’

garden products. Cheaper sugar was chiefly re-
sponsible for the decline in other foodstuffs, and
small gains occurred in hops, molasses and
spices Tea and malt weakened, but coffee,
whiskey, rice, tobacco, fish and salt showed no
variation.

The small galn In clothing was mainly due to
the remarkable strength of leather and hides.
These materials have advanced sharply under
the better demand from boot and shoe manufact+
urers, but consumers are not feeling the differ-
ence, as finished products have not changed In
price. A moderate advance occurrad in cotton
goods early in the month, being but a partial
response to the phenomenal advance of the raw
material during the preceding month. Later
there eame a severe collapse of speculation in
raw cotton, and the price on November 1 was
1% cents lower than on October 1, a decline ex-
actly equivalent to the advance during Septem-
ber. The average of 100 grades of wool was
slightly lower for the month, making the loss
about & cent since August 1. Raw silk averaged
$5 early In the spring, and declined almost wvith-
out interruption until §3 52 was quoted on Octo-
her 1. The first recovery appeared on November
1, when the average was $3 72%.

Deecline in the metal class was not counter-
acted by a =ingle advance In any of the articles
quoted. Prices of iron and steel showed a defl-
nite recovery toward the end, but the average
on November 1 was lower than on October 1.
Cnal tell 85 cents after the strike was settled,
and misfortune overtook the corner in tin at
London, so that the lowest price in nine months
was quoted on November 1. The Standard Ol
Trust gave the people a further reduction in the
cost of petroleum, making barrel cargoes 253
cents, or 25 per cent cheaper than at the be-
ginning of the year. Copper, lead and tinplates
A1d not change. In the great number of articles
ineluded under the miscellaneous heading there
were many small fluctuations, but the net result
was insignificant. The most important change
was an advance in linseed ofl from 63 to T3
cents, while turpentine, hemp and some grades
of lumber also galned. On the other hand, glass
and paper averaged slightly lower.

A NEW AMERICAN DRAMA.

“THE TORY'S GUEST.”

In the quaint ‘ittle house at Newburg, wharg
General Washington dwelt, at that critical timae
in the Revol‘uomry War when he was engaged in
maintaining ¥ communication between the middie
Colonies and those of New-England, parting the
British forces, and preparing for the investment of
New-York, are displayed (or, at least, formerly they
were) manuscript documents relative to a piot,
which fortunately .miscarried, to seize the person
of that commander, and deliver him into the hands
of his enemies. Conspiracies against the grand oid
chieftain were not uncommon, but this opne was
especially ingenious, and it almost succeeded. This
is the subject that has been happily chosen by
Mr. Victor Mapes, as the theme for a drama, and
this subject he has treated. with marked ingenulty
and to good practical purpose, in his play called
“The Tory's Guest,” which was produced yesterday
afternoon at the Empire Theatre, by a company of
Mr. Franklin Sargent’s students, and which was
received with more than ordinary favor by a large
and unusually intelligent and discriminative audi-
eace.

The fabric differs from most of the callow com-
positions that are customarily presented at thess
trial matinees (which commonly are trials in mors
senses than one), in possessing several comspicuous
merits. It tells its story more by action than by
words. It suggests the atmosphere of the time to
which it relates. It discriminates between varieties
of character. It arouses and maintalns a feeling
of suspense. It contrives two or three situations
of an effective order. It is written In Sluent Eng-
lish, and it 1is comparatively free from Ilong
speeches. On the other hand, its fable i» trite; ns
incidents are ionally forced; its movement is
impeded by episodical trivialities—odds and ends
of scrappy dlalogue between servants and supers,
to explain what needs no expianation; its herolne
is made far too easily credulous that her accepted
lover Is an impostor and a spy; it comtains too
many persons, and it is wofully weak in the ele-
ment of humor. The introduction of Washington,
necessary and cleverly managed in the fourth act,
is superfluous and dreartly ineffective in the first
The expedient of the twin brothers, who so closely
resemble each other,—not merely in aspect, “ut in
voice,—~that no observer can distinguish between
them, has done duty in many another play
and novel, and is venerable with entiquity.
There 1Is, however. a respect due to age,
and old things that are freshly used can
still sometimes be made to seem effective. Mr.
Mapes, making one of the brothers a gay and rat.
tling British officer and the other a staid and
serious Continental, has, in his series of connected
scenes, caused them to be repeatedly mistaken for
each other, and, by involving them in the plot of
three old Tory inhabitants to capture General
Washington,—by luring him to a dinner party at a
country house, and causing the place to be sur-
rounded by British troops,—has made their personal
similarity contributive to a really romantic climax.
1f carefully pruned and condensed, and then com-
mitted to the hands of experienced actors, “Tha
Tory's Guest” would assuredly make a brave show,
and not improbably would capture the public faney.
Such a situation as that in which the Continental
brother is surprized by the British guards, and then,
being mistaken by his eaptors for their own leader,
in disguise, is sufficiently alert to surprise their
secrets and discomfit their plans, has carried to a
popular success several dramas more experimental
than this one. Even the somewhat crude treat-
ment of it by Mr. Sargent's phalanx evoked a re-
sponse of coplous enthuslasm.

The play contains twenty-eight parts, four of
which are doubles. The representative of Washing-
ton bore himself with composurs and inspired
respect,—and that, under the dramatic conditions
provided, could not have been easy: for now. as
always, since the tle-wig times of Peter Richings,
that great American emerges as all dignity and
decorum, all buckram and starch, a creature but
momentarily escaped from a marble pedestal, and,—
as old Henry Clapp sald of the Rev. Dr. Osgood,—
only waiting for a vacancy in the Trinity. The play
that shall do justice to the characier of Georza
Washington has never been written, and probably
never will be. Mr. Wallace Worsley, who doubled
as the twin brothers, evinced many of the qualitfes
of an actor—creating an {llusion, and exhibiting
both vivacity and serious force. The scung. In
general, was at least zealous. Robert Siddls, as an
old traitor, and Austin Webb, as a tipsy soldier,
were notably clever. There was much sereaming by
some of the female players, particularly by Miss
Mifflin, a lady who said that she had come all tha
way from Philadeiphia and who began as a
cano and continued vociferousiy to explode through-
out the representation. King Lear furnishss a
salutary hint for students of this kind
