His pages are fairly amusing:,

but It takes greater gifts than his to make a
work of this sort seriously worth while. His
descriptions are fairly well done, but what he

adds to them ln the nature of general comment
lacks the power to interest and charm the

reader. Attractive form has been given to the
book; dainty sketches ln black and white em-
bellish its margins, and the publisher has given

It good paper and press work. Mr. Skinner's
"Flowers in the Pave" Is an agreeable collection
cf modest little papers on flowers, trees, ani-

mals and other things in nature. The author
has a lively sympathy for what he sees, and

writes, of it deftly and with humor. His book
is d&intilyIllustrated. Itis not too long, and al-
together is worthy of reception Into the com-
pany of minor publications dealing with fugi-

tive impressions of natural phenomena. Ernest
Ingersoll's new book, "Nature's Calendar," is a

handy volume which ought to be serviceable to

the amateur. Half of the broad page Is devoted

to the text, which deals with the things ln

nature apposite to the date. The other half is

left blank for the reader to enter his own ob-

servations. The best quality of the book Is the

conciseness with which Mr. Ingersoll has ar-
ranged his data. He has not much space to
himself, bat he uses it with such judgment that
his calendar is. on the whole, tolerably compre-
hensive. There are twelve good illustrations
from original photographs by Clarence Lown.

Alexander E. Orr. president of the Rapid Transit
Commission, said to a Tribune reporter last night:

*"We are merely waiting for the opinions of sev-
eral committees before we go ahead. There was
some question as to proceeding 1 Ith the pipe gal-
leries, and rather than proceed before all doubts
were settled we thought we would better atop work
for a short time. Idid not know that work had
already heon stopped. We shall not go on until the

way is clear."
Oeorse S. Rice, assistant engineer of the Com-

mission, sal.l that certain details had to b« ar-
rangeO before work could be resumed. He thought
the delay would be of very short duration.

John B. McDonald, contractor, could not be seen
last night at his home. No. 1West Seventy-sec-

ond-st.. and William Barclay Parsons, when asked
the cause of the sudden suspension of operations,

declined to talk upon the subject.

The friction Is entirely confined to the sewer and
water departments, which are displeased at the
action of the tunnel managers. There Is no con-
flict hetween property owners and the city.

Mr. Loomis. of the Department of Sewers, said:
By th« pl«n of the Rapid Transit Commission.

th" twenty-four-inch sewer pipe is buried In the

floor of the gallery, about seventeen feet below the
sidewalk. The access to It Is through an armhole.
about one foot ln diameter, which Is entirely inade-
quate for the purpose of cleaning. It appears a
person wishing to dtaln neighboring houses would
have to dljr to a considerable depth, and would be
'•ompelled to break through the concrete founda-
tions of the pipe galleries ln order to reach each
sewer. According to the proposed plan, other pipes
willhe place. l tn the gallery, greatly Inconvenienc-
ing the operations of the sewer department. Both
Mr.Birdsall. of the Water Supply Department, and
myself nsr.-e that It would be to the interests of
both dep:irtmentn that the gallery plan be aban-
doned, and that the sewer and water mains be laid
ln the usual manner.

Several new editions of Carlyle's "French
Revolution" have lately entered the field, but
there is always room tor one more, provided It
be decently printed. The edition recently Im-
ported by th<» Scribnexs In ope large octavo vol-
ume of eight hundred pa&es fulfils all the re-
quirements. Itis not luxuriously made, as are

n the three volumes ln the "Centenary" edition
y of Carlyle's works, edited by the late Mr.H. D.

Traill p.nd issued by the same publishers, but
it is certainly more convenient to have the book
In one volume, and this, although thick, is not
ton heavy, and opens easily in the hand. The
type, more<.\ er. is large and clear. The Illustra-
tions ar? printed from half tone plates. Most
of them are portraits, but there ore some views
reproduced liom old prints, the frontispiece be-
ing a picture of the taking of the Bastile. The
volume is bound in plain dark cloth.

The Shenandoah edition of Mr. Frank R.
Fto< kton's works, published by Charles Sorlb-
Tier's Son?, reaches its sixteenth, seventeenth
and eighteenth volumes with the second, third
and fourth of those devoted to the author's mis-
cellaneous tales.

Illustrations and other miscellaneous data of
Interest to architects. Itcontains an account of
the international competition for the Phoebe A.
Hearst plan for the University of California,

with reproductions of the designs submitted.
There is a long account of the work of Mr.
Wilson Eyre, of Philadelphia, with sketches of
buildings designed by him. The Dewey Arch
Is commemorated in text and picture. The list
of fragmentary papers, however, is too long to
be enumerated in full. We may say simply
that for professional men this is certain to be
an interesting publication, especially as the
many Illustrations are reproduced ln first class
half tones.

The United Btates Naval Institute, establishedIn X873. having for Its object the advancement
of professional and scientific knowledge in theNavy, U a society composed of officers of theNavy. Marine Corps and civil officers attached
to the naval service. Its proceedings are pub-
lished quarterly, and the recent number for
the first three months of 1000 Is unusually in-
teresting, because of the many papers that were
discussed.

Jersey, Delaware and West Virginia. But
that, of course, includes the most Important
sphere of American business corporations. In-
deed, it is probably quite within bounds to say
that the corporations organized and now ex-
isting under the laws of those four States In-
clude fully nine-tenths of such enterprises ln
America east of the longitude of Chicago,
whether they are measured by the amount of
their capitalization or the actual financial im-
portance of the companies. The proportion of
large corporate enterprises to be found in those
States is also increasing. It follows, therefore.
that Mr. Conyngton's book, despite its limita-
tions, covers the most active field of corporation
work.
Itdoes not claim to be a treatise on corpora-

tion law. It rather is a guide to business men
and lawyers. It is a satisfactory and useful
presentation of the subject from this standpoint.

She is -i3O feet o Inches
long and 47 feet beam. Her gross tonnage is 6.129.
Her hull is of iron She is driven by a sin-
gle screw. She was built in 1884 by J. Elder & < '.\u25a0>.
When new she was capable of doing seventeen
knots an hour. Her present speed is between lif-
teen and sixteen knots.
In March, 1894, the shaft of the Ems was broken

and she was to-ved into the Azores by the steamer
Flower Gate, in September. 1896, her present com-
mander, while on the way to Italy, from this port,
rescued an Italian seaman who was knocked over-
board In a stiff Kale.

Dr. Wharton declares that Miss Somers volun-
taiilydeeded the property to him for an orphanage,
that he has established the orphanape and per-
sonally conducted it. and that, in order to sup-
port it. he was obliged to mortsape the property
that he still conducts the orphanage, and that there
are children now in it. He says he is poor and
had no funds of his own to pay the orphanage ex-
penses. His counsel will move to quash the in-
dictments.
