Talk of strained relations between the No-

Foreman James D. Clifford of Hook and Ladder
Company No. IS, In Attorney-st., called his men
to the dt-.-k at >> a. m. yesterday and told them he
had been dismissed from the Fire Department.
He had received the order of Fire. Commissioner
JfcaunHl on Thursday nisht, telling him that his

dismissal would take effort at S a. m. yesterday.
Clifford turned the command of the company over
to the assistant foreman, gave up his tire shield
and said goodby to the company.
"Ian sorry to leave you," he said, "but under th«

conditions of my dismissal Ihave reason to feel
proud and happy. Ihave been struggling- all along
for the betterment of the conditions here and for
a decent administration of the Department."

Clifford went to his home, In Brooklyn, and later
was at Fire Headquarters, to shake hands -with
home of bis friends. He paid he would take his
oast? Into the courts, with the hope of being put
back into th« Department. He declared that he
had been wronged by Commissioner Scannell and
Fire Chief Croker. He asserted that he hail not
violated any of the rules of the Department, and
had not failed to do his duty fearlessly on all oc-
casions.

The dismissal of Clifford, after a long trial, was
because of his connection with the Firemen's Mut-
ual Benevolent Association. He has been the presi-
dent of that secret organization of firemen and thoorganization tn. d to get th« Legislature last win-ter to pass a bill to reorganize the Fire Depart-
ment and allow the firemen to work In day andnight shifts, and have part of their time every day
in their homes Instead of being kept in readinessto respond to alarms of fire. The bill was killed in
the Legislature. It was regarded as a bad measurethat would have increased the expenses of the FireDepartment enormously, without Increasing its ,'f
flciency. Clifford had the assurance to go to FiroCommissioner Scannell and ask his alii for the billafter the Commissioner had expressed his con-
demnation of it. Fire.Chief Croker declared thattht bill would disorganize the Department He tookmeasures against the secret organization of thefiremen when there was a report that the ortran
ization was raUing money to aid in securing thepaasa«e of the bill at Albany, and Clifford andother firemen were ordered to get out of the or-ganization.. Clifford has remained president of the organ-
•ration He said yesterday that he would keenthe presidency of the organization and would try
to have the bill which fulled last winter passed
»his winter Many officers of the Fire Department
said yesterday that the dismissal of Clifford proba-
bly would put an end to the -fliclency of the Fir*,
men's Mutual Benevolent Association for legislative
purposes. Commissioner Scannell and Chief Crokerdeclined to talk about Clifford's case, but they «aidthere was no reason to suppose that the efflclenevof the Department was to be impaired by legisla-

ONE HUNDRED OCCUPANTS OF BURNING
TENEMENT HOUSE TAKEN FROM

ROOF DOWN SCALING LADDERS.
Fire broke out cm the ground floor of the five

story double tenement houee at No. 15 Moore-St.,
Brooklyn, about 10 o'clock last nlpht. when most
of the occupants, consisting of nearly one hundredmen. women and children, were asleep. The ground
floor of the building was occupied by David Do-
browsky, a clothing dealer.

Twenty families had apartments in the building.
They were aroused by the dense smoke, which filled
the hallways and pot into the rooms. Scantily
clad, those who were alive to the danger gave the
alarm to those who were Ignorant of It, and all
made a rush for th" front stairway.
