ORIEV-D BECAUFE HE HADTO GO TO THE ALMB-

BOCBB— SON A POLICEMAN.

John Welsh, the father of Policeman John H.
Welsh, of the Herbcrt-st. nation, In Brooklyn, died
on Friday In the Aim6hou»e at Flatbuah. He was
eeventy years old, and dt;ith is said to have been
caused by grief on becoming a public charge.

John J. Clancy, a lawyer, of North Fourth-st.
and Bedford-aye.. Brooklyn, said yesterday that a
month ago the old man applied to him for advice
and to pet his son, the policeman, to assist in sup-
porting him. The old man had lived in the Fourth
Ward about forty years, was well known and re-
epected, and for thirty-five years was a

at tha Grand-st. car stables, In Manhattan. On

account of his age he was forced to give up his
place. He had been living with a widowed daugh-

ter at No. 135 North Fourth-st.. Brooklyn, who had

three children, and had to go out working by the

day to support them and herself. He felt he was a
burden to her. and It rebelled against his nature

to have her attend to his wants.

Mr. Clancy said he wrote several letters to Po-

liceman Welsh, explaining the old man's destitute
condition, but received no reply. He then sent word

to the Charities: Department, and the Commi«Mon-
ers agreed to commit Welsh to the Almshouse. The

old man complained against it. but there was
nothing else to do. Another appeal to the son was

made in vain. M\ Clancy said he sent the old man
to hi* son's hous»>, and he said his son had told

him to find work and earn his own living. Mr.
"Welsh was sent to the Alm.«house on Monday. Mr.
Clancy declared it was his firm belief when he saw
the old man coins away that he would die from a
broken heart, rind be was not surprised when in-
formed of his de.ith. The body might have to be
buried in the public burying ground.

Policeman W. :-h -aid yesterday that when his
father came to him a fortnight ago he was willing
to give him a room to Bleep in and provide him
