!qulaqueplicate tickets. There can be no doubt

j ance, however, the Paris fair did not equal thej record. We are ToM that more than 600.000

j000. The receipts from admission fees, conces-
\ sions, etc.. have unquestionably been far le*.s
;at the Paris fair than at Chicago, since tickets• have been sold at a sou each, and even at a! lower price. Indeed, low prices and small re-
!ceipts from entrance foes have been the rule
iat all fairs in Paris. Thus in London in 1851
| there were 6.170.000 admissions and ?2..Vt0.<i00
; receipts, while in Paris In 1865 3.162.330 ad
| missions brought in only $1,280,000. In Phila-
| delphia in IST'i there were 9.789.382 admissions
i and 13,813.740 receipts, while in Paris in IMS
: the figures were 10,03*2,725 and $2,531,650. And; in Chicago in 1893 there were 27,529,400 visitors
: and $14,117,332 receipts, while in Paris in Inn!>
j the 32.354.111 represented only $8,380,000.

Itis said that China must submit to demand*
that no great Power would tolerate, because she
is not fully civilized and has acted savagely.

Ifsuch be the case, itmay be asked, why make
that demand for "rational intercourse, as in
civilized countries"? Must not China be treated
either as a civilized, independent, sovereign

Power or as an uncivilized, dependent, subject
State? To Mich questions there is the obvious
answer that there are precedents, in our own
history as well as in the history of other na-
tions, for occupying a middle ground: but it is
not easy in this instance to define such middle
ground with confidence and security. Much of
the trouble European countries have had with
China has arisen from the illogical system of
saying to her. In effect

"youauthority or recognize your rights as such."
It may now be possible and wise, with regard
to her own welfare and the permanent ad-
vantage of the rest of the world, to assume a
different attitude toward her.
