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met or they will stand convicted of insincerity,
for if Bishop Potter and those who worked with
him, handicapped as they were by opposition
‘rom the powers in control, could secure evi-
fence, and this committee, with all the ma-
chinery of the Tammany organization back of
1t, fails to do so, there can be but one inference,
and that is that the committee is insincere, and
appointed to conceal rather than to reveal any-
thing. It places the committee in a position
where the members must act or be held up to
public scorn and contempt.

YORK MAY TALK AGAIN.

The most pertinent admission from the Tam-
many side, even considering the admission of
Richard Croker and his lieutenants that vice
does exist and that they intend to stamp it out,
was that made by Bernard J. York, President of
the Police Board, who declared that police offi-
cials received bribes, and that no one knew it
better than the Police Commiesioners. At the
same time he deplored the inability to get legal
evidence. Mr. York's admission was widely
commented upon yesterday. When Commis-
sioner York appeared at his office yesterday
forenoon he declined to say anything in adZi-
tion 1o what he had already said, but declared
that after the meeting of the Police Commis-
sioners to-morrow, at which the letter of Bishop

Potter to Mayor Van Wyck is to be considered,
he may say something.

FRANK MOSS SAYS CROKER'S ORGANIZA-

TION CANNOT STAMP OUT
VICE AND EXIST.
Frank Moss, who was Pollce Commissioner

under Mavor Strong, and assisted in the Lexow
investigation and was counsel for the Mazet
Committee, is perhaps as well if not better in-
formed about the vice situation in this city than
any resident of New-York. Mr. Moss has
worked hard in various reform movements, and,
commenting yesterday upon the crusade started
by Richard Croker, he said:

1 congratulate Bishop Potter most sincerely, for
he has succeeded in doing more than any one else
who has fought vice in this citv. He has made
Mr. Croker and Tammany admit his charges, even
before they have been published. This is an en-
viable distinction and a notable victory.

It is to be remembered, however. that an attack
upon East Side vice. no matter how fierce the on-
slaught. only touches the edge of the main ques-
tion. Vice i# rampant all over the city. It is con-
fired to no one quarter. How about the poolrooms
and the gambling and ali the other manifestations
of vice? Do these not deserve attention also?

There is no section of vice that Tammany can
ettack with so littie loss as this East Side section.
It pays least In protection and is always getting
Tammany into trouble. East Side vice was the
rause of the Lexow investigation, which resulted
.n the election of Mr. Strong to the Mayoraliy.
That was just seven years ago. .

It is only a case of history repeating itseif and
the cyvcle of seven vears coming around again. But
sonditions are vastly different in the city now
from what they were when the Lexow investiga:
tion started. Then the number of men who dared
to stand up and denounce Tammany for its critmi-
nal protection of vice was small, merely a handful:
end those few were attacked and vilified as few
men in this city have been. They bear even after
this time some of the marks of that confiict, but
they have never regretted their part in it

Then Alexander Willlams was police inspector of
the dstrict and Devery was ecaptain. Remember,
the same district now in question was the scene
of the former demonstration. The police and Tam-
many called our charges all lies and defled us.
Williams declared his district was white as the
driven snow.

How does the case stand to-day? The police and
Tzmmany have abandoned thelr arroganca and
Mr. Croker orders a crusade against vice from
Tammany itself. The present movement is almost
a reproduction of that begun seven Years ago. We
investigated, obtained our facts, then wrote a
stinging letter to the Mayor, reciting the facts.
The great difference between then and now was
the support of the public. Where there were ten
men to uphold our fight in the open, now there
are weveral hundred anxious to help. Dr. Park-
hurst, vou may remember, barely escaped indict-
ment himself for daring to criticise the polize.

Mr. Croker sees he is in a desperate condition,
and accordingly he is taking desperate chances.

Tammany is making a bold bluff. It cannot live
up to its promises. It is impossible for it or Mr.
Croker to do more than make an appearance of
throttling vice here, beca¥sd ai real attempt to do
so would disrupt Tammany Hall and destroy f{t.

Tammany is irretrievably committed to vice and
eannot bark down from {ts Bargain It won the
city in 1888 by an open alllance with the poolroom
keepers and gamblers and others who create and
maintain vice in this city, and deliberately adopted
the motto of a “‘wide open” town.

1 expect to see the police make a strong bluff at
investigating, and the job will be most carefully
and skilfully managed, but from the very nature
of Tammany it cannot do any real reforming on a
big scale, for such work would disrupt it

The Bishop's crusade is a splendid thing, and it
comes at exactly the right time. The people will
have confidence in its sincerity, and it comes long
enough before election to allow full discussion of
the issues involved. Tammany cannot discount it,
either, as a political movement.

But best of all is the influence f{t
compelling the head cf Tammany to admit the
facts. This he has never done before. The effect
of this will be tremendous. But ‘t was amusing

that Mr. Croker should have gone through the
form of calling down pocr old Fitzpatrick. whose
digtriet, for a hard one, is after all the best
of the bad ones. Strength to the Bishop, for his
work is splendid.

1t is safe to
zay that Mr. Croker was the centre of attrac-
tion of every one on board, and many of those
who did not know him personally pushed and
crcwded to get a near view of the Democratic
leader. ~

In the centre of the reception rocm was a mass
of big yellow chrysanthemums about five feet
high, and on the pink ribbon which held them in
place was written, “From J. J. Coogan.” There
was a magnificent horseshoe from Chief Devery,
a bunch of roses from M. F. Donohue, a hobby
horse abcut three feet high surrounded by
chrysanthemums, a gift from Commissioner
Scannell, and a number of other floral gifts to
which no names were attached.

The last call, ““All ashore!” had sounded before
