Depew ticket, carrying twenty-five names, was

The
Depew forces were handled by Henry Birrell
and Mr. Wetmore. while the opposition was
marshalled by William Leary. The result of
th-- balloting was not announced till nearly
mldnipht. Senator Depew for several successive
years has been the unanimous choice of the
club for president. His friends said last night
that on account of the division, he would refuse
to accept the presidency again. The frfends of
Mr. Birrell and Mr. Wetmore said that the
place would be proffered to Mr. Depew.

Charles H. Treat announced that he had betn
authorized by a wealthy member of the club to

of the Campaign Committee of the club for use
in leasing and equipping a permanent head-
quarters at No. 132 Bowery, where so many

vote winning meetings were held this fall. The

announcement was received with cheers
Vice-President Louis Stern presided, in the

absence of President Depew.

FROM TURKEY.
Washington. Nov. 19— The first class battle-

ship Kentucky has been ordered to touch at
Smyrna, Turkey, on her way to the Philippines.
The Kentucky is now at Naples. She is going
to Manila by way of the Suez Canal, and Is
under command of Captain Colby M. Chester.
The Kentucky's presence In Turkish waters will
be coincident with renewed efforts on the part
of the Administration to collect from the Turk-
ish Government payment of the indemnity de-
manded by the United States for the. destruc-
tion of missionary property in that country
some years ago. These claims have been pend-
ing for a long time. Payment of the Indemnity
was urged in turn by Minister* Angell and
Straus, and Mr. Griscom. the American Charge

d'Affaires now at Constantinople, has been per-
sistent in his demands for a settlement, but thus
far apparently without any definite assurance
that the claims will be paid. The amount de-
manded approximates $100,000.

Smyrna lies at the head of the gulf of that
name, has a large population, and for centuries
has been the most important centre of trade In
the Levant. The city is out of the ordinary
line of travel to the Suez Canal.

Bolet-Peraza, confidential agent In this country

of Venezuela, acting on Instructions from Presi-
dent Clpriano Castro, has purchased George J.
Gould's steam yacht Atalanta for that republic.

She will be converted Into a gunboat. The
negotiations have been conducted with such
secrecy that not even Consul-General Gonzalez
was aware yesterday that the deal had been
consummated. The Atalanta Is to cost Venez-

uela $128,000. It Is said that $30,000 of this

amount was paid on Friday.

HER DISCLOSURES LEAD TO THE ARREST

OF OTHER INMATES—PLAIN CLOTHES

MEN TRANSFERRED.

Captain Titus made his first raid under the
new crusade about 8 o'clock last night, and it
was full of incident. Fannie Wilner, a young
Jewess, livingat No. 818 East Third-st.. gave
the information or. which Captain Titus sent
his men to No. 24 Stanton-st. a three-story
house, with a bar on the ground floor, kept by
one Topper. Mrs. Fannie Brown, the reputed
proprietor, an the police call Mrs. Topper, and
the eleven women in the upper part of the
house were arrested.

The girl's strry Is that she was out of work
and that four weeks ago she went out to seek
a place. She preferred livingon the lower East
Side somewhere in the neighborhood of her
home. Going through Rivington-st.. she met
another girl looking for a place, and. while
talking with her a man whose name she says is
Martin Dolberg told them he would give them
work at No. 48 Rlvington-st. Fannie had gone
there, and everything had appeared to be re-
spectable tillshe invited her sister to come. The
parlor riad been kept closed, and when she had
asked why her sister could not see the parlor
she had been told company was there. She had
thought that was strange, but had remained.
Not long ago Dolberg had told her he wanted
her to go away.

"I have a bepr place at No. 24 Stanton-st."
he had said, "and Iwant you to come over."

He had taken her and three other girls. She
had been kept upstairs and the other three girls
had conspired to prevent her from leaving the
house. They had stayed In the barroom.

Dolberg had gone to her after a little time and
told her to put on a wrapper. She had ob-
jected, as she had not said she would go to that
place, but had been promised a position at No.
4« Rivington-st.

Fannie was not allowed to talk much except
to the police, and whether she acted like the
others In the house Is not known, but Captain
Titus said she was forced to lead a life of shame
for two weeks. She got away ten days ago and
went to her home in East Third-st.

Captain Titus only heard of the story yester-
day, and he sent Detective Sheehan to Fannies
home. She told her story to him. and Captain
Titus, after she had been taken to the station,
decided to make a raid at once on the house
in Stanton-st.

Detectives Sheehan, Stephenson and Grlmshaw
were sent around to the house. As soon as they
reached the place every person In the street
knew there was something about to happen in
the vice crusade. They poured out of their
homes on that and neighboring 1 block3. and
waited outside the three story house, wondering
what was taking place within.

The women were huddled into the patrol
wagon. Not a man was found in the house.

Tn the station Fannie Wilner came out of Cap-
tain Titus's room. As soon as sume of the young
women saw her they made faces and shook
their fists at her. Fannie was not frightened,
fche pointed out Mrs. Brown as the proprietor
of the house. Captain Titus then ordered a
charge of keeping a disorderly house made
against the woman.

The women were all taken downstairs, glad
to escape. Captain Titus and his men went out
after sending Fannie to the Gerry Society.

Fannie Wilner's family live in the rear of No.
SIS East Third-st. The father, Philip,is a baker.
Fannie has an elder sister, Mollle, about twenty-
one years old.

Wilner said Fannie went away about a month
ago. Twelve days ago his wife had received a
letter from the wife of a jeweler, who said she
lived at No. 48 Rivington-st. The woman had
written that Fannie was living at that place,
and that Dolberg. who kept the p'.ace, had places
also at No. 0 Delancey-st. and No. 24 Stanton-
st., but kept young women at the Rivington-st.
house only in transit or just before taking them
somewhere else.

The Gerry society was Informed when the
letter was received. Henry Goldstein, of No.
248 East Third-st., who used to go about with
Fannie a good deal, was thought at first to
know where the girl was. but said he did not.
and they believe him innocent. Mollie said
got the girlaway from the house in Stanion-st..
although the father said the Gerry society
agent did it. Mollie also said that a friend of
Dolberg's had threatened the jeweller's wife.

The father said Fannie had been arresrei
about five months ago at Rivington and Pitt sts.
on a charge of selling rolls on Sunday. She had
been detained five days in the Gerry society
rooms. The mother declared that Fannie issick, but did not say what ailed her.

There was a general air of expectancy In the
"red light"district last night, proprietors of dif-
ferent kinds of resorts not knowing exactly
what was going to be done by the police.

The streets wc-re clear of loitering women,
and there was no appealing to pedestrians from
stoops.

The police of the Flfth-st. station d!<l nothing
In the crusade during th? night.

Captain Titus was asked what he Intended do-
ing with gambling houses in the district. Hft
paid he had his hands full in attending to rid-
ding the streets of the social evil. He said he
would see to that before he would do anything
else.

Chief Devery yesterday transferred a number
of plain clothes men to and from the Eldrldge-
st. police station, at the -equest of Captain
Titus.

Vladivlstok say the Chinese have destroyed
three hundred versts of the southern section of
the Manchurlan railroad. All the stations were
burned and much rolling Btock was destroyed.
The damage Is estimated at 10,000.<K)0 rubles.

ments. We ehall not allow ourselves to be ledbeyond these demands except by the Interests of
civilization and especially by the Interests of
Germany.

Later In his speech Count yon Billow said:
The loyalty of Germany's policy has been

proved by the fact that the other Powers havetransferred to us the supreme command in tie
Province of Chi-Li. We would willinglyhaveplaced our troops under the supreme command
of any other Power. We Informed Russia to
that effect. A desire was expressed in many
quarters to offer the supreme command fo Ger-
many. We could not be deaf to the call of nthor
Powers, and in accepting the responsibility we
proclaimed our conviction that Germany's policy
contained nothing which, from the point of
view of other Governments, could give ground
for misgiving.

That His Majesty of Russia— whose speedy
and complete recovery we. with all Europe,
and with the world, desire with all our hearts-
that this noble and enlightened sovereign
should, before all others*, put the supreme com-
mand in our hands was recognized by us with
special gratitude. This la a fresh proof of what
Ishall always uphold

—
that between a well con-

ducted German policy and a well conducted
Russian policy there can be no deep and cer-
tainly no invincible antagonism.

By dispatching troopß to China we have In
no way impaired our readiness to do battle In
Europe. We declare that we are on guard. In
undertaking the charge of the interests of
other nations, acting aR a lightning conductor
for the other Powers, we have no desire to play
the role of Providence on earth. The Hohenzol-
lerns will not tread in the path of the Bona-
partes. Never will non-German tendencies be
followed by the bouse whose great son has de-
clared that a prince Is the first servant of the
State. In the Spanish-American and South
African wars we pursued a policy of honorable
neutrality because Itwas the best for Germany.

REICHSTAG STILL FEELS BAD.
Dr. Lieber, the Centrist leader, expressed ap-

proval of the statements of the Chancellor and
of the policy followed by the Government. In-
cluding the Anglo-German agreement and thi»
maintenance of friendship with Russia, but he
declared that, in view of the gross disregard
which the Government had shown for the con-
stitutional rights of the Reichstag, sofcne In-
demnity ought to be granted by the Govern-
ment for its extreme presumption.

Herr Bebel. the Socialist leader, who followed,
was called to order for asking whether the Cen-
trists did not feel the humiliation that had been
inflicted upon the Reichstag. He attacked the
Chinese policy of the Government, declaring that
Europe was reaping what she and the mission-
aries had sown. He blamed Emperor William's
speeches for the cruel manner inwhich the war
was being waged in China, ridiculed the mis-
sion of Count yon Waldersee and asserted that
it would be impossible for China to accept the
conditions which the Imperial Chancellor had
set forth.

Replying to Herr Bebel and defending Em-
peror William, General yon Gossier, Minister of
War. made this extraordinary statement:

"What our troops are now doing in China Is
merely retaliation for what the Huns did to us
for centuries."

This declaration was loudly applauded by the
Right, but excited merriment In other sections
of the Chamber.

KWANG SU PROMISES TO RETURN.
A TELEGRAM TO EMPEROR WILLIAMFROM

CHINA'S FUGITIVE RULER.

Berlin, Nov. 19.
—

The "Reichsanzeiger" (offi-
cial) publishes the text of a telegram of the
Emperor of China, dated November 14, In re-
ply to Emperor William's telegram of Septem-
ber 30, in which the former promises to inflict
6evere punishments on the authorities who were
accomplices of the murderers of Baron yon Ket-
teler, the German Minister, and expressed the
hope that friendly relations will soon be re-
established. He also declares thar so soon as
the Peace Commissioners attain the desired
point he will fix a time for his return to Peking.

His Chinese Majesty adds that the protection
of the Christian missions will be especially and
strictly enjoined on all the provincial authori-
ties.

PUNISHMENT NOT SEVERE ENOUGH.
FOREIGN ENVOYS REFUSE TO ACCEPT AN

IMPERIAL EDICT.

London, Nov. 20— "The Morning Post's" Pe-
king correspondent, telegraphing Saturday, says:

The edict inflictingpunishment is milder than
the first reports suggested. Prince Tuan and
Prince Chwang are only banished, and not im-prisoned. Duke Lan is merely dismissed. The
foreign envoys cannot accept the edict, owing
to^thft Inadequacy of the punishments.

Count yon Waldersee officially announces that
he has stopped looting and restored peace in theprovince of Pe-Chl-Lt

"A Chinese official report," says the Shanghai
correspondent of "The Standard," "says that the
Allies have captured two passes leading from
Chi-Li into Bhan-Se. Hen- Knappe, the GermanConsul, has returned from Nanking. He reports
that he asked the Viceroy to permit foreign
troops to ascend the Yang-tae-Kiang and to stopsending supplies to Bi-Ngan-Fu."

FEARS A CHINESE TRAP.
THE EASTERN QUANDARY DISCUSSED IN

THE FRENCH CHAMBER.
Paris, Nov. 10. —During the morning session of

the Chamber of Deputing to-day the budget for
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs was discussed
and M. D'Estournelles o> Constant, Republican,
representing the La Fleche District of the
Sarthe, asked how long the Chinese campaign
would last. Ho =aid he feared it would cost a
large amount. They couid not depend on an
indemnity to cover the expense, for it would be
necessary to continue the expedition to enforce
the payment. The Fr^aker also expressed fear
that the exaction of an indemnity would result
In the dismemberment of China, resulting in a
universal war. Thus, ho pointed out, "China
lays a trap for Europe to fall into."

If. Marcel Sembat. Radical Socialist, repre-
senting one of the Seine districts, demanded to
know by what right the Government had en-
gaged in war without the consent of Parliament,
and questioned the Government as to the truth
of the press announcements of atrocities com-
mltted by soldiers. He concluded with the
statement that Field Marshal Count yon W;i!-
dersee was unfit to be commandor-in-cliH-r of
the allied forces.

Several Journals are asking whether he is re-
turning to England with the virtuous intention

of reforming the turf and training American
Jockeys In the way they should go.

The Unionist preps, which six weeks ago was
Inciting the country to bury the Opposition out
of sight for the benefit of South Africa and the
general welfare of the Empire, is now greatly
concerned over Its weakened and demoralized
condition. Consistency Is not a jewel in Eng-
lish politics. The Unionists are agreed that
Achilles must no longer sulk in his tent, but
Lord Rosebery seems entirely amiable, and not
disposed to worry about what Is going on. He
has been invited by Sir Henry Campbell-Ban-
nerman to resume the leadership of the Liberal
party, and he has been urged by "The Times"
to Join a third party, which will have the sup-
port of that powerful journal. He will probably

continue his literary recreations In his library

and his sparkling afterdinner speeches until he

has a definite proposition to consider, either from
a united conference of the Liberal party or from
the body of Ministerialists who are discontented
with the policies of the Government. The lead-
ership of either the Liberal or a third party will

not be a pleasure for one who has been Prime
Minister. It may become a public duty, and in

that event Lord Rosebery will have something

to say. Meanwhile he cannot be easily drawn
by either politicians or press.

A new Ophelia was introduced to London
playgoers at Kensington Theatre last night in
the person of Gertrude Elliott, fiancee ofForbes
Robertson. The sympathy of the house was
with the actress, but her performance was on
the whole disappointing.

There is quite a boom In London underground
electrlo railways. A scheme of two new lines
is outlined to-day, while a third is in the air.
H. D. Loudenbach. of New-York, is here confer-
ring with Charles T. Yerkes's English repre-
sentative, Henry C. Davis, regarding the Hamp-

stead line.

The controversy that has raged among sport-
Ing people as to the existence of the practice of
"doping" race horses had a farcical sequel at
the St. James's Hall meeting yesterday. No-
body seemed to have the slightest knowledge of
what "doping" was, and not a single word was
uttered In substantiation of the wild stories that
have been circulated about the wiles and bru-
talities of American Jockeys in British stables
and on British racecourses. The result was that

after an hour's Irregular and Irrelevant "Hlscus-
sion, principally on the business rapacity and
honesty of English trainers, the chairman
abruptly terminated the proceedings.

To-day's newspapers comment favorably on
the German Chancellor's speech In the Reichs-
tag, although It does not throw much new
light on Germany's foreign poiicy.

LORD ROSEBERY'S FUTURE— INTERESTING
TOPICS OF THE HOUR IN LONDON.

London, Nov. 20, 6 a, m.—There is a growing
feeling of impatience here over the delay In
effecting a settlement of the Chinese question.

The English pres? frankly confesses that it is
weary hearing ahout punitive expeditions to one
quarter or another, and thru it considers It
liardly worth wnile to keep all China in a state
of turmoil, preventing thereby the restoration
of normal trade relations. In order to punish a
few criminals who cannot he caught while the
Court remains in exile. English opinion will not
be fully expressed until the cues are provided
by the Foreign Office, but It is fairly safe to
assume that it supports the American conten-
tion that the most urgent requirement of the
situation Is the establishment at Peking of a
government with the essential elements of sta-
bility and authority. Since there can be no
substitute for the Empress's rule, her return to
the capital eeems a foregone conclusion. The
punishment of the princes, especially Tuan, is
the chief obstacle to a settlement. To-day's
dispatches indicate that the European Powers
are gradually coming to a decision on the pre-

liminaries of peace on which general negoti-

ations may be opened. The trend of events indi-
cates that the European Powers are slowly ap-
proaching the American position on the whole

matter.
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DEMANDS OF THE POWERS.
For the attainment of these a unanimous

agreement baa been arrived at by the repre-
sentatives cf the Powers in Peking, whose de-
mands Inow communicate:

China shall erect a monument to Baron yon

Ketteler on the site where he was murdered
and send an Imperial prince to Germany to con-
vey an apology. She shall inflict the death
penalty upon eleven princes and officials already
namt-d and suspend provincial examinations for
five, years where the outrages occurred.

In future all officials failing to prevent anti-
foreign outrages within their jurisdiction Shall
'\u25a0 dismissed and punished.

Indemnity shall be paid to States, corpora-
tions and individuals. The Tsung-li-Yamen
Fhall be abolished, and Its functions vested in a
Foreign Minister. Rational intercourse shall be
r':ri)!tted with the Emperor, as in civilized
countries.

The forts at Taku and the other forts on the
coast of Pe-Chl-Li shall be razed, and the Im-

nation of arms and war material prohibited.
Permanent legation guards shall be main-

tained, and also guards of communication be-
tween Peking and the sea.

Imperial proclamations shall be posted for two
years throughout the Empire supresslng Box-
ers.

Indemnity is to Include compensation for
Chinese who suffered through being employed
by foreigner*, but not compensation for native
Christians.

China shall erect expiatory monuments in
every foreign or International burial ground
where graves have been profaned.

The foregoing conditions have already been
published, but not the following:

The Chinese Government shall undertake to
enter upon negotiations for such changes Id ex-
isting treaties regarding trade and navigation
as the foreign governments deem advisable, and
with reference to other matters having in view
the facilitation of commercial relations.

"WILL GO NO FURTHER.
After announcing the foregoing demands of

the Powers Count yon Billow continued his ad-
dress as follows:
It Is impossible to foresee further develop-

We, with proverbial modesty, restrained our-
eeives longest of all the Powers, even until the
massacre of our missionaries in Shan-Tung.
We nm acted in China by force of circum-
stances, and then in such a way that peace
was affected neither directly nor Indirectly. Our
r resence at Kiao-Chau is based on a treaty

v>ith China, in accord with international law.
We have always shown a friendly and benevo-
lent disposition toward China and demon-
Pirated this specially in 1895, when China was
el the mercy of the victorious Japanese. We
have no desire to interfere with the interests
of the other Powers in China, We wish to pro-

:r rights to the fullest degree. Our posi-
i.n there ia one of legitimate defence. The
miserable Chinese Administration permitted the
P. xer movement to gain ground, observed tow-
ard the Ministers an attitude of equivocation
and inaction, violated the rights of nations and
the dignity of the German people by allowing
the outrageous murder of Baron yon Ketteler,
end did the utmost in the Intercourse with the
Ministers to put off matters by all kinds of sub-
terfuges and palpable falsehoods.

In the face of such an attitude we had to
take the necessary measures for the protection
cf our rights and the defence of our honor. The
cher Powers K*en* tn the same position, and all
tsim-titm-a D^pits alike were compelled to act

In seif-defence. A dispassionate observer car-
not doubt that the recent movement is traced
nether to Klao-Chau. Hong-Kong. Tonquin or
Port Arthur. It Is directed against European
rlvillzatlon. with which Japan has thrown in
her lot. What remans desire Is not a political
adventure but ihe assertion of our interests,
our rights and our honor as a great people.

WAGING NO WAR OF CONQUEST.
We are waging no war of conquest on China.

We only wish for atonement for Chinese mis-
deeds and a guarantee of reforms. We es-
pecially desire atonement, since otherwise such
tr.:ngs might occur again. We desire that the in-
fluence accruing to Germany In the present
movement shall be preserved to her. We desire
cur share in what is to be won from China. We
will not overreach any one, and we will not

let any one overreach us. We ha-»e nothing
:\u25a0• rain by a partition of China and Jo not de-
F:r« it. We shall fare best if China recovers
herself, so far as possible, under the best or-
dered administration obtainable and remains

•. We wish to confine ourselves to our
rrf-sent position and will not shake China un-
r.*L-e=sarily.

CHINESE TROUBLE NOT DUE TO GERMAN

ACQUISITION OF KIAO-CHAU-DE-
MANDS OF THE POWERS.

r.erlln. Nov. 10.— In the Reichstag to-day, on
the occasion of the presentation of the supple-
mentary credit for China. Count yon Biilow, the
Imperial Chancellor, emphatically denied the as-
sertion frequently made abroad that the China
Imbroglio was trnreah!e to the German occu-
pation of Klao-Chau. This statement was greet-
ed by the Social-Democrats with loud cries of
"ItIs quite true:"

Count yon Biilow expressed keen regret that
f.;ch a cry was beard in the German Parlia-
ment. The Chancellor further declared that he
did not %vjsh nt present to say anything which
mi^rht be prejudicial to the common objects of
the Powers in China. But he felt the need of
placing hlmsolf In touch with the nation. CJer-
rr.any, he explained, had adhered to the aims
and policy outlined In the circular to the allied
Oovprnrnents. The allegation that the Govern-
ment had not foreseen the Chinese crisis was
true. But most of the other nations likewise
failed to anticipate that the. storm in the Far
East would burst po violently or so soon. "But,"
added Count yon Biilow. "the premonitory signs

did not escape us. We directed the attention
Of the other Cabinets repeatedly to these signs.

"We at once agreed to everything our representa-
tives in China described as necessary to take as
a measure of precaution, and dispatched a
force, offering even more than asked for. I
wish to reproach no one, least of all Baron yon

Ketteler, who, in endeavoring most earnestly

in the fulfilment of his duty to bring the chief

Chinese authorities to reason, went, almost with-
out fear, to his dfath, worthy of the land he
represented and the name he bore."

This statement caused loud applause.

ACTED "WITH PROVERBIAL MODESTY.
Reverting to the Kiao-Chau allegation. Count

yon Biilow recapitulated the previous terri-
torial acquisitions and expeditions of the other
1% v. ers in China, adding:

COMMISSIONERS ORDER TRIALS AND IN-
STRUCT THE CHIEF TO ENFORCE THE

LAWS AGAINST ALL.FORMS OF VICE.

The Police Board met yesterday in secret ses-
sion to take actiob upon Bishop Potter's letter
to Mayor Van Wyck, which th» Mayor referred
to the Board. After a conf.-rence extending over
nearly thre-j hours the Board ordered Inspector
Cross and Captain Herlihy placed on trial on
charges based on the complaints made by
Bishop Potter. Moreover, the Commissioners
directed Chief Demy to Investigate himself the
conditions prevailing in the Twelfth Precinct,
and ordered him to see to it that every law
against vice was rigidlyenforced in th» district.
The resolution further stated that the Chief of
Police would be held personally responsible for
the failure to carry out the order of the Board.

DEVERY WILL NOT SUSPEND.
At the close of the executive meeting Chief

Devery was called before the Commlssiorers.
and remained closeted with them for some time.
When he emerged from the room it was ap-
parent that something had happened to ruffle
his feelings, and he curtly refused to respond to
the inquiries of the waiting reporters. When he
was asked subsequently if he Intended to sus-
pend Inspector Cross and Captain Herilhy until
the charges against them had been tried he re-
plied, with emphasis in his tone: "Iwillnot."

The report became current at Headquarters
late yesterday afternoon that Devery had been
directed by the Board to suspend Cross and
Herlihy and had refused. The Chief, it was
said, contended that the Commissioners had no
power to order him to suspend any officer, and
that the charter gave him sol*- authority In the
matter of suspensions. As a matter of fact.
Section 292 of the charter does repose in him
the specific act of suspending without pay. pend-
ing the trial of charges, but the charter in other
sections makes it clear that the Chief shall
carry out all instructions of the Board for the
government, discipline and disposition of th«
force. Section 906 provides that th» Police
Board by a unanimous vote may retire the Chief
Of Police at any time.

While none of the Commissioners would admit
that th°pe had been any conflict with Devery,
they significantly refuse.] to answer any in-
quiries hearinjr upon the flrobahle suspension
of the accused officers When T'^rnard J York.
president of the Board, was asked if the two

men would he suspended he ai Ml h*

"Have ynU instructed the Chief to suspend

When Chief Devery was seen he was equally
reticent, and would only repeat that he would
rot suspend Cross and Herlihy.

THE RESOLUTIONS

The Board convened soon after midday. Com-
missioner Hess *.vas the only absent member.
He is still confined to his home, suffering, from
an injured hip The decision to bring charges
against Cross and H--r!ihy was unanimous, and
was contained in the following resolution:

Is directed to prefer charges under the direction o*
the said Committee on Rules and Discipline against
the said officer.

Another resolution was passed ordering
charges to be preferred against Inspector Adam
A. Cross, of the First Inspection District, upon
specifications similar to those named In
Herllhy's case. The president was. also author-
ized to employ counsel for the proper prosecu-
tion of the charges.
