The path of the storm was about fifty yards
wide, and was through the northwestern suburb
of the town. In its path everything I? com-
pletely wrecked. Not even the iron and stone
fence of the arsenal grounds is standing.

The houses of Captain Aydelott and the Far-
reiis and other lar-re residences were demol-
ished. With the exception of these houses the
storm's path was through a part of the town
populated chiefly by negroes and the poorer
classes, and the houses were mere hovels. It is
estimated that one hundred and fifty of them
were totally destroyed, and a larger number
damaged.

DAMAGE IN TENNESSEE AND MISSISSIPPI

Nashville, Term.. Nov. 21.—Dispatches up to
ft p. m. indicate that last night's storm, which
swept over Northern Mississippi and Central and
Western Tennessee, was one of great severity.
Advices by The Associated Press and from spe-
cial correspondents show that the total loss of
life in the territory visited by the tornado al-
ready amounts to sixty-four, and the number of
injured to over fifty. Telegraphic communica-
tion with regions visited by the tornado is in-
terrupted, and it is feared that when full de-
tails are known the list of the dead will b»
lengthened. The following table showing the
