DR. CARSON DECLARES IT IS POSSIBLE TO

HAVE A SHORTENED CREED ANT) A

STRENGTHENED FAITH

The Rev. lir. J. F. Carson preached yesterday
morning in the Central Presbyterian Church.
Brooklyn, dum the text, "We know in i>art and we
prophesy In part." In the course of Vn> sermon Dr.
Carson said .

There is less atheism In the world to-day than
there was dfty years ago. Atheism is becoming athing of the past. The people who are atheistlcally
inclined to-day are .stopping at agnosticism. Tills is
not a distinciion without a difference Atheism Is
distinct and definite denial; it is .stout and stub-
born disbelief, while agnosticism Is a hesitating
and haltinp unbelief. In our day there ar» two
types of agnosticism.

There is the agnosticism which is the outgrowth
and the result of an uncertain tone of morality.
Moral certainty and earnestness give its tone to tiie
mind, so that it takes hold of truth with a deter-
mined Krip. Hut moral weakness debilitates the
mind so that if it takes hold of truth nt all lt willbe in an Irresolute sort of way.

There is a second type of modern agnosticism, atype that leans toward belief. Perhaps it Is unfair
to call Jt.agnosticism. Itis doubt, but it is doubt
that is beginning to think affirmatively. This is thetendency of the thought ..f the day The old linesof doubt have been abandoned. Men ;;re seekers
after truth. Much of the doubt of the day Ishealthy inquiry. Much of what is condemned asmodern unbelief in only in the phrases which menuse. They are not speaking to-day in the languageor the schools; they are not expressing their con-victions in the phrases of the catechism or theconresMon or the creed. But because men are notexpressing themselves in the old statements oftruth we ure not to inter that they have aban-
doned the old truths. Ibelieve that there is morefatrh, more Intel!jKent. reasoned, genuine faith inthe world to-day than there was fifty years agoIhe creed may be shortened, but it is possible, tohave a shortened creed and a strengthened faithbecause the faith will have in it the blood and
faith that throbs with the personality <jf the be-liever thai count*. This was the faith of the earlychurch. J
