LOWEST BIDDER MAY NOT GET IT-OFFICIALS

SUSPECT "A RING."

Controller Coler said yesterday that he had not
signed the contract for snow removal in Brooklyn,
which the Board of Estimate and Apportionment

voted to award to John F. Maillie at 50 cents a
cubic yard, but he might be obliged to sign it in
case of a snowfall. Maillie was the lowest bidder
for the contract in Brooklyn. He had the contract
for removing snow from Brooklyn streets last year
at 26 cents a cubic yard. The city officials have
suspected that there is a ring of contractors in
Brooklyn, and that all the bids for snow removal
were made high this year as the result of an un-
derstanding among the contractors. Maillie says
he lost money last year, and wants to make up his
losses. Commissioner Nagle of the Street Cleaning
Department, who recommended letting the con-
tract to Malllle. said yesterday that he thought
Maillie lost money last year. Controller Coler said:

"The Board of Estimate passed that contract be-
cause they felt the Department of Street Cleaning

would be In a predicament if a snowstorm should
come along and no contract had been made to take
care of the snow and ice. But the members of the
Board are not satisfied with the high price of 50
cents. This Department is looking into it. and weare in hopes of finding some way to overcome the
high price."

"How do you propose to overcome it?" was
asked.

"Have the Department employes do the work. It
would be merely cleaning the streets, would it
not?"

Commissioner Nagle is said to have strongly de-
sired letting the snow removal contract in Man-
hattan again this year to the Uvalde Asphalt
Company. The company had the contract last
year. It was c.iarged that somebody in Commis-
sioner Nagle's Department counted many loads of
snow twice over before the bills were sent to the
Controller, and the Controller held up the bills.
The company jr. waiting yet for about $60,000 of its
bills to be paid. The company put in a bid at 43
cents this year, but along came the Italian contrac-
tor, De Marco, and put in a hid at 36 cents. De
Marco captured the contract, because his bid was
the lowest, much to the disgvst of Commissioner
Nagle. De Marco expects to employ much Italian
labor In shovelling snow. He was a worker for
McKinley and Roosevelt in the recent campaign.

BROOK LYy SXOW COXTRACT XOT LET.

Captain Rulon said his troubles began on Sunday
night when off Pha-nix Island, Maryland. A stiff
southerly wind was blowing, and the waves dashed
over the rails. The deck sprang aleak, and the
water began to percolate down through the coal
in the hold. Two hand pumps were started. A
squall broke the foregaff. tore the fores-ail into
ribbons ai:d shift-=-d the cargo.

From Sunday nicht until yesterday afternoon
the hand pump's were kept going by the men taking
turns at them. On Monday, when off Spring Lake
and Manasquan. an anchor was thrown out and
r!is're =s signals were set. Owing to high seas and
the surf the life saving boats could not respond
to th.- signals, although three efforts were made
to do so. Yesterday morning the tue I.J. Merritt
appeared on the scene and towed the schooner into
port. The vessel left Norfolk on Friday for New-
Haven.

A DOWN EAST SKIPPER OF THE OLD

SCHOOL BAFFLED BY THE OCEAN.

The three masted schooner Hattie V. Kelsey. in
command of Captain J. C. Rulon, a down East
skipper of the oM school, which was reported Mon-
day night ashore off Manasquan.

TO AMEND FIRM KAME LAW.
Assemblyman Ryttenberg. who last year intro-

duced in the Legislature the bill requiring persons
doing business under fictitious firm f-tyles to file
with the County Clerk a certificate giving the
true names and addresses of the responsible mem-
bers of the firms, Is likely to seek to have the
measure amended this winter. In speaking of the
defects in the law Mr. Ryttenberg said yesterday:

A strict interpretation of the statute undoubtedly
brings under Its provisions a large number of firmswe did not Intend to touch, and so it is pretty plain
that probably more than the- eight thousand firms
which have so far filed certificates are technically
under obligation to do so. ItIs probably true thata good many firms might he successfully prose-
cuted now for failure to file certificate!!. This law
modifies Section 361 of the Penal Code, which "says:
"Aperson who transacts business, using the name
as partner, of one not Interested with him as part-
ner, or using the designation 'and company' or '&
Co..' where no actual partner or partners are rep-
resented. thereby is guilty of a misdemeanor*"
Then the section goes on to provide for the con-tinned use of the stylA of a firm doing a foreign
business, or having been established for more thanthree, years in this State.

It was held by lawyers yesterday that under Sec-
tion 363 Chester B. Lawrence, jr..of the brokerage

STEAMSHIP FROM PUGET SOUND TO CROSS

FACTFTC AND GO THROUGH SUEZ CAXAI*

Portland. Ore.. Nov. 77.—"The Oregonlan" says

that something strictly new in the wheat export-

ing business has come to light by the charter of the
British steamship Olenturret by an exporting firm
to load in Puget Sound for Europe by way of the
Orient and the Suez Canal. The shipment which
goes out on the Glenturret will be the first that
has ever gone to Europe by way of the Orient.
The Glenturret, which Is the first of a regular line

that will ply from the Pacific ports, will load on
her first outward trip about three thousand tons

of wheat and will fill up the remainder of her six
thousand tons space with freight for the. Orient.
She will touch at Yokohama. Kobe, Hong-Kong.
Manila. Singapore and Colombo. There is always
a large local traffic between these ports and the
steamers will discharge, and load at each of them.
Freight offerings from Europe to the Orient are
always heavy and there will be no difficulty in
securing full cargoes for the steamers coming this
way.

They expect to secure enough freight from
Europe to the Pacific Coast to enable the steamer
to fill up her capacity when she leaves the Orient
to cross the Pacific. The Glenlochy. a sister ship
of the Glenturret. now on the way from the Orient
to the Sound to load wheat for Europe, will proba-
bly return In the new service.

CIULDREX'S AID SOCIETY MEETS

MR. BTRDSALT. SAYS SUPPLY SEEMS AMPLE

—THE BROOKLYN PUMPING CASE.

It was reported yesterday that the Grand Jury

might make a presentment regarding the water

supply. Commissioner Dalton and Chief Engineer

Ttlrdxnll of the Department of Water Supply were
witnesses before the Grand Jury. Among other
witnesses were. Sanitary Superintendent Roberts
and Dr. Shrady, of the Health Department.

Chief Engineer Birdsall said yesterday that the
rainfall on Saturday and Sunday had been more
beneficial to the city's water supply than he had
supposed. The supply of water now In sight, he
said, seemed to be ample for the winter for all dis-
tricts. The Improvement was particularly marked
at the Kensico reservoir.

Corporation Counsel Whalen said yesterday that
steps to prevent the loss of the pumping system of
the Brooklyn water supply were being considered.
The decision of the Court of Appeals sustaining
the suit for an injunction in the Forbell case, he
said, was not bo serious as it seemed to be at first.
The. decision, however, appears to take the ground

that the city has no right to draw water by suction
from under lands it does not own. Mr. Whalen
says there Is no law or constitutional provision
on the subject. The highest English courts have
held that there is no right in underground water

unless it can he proved that the water flows in
a defined and locatable underground channel. The
English decisions were called to the attention of
the Court of Appeals when the Forbell case was
argued.

Controller Coler is making an investigation to
ascertain how much it will cost to condemn all the
lands needed for the operation of the Brooklyn
pumping stations. He said yesterday:

•'It is peculiar that private water companies can
go on pumping water from wells unmolested, but
when the city begins to get Its water that way
from its own wells the courts interfere and say we
must buy the lands or stop pumping."

WATER FOR WINTER IN RTGHT.

AUTOPSY SHOWS THAT A MAN'S DEATH WAS

CAUSED BY POISON.

Frederick Cox, accused of beating hia wife,
dropped dead in the ten day prison pen of Jefferson
Market Court yesterday, where he was confined
prior to his transfer to the. workhouse on Black-
well's Island Deputy Coroner Weston performed
an autopsy at the Morgue and said death had been
caused by some highly irritant poison. He ex-
pressed the opinion that Cox must have had the
poison secreted In hia clothing and taken it in
prison Dr. Weston said the Coroner's office would
undoubtedly Investigate the case.

Lawrence McPermott. chief keeper, at the prison,
said the ambulance surgeon who answered his call
had told him that Cox died from natural causes.
None, of the other prisoners had seen the man
take anything or die in agony.
"I think it possible that they've cut up the wrong

body in the Morgue." he said "Cox's body hasn't
tven up there more than a couple of hours. Maybe
they've made a mistake."

Tt was said later at the Morgue that this would be
impossible.
